The W^oman's club was the center 

of much attraction on Monday after­
noon. Seventy members were present 
to greet Mrs. Henry C. Mulligan, pres­
ident ot the State Federation ot Wo­
man's clubs. 

The program opened with an Instru­
mental duet by Mrs. Lizzie P. Stone 
and Mrs. Jessie Young. This w a s fol­
lowed by two selections sung by the 
I.adies' quartet. Mrs. Mulligan was 
then introduced, and spoke of the 
woman's movement in its three-told 
activity—educational, industrial and 
social service. She briefly reviewed 
the history of the. club movement 
among women which dates from the 
civil war times, when study clubs— 
the middle-aged woman's university— 
originated. 

She spoke of the high purposes and 
actual achievements ot Woman's 
clubs, the federation idea, first sug­
gested by Julia Ward Howe, and the 
250 federated clubs in Massachusetts 
today, numbering over 40;000 mem­
bers. Mrs. Mulligan gave an account 
of the city federation of Boston and 
the civic work now in operation. She 
reviewed the activities of the various 
departments in the federation, includ­
ing art, bureau of information, civics, 
conservation, food sanitation, home 
economics, industrial and social, and 
legislative department, particularly 
explaining the methods of the last, 
and giving the names of the bills en­
dorsed at the present time by the 
committee. 

The Junior civic leagues now being 
formed in public schools for town 
betterment were also fully described. 
In closing, Mrs. Mulligan presented 
the Woman's club ideal, which is to 
be as intelligent and good, and power­
ful for good as possible. 

At the close of the inspiring ad­
dress, the speaker held a brief recep­
tion, and a delicate spread was serv­
ed by Mrs. E. M. Hartwell.

Fortieth .Anniversary. 
Considerable local interest was at­

tached to the fortieth anniversary of 
the Middlesex County W. C. T. U. In 
Lowell on last Saturday, and the lo­
cal branch of the Organization was 
well represented. Much Interest was 
shown in the address of Mrs. H. C. 
Rolfe, formerly ot Ayer, but for many 
years a resident of Concord, who Is 
the county president of the W. C. T. 
U. A letter was received from Rev. 
George H. Allen, of Fall River, and 
formerly pastor ot the Ayer Baptist 
church, who was one ot the strong-
eat temperance workers here during 
his pastorate. Mrs. Rolfe said In 
part: 

We are very happy to have receiv­
ed these cordial welcomes. I am sure 
we needed no such assurances, be­
cause we knew' we were welcome. I 
have been asked to reminiscence a lit­
tle in regard to the formation of this 
society. Forty years ago this morn­
ing, it was raining harder than it Is 
today. It was pouring rain, and it 
froze as it fell, so that it was very dif­
ficult getting about. I had been ask­
ed to meet at the eight o'clock train 
in the morning, some- women from 
Worcester, who were coming over to 
.Ayer to try to interest the people In 
temperance. 1 met six women, and 
conducted them to Page's halh Five 
women listened to the six from Wor­
cester. We were led by Mother Glf­
ford. I cannot say we were cordial 
in our welcome; we did not want 
them to come. We listened, and that 
was all. Toward the close of the 
morning session, this question was 
asked: ".-^re you women of Ayer not 
willing to try to do something to put 
away these open saloons?" We did 
not say we were, and w-e were not 
willing. So the morning session 
closed. 

During the two hours' Intermission 
a great many women came in and 
some girls and boys from the high 
school came from curiosity. The word 
had gone around that some women 
were actually holding a meeting with­
out any man or minister to pray or 
preach. One of the selectmen ot the 
town was present, and one of the sa­
loon keepers. When the boys and girls 
came in these women saw their op­
portunity. They made those girls and 
boys the text for a sermon to the 
christian mothers. One after another 
the women aro.se. until eight had risen; 
then the selectman rose, and the Wo­
men from Worcester burst Into song, 
"Praise God from whom all blessings 
flow." We eight women and the six 
from Worcester gathered around the 
stgye and made our plans. We ad­
journed for one week, and tried to In­
terest other women. From that day 
there has never been a week, to my 
knowledge, when the Ayer union has 
not been in w-orking condition, as it is 
today. 

Early in the fall, the first public 
meeting of this society was held in 
this church. We were told in Ayer 
that if we continued our work we 
should ruin the town. We admitted 
that w-e were doing our best to shut 
up t'ne .saloons, and .said we were 
willihg to run the risk. In 1874, coun­
ty presidents were appointed.

Obituary. ~ """ 
With the death of J. Willard Bacon 

a t his home on the Ayer road, OW 
Mill district, Tu.esday morning, Febru­
ary 2S, the Congregational church 
lost a pure hearted, devoted, consis­
tent member, the town of Harvard a. 
sterling citizen and the world a good 
man and noble example. 

Mr. Bacon was born In Washington, 
.V. H., April 7, 1826, and was there­
fore nearing his eighty-seventh blrth.-
day. He came to Harvard with his 
parents at an early age and for many 
years resided Iri the old liomestead 
where his death occurred. He mar­
ried Caroline Elizabeth Mitchell of 
Dover, Me,, by whom was born to himi 
a daughter, who died In Infancy. To 
his wife, who died In 1904, Mr. Bacon 
was beautifully and devotedly a t tach­
ed and their domestic life, as describ­
ed by those who knew It, was Ideal. 

Mr. Hacon was at one time engaged 
In the manufacture of glu^ In facto­
ries near his residence, but this busi­
ness ended with tho burning of his 
factory many years ago. Since then 
his business Interests have been those 
of the farm where he lived. 

He was devoted to, the Interests of 
the town and in former years held 
different offices of trust, having serv­
ed on the boards of selectmen and 
overseers of the poor, and also as road 
surveyor. It Is safe to say, however, 
that outside his home Mr., Bacon's 
chief Interest was with the Congre­
gational church with which he united 
in 1864 and of which he had been a 
deacon In active service since 1870, 
He was appointed superintendent of 
the Sunday school In 1875 and served 
in that position faithfully and suc­
cessfully until his resignation In 1889. 
He was also clerk of the society 1867-
1910, and treasurer of tho society 
1886-1909. 

In recent years Mr. Bacon had been 
less active than formerly by reason 
of HI health and advancing years, but 
had continued to assume all but the 
heavier task. About his place tho 
Thursday of last week he fell whUo 
engaged In some of his duties and 
suffered serious Injuries necessitating 
confinement to his bed and the con­
stant services ot a nurse. Pneumonia 
supervened-and In .a few hours life 
had slipped away in the quiet peace­
ful manner h e ' h a d longed for. 

He Is survived by a half-sister. Miss 
S. Augusta Bacon of Hartford, Conn., 
w-ho has made her homeWith him dur­
ing recent years and devoted herself 
to his comfort and happiness; also, 
by grand-nephews and nieces in New-
tOn and elsewhere. , 

The loss to town and church and 
neighborhood Is not such as comes 
with the passing of those In active life. 
It is a greater loss than that; the 
loss of one who had lived his lite 
beautifully and well, with Integrity, 
faithfulness and purity -from the be­
ginning to the end; through youth 
and the strength of full manhood to 
old age. His presence was a bene­
diction, his memory -will be cherished. 

Simple funeral services such as he 
would have wished were held a t his 
late home Thursday afternoon, con­
ducted by his pastor, Rev. 'H. B. Ma­
son. Many gifts of flowers from those 
who loved him testified to the place 
he held In the affections of the people. 
The burial was In the family lot In 
tho old cemetery at Harvard village.

This is said in answer to the lirst 
criticism, that the committee did not 
act stiuarely to the .\a.shua River Pa­
per Corporation, in that they did not 
call On the president of the company 
and explain what they were doing 
before printing the report. The com­
mittee did not have anything to say 
to the corporation, under the motion. 
They were collecting statistics of elec­
tric lighting methods. The statistics 
of the present system had been gen­
erally known for years. They had 
no pow-ers given them to complain to 
the corporation ot high prices and 
poor service nor to ask to better the 
conditions?. All that w-as for a later 
time Should the town care to take 
the matter up in the town meeting. 

The second criticism, that the com­
mittee w.-ts biased against the corpo­
ration because they Quoted the 1911 
financial rejjort is also incorrect. The 
1911 report was sent to the commit­
tee as the last available report. It 
w-as printed in the 1912 book and the 
Tow-n Conference Electric report w-as 
in the hands o,t. tho printer by the 
middle of December, 1912. The fig­
ures given in the financial report were 
supposed to be signed and sworn to 
by the oflicers of the corporation. It 
never would have occurred to the 
committee to ask the corporation If 
these figures were correct. They 
would have considered such a ques­
tion an Insult. 

The third criticism was, that the 
town could not do w-hat the report 
said it could do, because it w-as not 
all easy sailing and there w-ere many 
things to take into account, as bad 
bills, meters and certain unknown 
things that were alw-ays springing up 
and preventing towns from doing 
what they thought they could do. 
This criticism was made, the com­
mittee thinks. without sufllclent 
knowledge ot the report. Fnder the 
expenditure headings a fifteen per­
cent allowance is made for bad debts, 
depreciation and sinking fund and to 
each item, w-here it could be properly 
added, something has been added for 
unforeseen things. These unforeseen 
things are always due to carelessness. 
The greater care given the subject, 
the less the amount will be, but as 
we are human an allowance must be 
made and was so made. 

The expen.se of bujing meters, new-
ones or old ones, was also reckoned 
in the account. The figures given 
w-ere carefully compiled and made by 
competent engineers of the best com­
panies in the country. 

The committee claim that they rep­
resent fairly well the average cost of 
the various methods. They do not 
claim for them the exactitude ot a 
contract tor they did not have the 
power to make contracbs, but they do 
claim that they are near enough cor­
rect to prove that the town can make 
or buy, and sell electric light and pow­
er at the flat rates represented In the 
different methods. The committee 
does not consider a contradiction, 
such as saying you cannot do this or 
that because I do not think you can, 
as a fair criticism. It may be true 
or not, but It gives no proof In either 
direction. The conclusions drawn were 
not personal ones, they w-ere the logi­
cal conclusions, that It seemed neces­
sary lo draw, from the facts given In 
the report. But they are not the only 
conclusions possible. Each reader with 
the facts before him can draw his own 
conclusions, that Is one of the purposes 
of the report.
