Section 125 The owner or keeper
of a4 dog which is three months old
or over, shail annually on or before

the thirty-tirst day
1o be registered, numbered, described
and licensed for one year from the
first day of April following, in the of-
fice of the clerk of the ¢ity or town
in which said dog is kept.

kept, but, in the county of Suffolk,
said sum shall be paid to the treas-
urer of the city or town in which said
dog is kept,

BY-LAWS
Article I—Town Meetings.
Section 1. The annual town meet-
ing shall be held on the first Monday
in March in each year.
Sec. 2. The financial year of the

town, for all departments of the town,
shall commence on the first day of
January, and end on the thirty-first
day of I)c-cemhcr of each year.

Sec. 5. The Town Treasurer shall
keep a complete set of books wherein
shall be entered the amount of each
specific appropriation and the orders
that have heen drawn against it; shall,
when any appropriation has been
wholly expended, immediately make a
report of that fact to the Selectmen
and the head of the departmepnt un-
der whose direction the work for
which the appropriation was made is
carried on; at the close of each order
day, or as soon thereafter as prac-
ticable, he shall send to the Selectmen
and the head of the department hav-
ing the disbursement of the appro-
priation a statement of the .balance
remaining subject to draft; he shall,
in his annual report, give a detailed
statément of all receipts and expendl-
tures of the town for the past finan-
cial year, giving the amount of each
specific appropriation, showing to
whom paid, the amount and the ob-
jeet of the expenditures therefrom,
the receipts from each source of in-
come, the change, if any, in the town
debt, and shall include a list of all
debts incurred and not paid, up to
and including December 31steach year,
showing to whom due, for what due,
and the amounts. Said statements
shall be arranged as far as prac-
ticable, to conform to the schedule of
the division of Municipal Statistics of
the Bureau of Statistics of the Com-
monweaith.

Ardele IIT,

Section 1. The Selectmen may li-
cense suitable persons as junk-collec-
tors, to collect, by purchase or other-
wise, junk., old metals and rcecond-
hand articles from place to place in
the town; and they may provide that
siich collectors shall display badges
upon their persons or upon thelr
vehicles, or upon both, when engaged
in collecting, transporting or dealing
in junk, old metals, or second-hand
articles; and may preseribe the design
thereof. They may also provide that
all articles of merchandise therein
and any place, vehicle or receptacle
uged for the collection or keeping of
the articles aforesaid, may be exam-
ined at all times by the selectmen or
by any person by them authorized to
make such examination.

Would it not he well to consider
other plans which may possibiy satisfy
the ideax of enough voters to allow
us to build a house in the near future.
1 suggest one plan;

First, we ought to buy a large tract
of land. an acre or more, in that part
of the village which would accomme-
date hest the larger number of chil-
dren. We should have sufficient iand
to have green grass In front of the
building- -a  large plavground. in the
rear. as presumably the buflding would
be too far from the Lawrence play-
kround to make that available for re-
ce=s play. In addftion to this ground
already mentioned, there should be not
lesg than ha!f an acre to be used for
vocational work,

Evidently vocational work in
schools har come to stav for at
a Reneration. It our boysr and girls
when they entered upon the tasxk of
earning a lving had only to compete
with the other boys and giris of Gro-
ton we could teach in such ways as
atited ourselves. Hut as a matter of
fact. we know that they not only have
to compete with the boys and girls of
Groton, but with thore of Massachu-
setts—of the whole country—and we
are rapidly approaching the time when
they will have to compete with the
outside world for their living. If we
deny our children any teaching upon
any subject which §s taught to other
children in other communities, just so
far do we diminish their earning ca-

on.  The difference in price of $500, ot
even of a4 $1000 between a small ot
large plot of land adds very ttle in
amount to the tax bills,

Next, ! would have planned by an ex-
pert in school bufldings—not a perxon
who plans houses, Hbraries or churches.
but some one who has made a study of
schooul architecture—a house with four
or RIX rooms, ax may be required at the
prexent time. He should be instructed
to make it perfect for school work, the
windows should be so placed that the
children could have the tight kind of
light to preserve thelr eyesight, the
ventlation xhould be such as approv-
ed by modern  selence, sanitation
should be of the best, tn brief every-
thing pertaining to school life should
be of the best and up-to-date. The
building should be planned so as to
admit of additions., either by wings or
a second story, or both,

When all this has been accomplished
1 would have the exterior planned to
fit the interior.

In the country where a building ix
by itself as this xchoolhouse of ours
is to be, it Is not necessary to have
the outside walls ot either brick, stone
ur cement, as it I8 not likely to take
fire from other bulldings, and egress,
where. there i3 plenty of land can be
made so easy that life is safe even if
children are not housed in a fireproof
outside shell. The intertor Is never
fireproof. So. the exterior of this
schoolhouse could very properly be of
wood, whiech {8 much the cheapest
building material. -

When the lbrary was buijlt ft was
planned to have the pillars of stone.
but the cost was s0 great that wood
was substituted and while the stone
pillars were . much more ornamental,
the cost wasx reduced some hundreds
of dollars. Neither would I have the
outside of this building especially or-
nate if the cost is to be materlally in-
creased.

In seeing some of the public build-
ings in the adjoining towns., 1 have
wondered whether it was worth while
to -put s0 much money into them. A
town can pay too much for the beau-
tiful, if it is at the expense of any-
thing which tends to the health or
growth of the people in more impor-
tant directions. If we cannot have
our schools reach the highest stand-
ards, and in addition have beautiful
conslder-
ed. it is better to have plainer build-
ings and good schools.

As a good f{llustration of the princi-
ple I advocate consider our town hall,
built more than fifty years ago. All
the towns around us have more ex-
pensive town halls than ours and more
ornamental. Yet we have a building
of which we have a right to be proud.
The acousties are nearly perfect, “so
good that it is noticed by speakers of
wide experience, who say it is one of
the easiest’ halls for speaking in the
country, The inside of the building,
if we were to bulld tuday, not limited
in spending money, we would hard!y
change, the outside has a dignity in
i1s plainness which makes it a build-
ing that needs no apology., It is a les-
son in buildipg well. but not extrav-
agantly, that we should heed in build-
ing our new schoolhouse. .

Such a building asx I have outlined
can be built for about half of the sum
necessary to build by the plans here-
tofore presented.

To the Edlitor:

No one In Groton will probably dis-
pute the fact that flies carry filth and
disease and are a large element in
spreading disease, Yet, as a commun-
ity, we adhere to the customs of our
uncestors as {f such knowledge did not
bring with it added responsibilities.
Most of our schoolhouses do not have
running water for sanitary purposes,
but have to depend on outhouses, "So
far as we can foresee it will be many
vears before we can have  water in
the schoolhouses, except in the village
and . West Groton, “What cannot be
helped must be endured,” but it js not
necessary to endure more, than what
we cannot help, .

A small appropriation for screening
the windows. and doors of our school-
houses would greatly diminish the dan-
ser of the tes carrying sickness and
'ossibly: death to the scholars,

One suggestion against this plan
would be - offered at once I presume.
It would be said that children never
shut doors. I would have screens at
both inside and outside doors. This
with a few lessons in regard to tljies
®iven by the teachers and some drilling
of the scholars would in time enable
4 teacher to keep out of the school
rooms most if not all the flies.

The danger of disease being com-
municated to the scholars is the great-
er. because in all these schools some
of the scholars take their dinner to
be eaten In the school room under
these unsanitary conditions.

The =ickness of a child s a great
taX upon the sympathy. care and
purse of any fumily., The preventabile
death of a child is suech a calamity that
one s unwilling to contemplate fit,

Scientists have estimated the money
value of the life of the average child,
and it amounts to some thousands of
dollars  to the community, and yet
in many casex the earning capacity of
a4 person is often the least in value
thiat he js to the community.

I do not claim that screening  the
schonl rooms will take away all dan-
#er of contagion, but it will help, A
well conducted scientific warfare
against the breeding of flies would
also help.

This matter is in the hands of the
voters of the town., I hope at the next
town meeting the fathers of our boys
and girls will appropriate money for
this one improvement which will help
10 preserve the health and lives of our
children in our public schools.

Nina M. H. Beverly in the name of
the club, greeted the guests and in-
troduced Miss Sweet, the chairman of
the conservation - committee of the
Massachusetts State Federation of Wo-
men's  clubs.

The chief speaker for the morning
sessfon was Mr, Forbush, state orni-
thologist, whose subject “Birds,” was
most ably presented, He emphasized
the great work done by birds in feed-
ing on {nsect life injurious to trees
and crops, and made clear the nced of
legislation to further protect our in-
sectivorus and weed-seed eating birds.
“It is not only the beauty of the world,
but its usefulness that Is being en-
dangered by the extinction of the birds,
Their f{mportance in protecting our
food products ~cannot be over-esti-
mated. Without thelr help in ridding
orchards and gardens and grain fields
of insect pests, it would be hard to
bring a crop to harvest time, They are
the friends and helpers of man. The
slight loss which the farmers suffer
at times from their depredations iIn
cornfields and strawberry patches is
more than paid for by their unceasing
war on injurious insects.”

Mr. Forbush went on to say that the
birds and many enemies, among them
cats—particularly the tramp cat—our
alien population. Who having made
their own countries almost birdless,
are trylng to make ours the same,
largely from lack of proper education:
the boy collectors of eggs and the boy
with the hunting habit;, and last, but
not Jeast, the millinery hunters who
kill to furnish forth the Easter bon-
net of unthinking women. To be on
the safe side women, {f they must wear
feathers. should wear ostrich plumes,
the picking of which do no harm to
the bird.

Though in some of our states,’
among them Massachusetts, it is for-
bidden to sell or wear the feathers of
our native song or insect-eating birds.
foreign birds have no such protection,
and we see PParadise plumes and mara-
bou worn by those who should know
better, .
