Hartwell, -who came from "England
and settled in Concord, was born in
Groton on September 5, 1761. His
father, Oliver Hartwell, served in the
Continental army and was present at
the surrender of Cornwalllis at York-
town.

Oliver Hartwell, the son, father of
Mrs. McKenny, was only fifteen years
old when he joined the Minute Men at
Lexington. He belonged to the amall-
est company enrolled in the army,
numbering only twenty-six men. He
fought side by side with Gen. lsgrael
Putnam, and was often heard to
speak of the bravery of Col. John
Stark. He was in the battle of Bunk-
er HIill, where his company arrived
about three o’'clock in the afternoon
at the thickest of the fight, where he
was slightly wounded. When living
In Groton with his first wife, who was
Rachel, daughter of Job Shattuck,
and family, their home was on the
place now occupied by Harry E. Nut-
ting on the Pepperell road. The large
grape vine now and for many years
on the place, was originally set out

by Oliver Hartwell. .

Woman’s Club,

The Groton Woman’s club held a
meeting in lown hall, Monday even-
ing, to which the public was invited.
Seated upon the platform was the
president, Miss Georgianna Boutwell,
and the other officers of the club, and
the two gentlemen speakers of the
evening. There was an audience of
near two hundred. K Miss Boutwell

‘gave an opening address as follows:

Gentlemen and ladies—As president
of the Groton Woman's club I wel-
;:ome you to this our first open meet-
ng. ) ” .

Gentlemen guests we have asked
you to take counsel with us as to the
housing and training of our school
children. We are mindful of the fact
that you have chosen a committee to
consider .the housing of the children
of this village who are to report to
you next month. We are not priv-
ileged to hear that report. . It has
seemed to us that the women of our
town, especially the mothers, should
‘have some knowledge of the subject.
It it is true, as we are often told, that
“women rule the world through their
silent influence” our influence ought
surely to be an enlightened influence.

We have arranged this meeting pri-
marily for ourselves, but not wishing
to be selfish we have invited you, hop-
ing that you may hear something to-
night which will help you to decide
more ‘wisely the question which will
soon come before you. In order to
know what ought to be done, we need
first to know the present condition of
our school buildings.

Each schoolhouse now in commis-
sfon has been inspected by one or
more of our members. The three old-
fashioned brick schoolhouses used for
some generations—the Moors, Trow-
bridge and Chicopee, the only ones’
now occupied, are in as good a con-
dition as can be expected—they are
kept clean and in sanitary condition,

At the Chicopee, the drinking wa-
ter is taken from a new well. built
for the school. At the Trowbridge
and Moors school the water is 'the
same used by a nearby family. Pre-
sumably this water is pure and
healthy, but it has never been analyz-
ed. I find upon enquiry, that upon
application of our local board of
health, the State board will send some
one to analyze the water and report,
without charge, upon its purity. With
our present ideas of a pure water sup-
ply it would seem well, as the cost
to the town would be only the cost
of a letter or two sent to the hoard,
to have the water analyzed so that
we may be sure in regard to its purity
instead of guessing.

The Tarbell school at West Gro-
ton is perhaps in as good a condition
as can be expected. It is over-crowd-
ed. A temporary arrangement has
been 'made for a recitation room
which is not satisfactory, but the bhest
that could be done at present. The
problem of putting that building in
good shape for the increasing number
of pupils is not a difficult one to
solve, and will probably receive atten-
tion in due time. .

The Butler school is in good order
as regards cleanliness and sanitary
condition. tWhen'we consider the age
of the floors and stairways and their
condition, credit is due for the care
which the building receives. 1 sup-
pose we are all agreed that the up-
per story should not be used as a
schoolroom. The risk of human life
is too great.

Nothing can be said in favor of
the .condition of the Chaplin school-
house. It is neither clean or sani-
tary from the standpoint of a house-
keeper. The work of a janitor is done
by a boy as well as we have a right
to expect. The care of the two rooms,
entries and stairs, and the carrying
of wood to the stoves during the win-
ter s a tax on the strength of a grow-
tng hoy. It ig work for an adult. No
house or school can he kept clean
by dry cleaning. Circumstantial evi-
dence would show that no water had
been used in cleaning the rooms since
the summer vacation, if then. Not
only fly spots, but dead flies are to be
found on walls, windows and picture
frames.

In the Tarbell, Butler and Chap-
}in school is the town water with the
hubble for drinking purposes. Except
in the Butler school, ventilation s
bad in the school hours for most of
the year. The only method js by the
open window, which makes a direct
draft on the pupils. There are a num-
ber of inexpensive appliances on the
market by which windows can be
open admitting fresh air, but direct-
ing it 80 as not to make a direct
draft.

Much more might be said. I beg
pardon for the time already taken.
These statistics I have given for the
benefit of our club—presumably the
voters have no need of this informa-
tion as they probably have made
themselves conversant with the con-
dition of the school buildings—as the
question of a new bhuilding has so long
been before them.

Of the 354 cities and towns in the
state, there are 316 that pay a larger
tax on a thousand dollars of vatuation
for school purposes than Groton. This
tax iIncludes everything given in re--
gard to schools, salaries, transporta-
tlon, books, etc.,—not new buildings.
There are only thirty-seven towns
that pay less on a thousand. Of these
thirty-seven towns, two are rich
towns, Brookline and Nahant. Most
of the others are very -poor towns,
the hill towns of Berkshire and those
of the cape. Some of these, I was

not able, to tell how many, not being{

able to support their schools, have
extra state atld—Tolland, Mt. Wash-
ington and. Gosnold paying tax of 98,
67 and 11 centa respectively. . The
following towns pay on a thousand:
Ashby $7.68, Pepperell 48,83, West-
ford $6.78, Littleton $5.95, Ayer $4.91,

Lunenburg $4.53, Harvard '$4.23, Dun-
stable $4.17, Groton $3.03. .

Qur appropriation for 1910-11 was
$12,000, If we pald as large a school
tax as Ashdby, Pepperell, Westford and
tax as Ashby, Pepperell, Westford and
Littleton, we should ralse for school
purposes $24,000 a year, or If we rais-
ed on $1000 a8 much as Ayer, Lunen-
burg, Harvard or Dunstable we would
raise $18,000 a year. If we ralsed as
much a year as the four other of our
neighboring towna we would' have
$6000 a year for these same improve-
ments. With this additional money
each year we would have in a few
years, and pajd for, these schoolhouses
in this two villages in perfect condi-
tion for the most advanced ideas of
what should be taught in our public
schools. Is it any reason because we
are a rich town and that more are
poorer in comparison that we should
spend less money than they, especially
as we 8o sorely need better school ac-
commodations?

We cordially agree with the old
adage: "It is a woman’s duty to fit
her children to enter the world,” but
we would broaden the idea and make
it harmonize with the ideas of the
twentieth century. We club women
belleve that it is the duty of woman to
fit "her children to enter the world and
that it is equally the duty of woman
to fit the world for the children to en-
ter. Therefore, gentlemen, we may
not only ask you to join us in our
social occasions, but'we may ask you
from time to time to join -us in con-
sidering questions other ‘than educa-
tional problems, which may help in
the advancement of the community.

At the close of Miss Boutwell's ad-
dress, sha introduced the two speakers
—Rufus W. Stimpson, of the State
Board of Educatlon; and R..Clipston
Sturgis, architect of the Boston school
buildings. Co,

Mr. Stimson, taking the subject of
““Vocational training,” on which he
has specialized, was the first speaker.

He remarked how when Harvard col--

lege was young and the country was
newer, the primary ldea of education

in college and secondary schools was:

for culture of the mind, and then as
times have changed, the idea has
grown that educatlon is not confined
to the discipline obtained from drill
and study in books and languages, but
has widened to .the recognition of
mental and bodily powers working to-
gether. While he alluded to the many
vocations upon which children in our
schools may now be instructed, Mr.
Stimpson spoke particularly on agri-
cultural training. .

" He told of the school building in
Northampton so arranged that a cen-
tral space, or room, was left for the
children to exhibit their products rais-
ed, even horses and cattle. The chil-
dren are trained in vegetable raising,
the bee industry, fruit products, poul-
try, etc.,, and farm management. The
speaker demonstrated some of his
ideas and plans on the blackboard and
spoke interestingly until obliged to
leave to go by train elsewhere.

Mr. Sturgis, who was entertaining
from the first to the last of his talk on
‘The schoolhouse of today,” empha-
sized what might be called the econo-
my of space, and told what difficultes
he had experienced as the architect of
the Boston schoolhouses in having his
jdeas carried out. No.schoolhouse
should have rooms where one room
was occupied or used by a few pupils
for a few hours in a day and then un-
used for the remainder of the day.

Mr. Sturgis endorsed all Mr. Stim-
son had sald on vocational training
and made some striking points himself
along the same lines and always with
a keen wit that was appreciated by his
hearers. He believed that a boy should
be given as high a mark for swinging
an axe well as for doing well in a
Latin or German grammar. He em-
phasized the necessity and wisdom of
first getting the right curriculum and
then building according to the funda-
mental principles of architecture a
schoolhouse that met the requirements
with no waste.

The Groton orchestra enlivened the
meeting with well rendered selections,
under T. F. Donahue, jr., as director,
and gave their music without charge.

G. H. Bikxby thought it' would be
rather risky trying to fix over the old
building, as he remembered when it
was made that the bullder, coming
short for a stringer for stairs, went
out to a fence and taking a rail from
it used that for support. Mr. Thomp-
gon thought they ought not to consider
the old building at all, and if the peo-
ple knew about’ the conditions sur-
rounding the school they would not
wish their children to be there. '

Mrs, Clifford Bixby told ot visiting
the school a few weeks ago and find-
ing the room swarming with files. She
was formerly a teacher, and thought
it would be impossible for her to teach
under such circumstances. If flies go
but a short distance from their breed-
ing places as -one man said, they would
have on!ly about thirty feet to travel.

Several people spoke about a new
building on Bixby stret, and it was
finally put to vote whether they
would like a new building in a new
place, or the old one remodeled. Ev-
ery vote was for the new building and
a different location.

Ayer’s New Industry. e
Once upon a time, not many years
ago, the people of -this town were
greatly sdurprised when it was an-
nounced that a lunch cart was to be
located here. The ldea was regarded
as extremely visionary and the unani-
mous opinion was expressed that the
new proprietor. would soon come to
grief, as they sald he would not re-
ceive enough business to even meet
expense$. But the supposedly doom-
ed manager stayed, and to the sur-
prise of all built up a good business.
The business changed hands sev-
eral times since then, but the number
of places aside from the restaurants,
was not increased, only once and that
for a short time only, till & year and
a half ago, wher another cart was

‘added.

Since that time the appetites of the
people of Ayer and the transients who
patronize such places has evidently

‘increased to such a great extent as to

require two more feeding places, and
they were added, making four in all
at the present time.

Thus, from a small beginning, this
great industry has grown .in a com-
paratively few years to be the most
lucrative one in town, and its success
should be an added Iinspiration to
others who contemplate entering busi-

-neas,

There are in all at present, sixteen
public eating places in town, includ-
ing restaurant and lunch carts, and it
is sald that there are two more of the
latter: coming soon.

Death. - . :

Leonard Felch, one of the veterans
of greatest length of service in the
employ of the Boston and Maine rail-
road, died at his home in Greenville
on .last week Friday, death  being
brought on by kidney and heart trou-.
ble. He had been sick for about two
months, and up to that time-had been
doing regular duty as conductor of
the passenger train which makes
three trips daily between Greenville
and Ayer.

Mr. Felch had been fifty-one years
in the employ of the Boston and
Maine on October 12, 1912, and in
all that time had never been injured
in a railroad accident, and hut three
of his trainmen had been Kkilled in
over half a century of raijlroading. He
was a most faithful employé and pop-
ular with the ‘management and- with
hig fellow railroad men. His stand-
ing in ‘the community was high.

Leonard Felch was born in Green-
ville on April 26, 1841, the son of
Daniel and Luecy R. (Hanniford)
Felch, the third of ten children. His
father was a maker of tinware, and
at an ecarly age the son went into the
shop, but soon forsook that trade. Qne
day, to fill a vacancy on the Greenville
branch train, he took a place as
brakeman and stuck td the life of a
railroad man from that day. -

In March, 1870, he married Sarah
E. Willard, of Hudson, N. H., who
died eighteen years later, and on
August 7, 1890, he marrled Margaret
T. Cumnock,” of Mason, who survives
him. He had no children by either
marriage. -

Herman 8. Hazen, one of the town's
most respected citizens, and tor many
years a faithful servant of the town,
passed away on Friday of last week
at his home on Parker road. For
many monthsg he had been suffering
from a long and lngering {llness,
which made it necessary for him to
give up his oflces as town clerk and
town treasurer at the last election.
His death was the result of a gen-
eral breskdown and heart disease.

Mr. Hazen was born on August 25,
1845, at the house on Hazen road now
owned by Henry Ware. His parents
were from old and respected fami-
lies, his father being Joseph Hazen,
and . his mother, Ann (Longley)
Hazen. He reécelved his education in
the schools of the town and later at-
tended Appleton academy, from which
he graduated. On November 1, 1865,
he was married to Elizabeth Ann
Chandler, #lso & member of one of
the town’s most respected families.
One daughter was born to them, who
died, however, at the age of ten years,
in 1882, leaving them childless. Twen-
ty-five years of thelr married life was
spent at .the old Hazen home on
Hazen road. They then moved to
Ayer, where they. lived for three
years, afterward returning to Shirley,
where they have llved since that time
in their home on Parker.road.

After graduating from Appleton
academy, Mr. Hazen spent twelve
years in teaching school in the schools
of the town. Since that time he has
become well-known as an adminis-
trator of estates, in which he has
been very successful.

Mr. Hazen's career as a public of-
ficial has been .one¢ of the most varied
and extensive in the history of the
town. When but twenty-two years
of age he began this remarkable
career by serving as town clerk for
two years. He was a member of the
school committee for nine years, be-
ing .chairman of the committee for
the greater part of this time, He
served as selectman for many yeéars,
being chairman of the board of se-
lectmen also during the majority of
his service. ’

In 1884, he represented the town in
‘the Massachusetts house of repre-
sentatives, and at the expiration of
his term was offered re-election, but
would not accept. During a large
part of his public service he was a
member of the cemetery: committee,
and was also a prominent member
of the republican town committee.
For years he had been treasurer of
the First Parish .church at the Cen-
ter, and was also identified as trustee
of the Baptist church at the village.
During the latter part of his life he
served ten Years more. as town clerk,
making a total of twelve years of
service in this office, -and eighteen
years as town treasurer. He received
no opposition in his elections to these
otfices and could have heen re-elec-
ted to them ugain this year had he
not declined nomination on account
of his {llness.

During the last several vears of his
life, and at the time of his death, he
was a member of the board of trus-
tees of the North Middlesex Savings
bank of Ayer. In addition to these
offices he served on various smaller
committees, as /fan assessor, and in
numerous other public functions at
different ‘times during his public life.

Mr. Hazen's main incentive in life
was the welfare and service of his
town. The appreciation of his hon-
esty and integrity is clearly shown by
his unopposed elections to the most
prominent and important offices in
the town. From the time he was
twenty-two yvears old to the time of
his death, a period of forty-five years,
he was never out of active town of-
tice, excepting for his three years of
residence at Aver. His whole period
of service has begn marred by no
blot or strain; honesty and upright-
ness have been the predominant fea-
tures of gll of his connections with
the¢ town, and his energies have al-
wavs been bent to the furtherance of
the interests of the town, rather than
to his own benefit,

He was a kind and leving father
and husband, angd though saddened
by the death of his only daughter
Ethel, he has alwavs been a great
lover of children,  The influence of
his honesty and his' pure and clean
life has been felt by all who have
come in ¢ontact with him, and the
memory of him will remain green for
many years to come, .

Besideg his wife, Mr. Hazen is sur-
vived hy one sister, Mrs. Martha A.
Clark. of Worcester, and several
nephews and nieces.

The funeral was held on Tuesday
afternoon at the home on Parker
road, Rev. Mr. Mott, of the Unitarian
church at Norton, officiating. The
services were very simple, according
to Mr. Hazen's wishes., Edward Col-
burn very beautifully rendered -a
vocal solo. A large number of friends
and relatives from far and near at-
tended the services, and the huge
mass of floral offerings betokened the
wide-spread esteem for Mr. Hazen.
After the <ervices the bhody was taken
to the family lot in the Center ceme-
tery for burial, William E. Barnard,
K. J. Stevens, Frederick W. Holden
and Howard Fuller acting as bearers.

The following clipping was taken
from the Fitechburg Sentine! of Tues-
day, May 27:

In police court this morning, Spe-
cial Justice Charles H. Blood, presid-
ing, Wilfred Weeks was arraigned on
complaints charging him with the lar-
ceny of $46 from the Putnam Machine
Co., in this city, on May 19, and with
the larceny of 8 from the Iver John-
son Sporting Goods Co., on May 8.
He entered pleas of guilty to both
complaints and was sentenced to the
house of correction for three months,
two months for the larceny involving
the larger amount and one month for
the first offense, committed on May S.
Sentences in both complaints was or-
dered suspended for one year.

Chief Thayer told the court that the
deferdant was nineteen vears old and
the son of a Shirley manufacturer.
Telephone messages purporting to
come fror the sentor Mr. Weeks were
received by the Putnam Machine Co.
and the Iver Johnson Sporting Goods
Co., explaining that a shipment of
goods consigned to Shirley had been
delivered to Fitchburg by mistake and
that a temporary loan was desired to
take care of the matter, it heing
stated that the young man would call
for the money. This he did and it
was given him, as his father had had
many business dealings with both con-
cerns, and was known to be all right.
The boy tried the scheme in one other
place in Fitchburg, where it failed,
and was working the scheme in Bos-
ton when his father communicated
with Chief Thayer and steps were
made to put a stop to the money rais-
ing plan as quickly as possible.

The father of the boy took
stand. He testified that the hoy
wild, left home frequently
consulting anyone, and was not ab-
solutely under control. The boy had
worked for the past few years, made
his own living and, as far as his fath-
er knew, had never heen in trouble.
His father expressed his willingness
to make restitution in full and thought
that a suspended sentence would be
the best way to deal with him, hop-
ing its influence might cause him to
remain at home and not attempt to
put through any more plans for rais-
ing cash. He said that he took the
matter up with the police himself.

The court agreed that a suspended
sentence scemed to be the best solu-
tion of the matter and disposed of the
complaints as stated above.
