Tell.s of Trip. 
Al Blcknell. a veteran ot the civil 

war and a member of Company C, 
16th Massachusetts, first brigade, sec­
ond division, third corps, at the.bat­
tle of Gettysburg, gives an interesting 
account of his recent trip to the fa­
mous field ot battle after a lapse ot 
flfty years.. Mr. Blcknell. who is a 
little past seventy, was in the three-
days' battle at Gettysburg where 
thousands were kllle^d and -wounded, 
and on his recent visit he located th'e 
e.xact spot where he burled his broth­
er in a trench without cerenVony or 
coffin. Samuel G. Hunlston, seventy-
five years of age, accompanied Mr. 
Bickiiell on the trip. 

"Our party left Ayer at five o'clock 
Monday morning and proceeded to 
Worcester, Springfield and New York, 
where w-e w-ere transferred to a boat 
and crossed the Harlem river and 
proceeded by train via Philadelphia 
arriving at Harrlsburg at 9.30 and 
Gettvsburg at two o'clock Tuesday 
morning," said Mr. Blcknell. . "Every 
man was met "by a guide whom ho 
followed and -was escorted to a tent 
where a blanket and cot bed was fur­
nished. Soon atter we arrived the 
Boy Scouts visited every tent to see if 
all" the veterans were furnished with 
blankets. The Red Cross nurses and 
Boy Scouts visited all the tents at 
Intervals ot tw-o hours, attending to 
the needs of the visitors. The Boy 
Scouts were ever alert and I never 
saw such a manly lot of young men. 
The battlefield looked the same in 
manv ways, but changes had come 
and "the trees, shrubs and ' buildings 
had been changed. A small house 
near the battlefield had been remodel­
ed somewhat and a peach orchard 
that w-as there at the time of battle 
was gone. I remember how- a party 
ot our soldiers went there in search 
ot w-ater and I had a good drink from 
the same well on my recent trip. I 
located the spot where I buried my 
brother by this house, the distance be­
ing about tour rods from the house. 
I also visited the National cemetery, 
where all the bodies ot those killed in 
battle have been buried. Visited Gen­
eral Sickles, who lost his leg at this 
famous hattle. One day Mr. Hunlston 
and I started for a short walk; the 
thermometer registered ninety in the 
shade. We w-ent to brigade head­
quarters and then to Little Round 
Top, where the glass registered 110 
and then proceeded to places of in­
terest until on our return we had 
walked over eleven miles and did not 
teel especially tired. Tbe Boy Scouts 
and Red Cross w-cre all over the field 
and were on tho look-out for all the 
old soldiers, giving them' directions, 
helping them when in need of help. 
The food was tree to the vetferans and 
w-as of large variety and good quality 
and it any man did not secure enough 
it was his own fault. We can say 
that the food was excellent and that 
we were royally taken care ot from 
the time we started on the trip until 
our return. The camp ground for the 
veterans was laid out in states and 
there were 2200 Mas.sachusetts veter­
ans In our colony and when we re­
turned home there were only two 
who were slightly ill. Two physicians 
were in attendance on the train on 
our return, as.were some of the Red 
Cross nurses."

HIGH VALUE OF GOOD ROADS 

Big Point In,Favor of Construction Is 
Economy of Time and Force In 

Reaching Market. 

No one questions the statement 
that good roads have a high money 
value to the farmers of the nation, and 
It may be said that this alone is suffl­
clent to justify the cost of their con-, 
Etruction as rapidly as practicable liil-
der an efflcient, economical and etiuit-
able system of highway-improvement. 
The big point in favor of this expen­
diture Is the economy of time and 
force in transportation between farm 
and market, enabling the growers to 
take advantage of fluctuations in buy­
ing and selling, as well as enhancing 
the value of real estate. I t is esti­
mated that the average annual loss 
from poor roads is 76 cents an aore, 
•n-hile the estimated average increase 
resulting from improving all the pub­
lic roads is $9. The losses in five 
years would aggregate $2,432 for ev­
ery section ot land, or more than 
enough to Improve two miles of pub­
lic highway. The necessity df good 
roads is obvious, as it would enhance 
the value of each section of land 
about ?5,760, or more than double thei 
estimated cost of- two miles of Im­
proved highway, which constitutes the 
quota for 640 acres of land.

Quantity of Lime Needed. 
The quantity ot lime needed under 

dlfterent conditions varies from a few 
hundred pounds to several tons; but 
an average of about one ton of good 
lime to tho acre will usually be suffl­
c lent If grades ot lime are used 
which contain 50 per cent or less of 
calcium oxide larger quantities -will 
be required. 

Smaller applications—perhaps 300 
to 600 pounds—once In two to four 
years—will, be preferable to very 
heavy applications a t longer Inter­
vals; and if-the basic slag be freely 
used as a source ot phosphoric acid. 
It is probable that a second appllcb-
tion -of lime will. In most cases, be 
necessary.

Lighting System Improved. 
The switches governing? the electric 

lights at the town hall have been 
changed-so as to-make It much more 
convenient in using the lights.' Three 
switches are now placed just inside 
the outside door at the front entrance 
by the use of which the light outside, 
those in the lower hall.and one in the 
upper hallway at the head of the 
stairs may be turned on. Just Inside 
of the door to the main hall a switch 
has been placed by which the middle 
chandelier can be lighted. The other 
chandeliers, are lighted as before from 
the switchboard in the room back of 
the stage. The Idea in making these 
changes, which by the way Is a very 
good one, is to arrange the switches 
so that any one wishing to turn on 
the lights may begin at the entrance 
to the building and proceed until all 
the lights are turned on. 
- Heretofore it was necessary to 

grope about in the dark trying to find 
the proper switch before any, light 
could.be used. The new arrangement 
entirely eliminates this Inconvenience. 
In addition to this Improvement the 
chandeliers in the main hall will be 
lowered three feet, thereby giving 
better light according to those' in 
charge of the work. 

The work is done under the direc­
tion of Robert Murphy's , Sons Co., 
who have Ransford Monroe and John 
M. Wallace, expert electricians, mak­
ing the above changes.

of earlier days, occupying ground that 
is worth almost inestimable sums, yet 
sate from the encroachments ot the 
business world.

Voung Greek* Want Union With 
Greec»—People Keeping Peace Be­

tween Turks and Christians, 
Writes Correspondent. 

London.—A correspondent, •writing 
from Nicosia, Cyprus, recalls that Just 
34 years ago the island was handed 
3ver to the custody of the English 
people by the tactics of a great Eng-
•.ish .prime minister. The annexation 
was.the Xiutcome of the Berlin confer­
ence of 1878. 

The Cyprus of 1878 'waa described' 
i s a "whity brow.n paper colored, des­
ert smitten, God forsaken island." .But 
the British are a nation of housemaids, 
and their flrst act on acquiring new 
;errltory la to sweep a i d to clean. And 
right nobly has the work In this in­
stance ben done. Dirt, decay and dis­
ease have.been vanquished, all aav© 
disappeared; . 

The population at the time of the 
British occupation 'was 180;000, of 
which two-thirds were Greeks and the 
remainder'.Turks, The art of keepinig 
th© peace between these different na­
tionalities Is one calling forth a high 
degree of diplomacy .and integrity.-Wit-
ne.ss the difficult position of a police 
offlcial In Famagusta,. wlio was waited 
oh-by a body of Greeks, asking if they 
might have a.procession the following 
Tuesday. 

"Why do you wish a procession?" he 
asked..' 

"To commemorate the ever distress­
ful taking of Constantinople by the In-
fldel "Turks," was the mournful reply. 
Half an hour later a Turkish deputa­
tion called upon the same offlcial. Had 
they the permission of his excel­
lency to flre the caniions the following 
Tuesday? 

"Why do yoil wish to fire the cau­
tions?" he asked. 

"To celebrate the ever glorious tak­
ing of Constantinople by the true 
believers of the Prophet," t h e y re­
plied.

TO OPEN UP RICH COUNTRY 

New Connecting Line. In Montevideo 
Will Care for Trmfflc of Impor-

tant River Cities. 

The American minister at Monte­
video reports that work has Juat be©n 
started on a connecting 3.6-miie line 
of tbe Midland Railroad company from 
Tres Arboles to Pledra Sola, in.the de­
partment of Tucuarembo, the contract 
announcement of. which appears in 
Daily Coiisular and "Trade Reports for 
January 12, 1912. The constructor is 
Engineer Juan Storm, a well-known 
railroad builder. He is working . a 
force of 600 men and expects lo haVe 
the new line ready for operation In 
about a year. The 91-mIle line from 
Fray Bentos to Algorta, flnlshed last 
year, was also built by Storm. 

Thenew tine, although comparative­
ly short, is of great Importance, espe­
cially to the river cities of Fray Ben­
tos and Paysandu, as it will give a fair­
ly straight through line tc the border 
city of Rivera, the northernmost point 
of the department ot Rivera. Pay­
sandu, with upward of 20,000 Inhabit­
ants, Is probably the greatest live 
stock center of Uruguay. Fray Bentos, 
the capital of the department of Rio 
Negro, is a city of some 8,000 p-eople. 
It has been made a port of entry, 
which will add'grreatly' to its impor­

USED CAN TO MUFFLE BABY 

Railroad Shop la Required to Remove 
Little Sister's Odd Device to Si­

lence Cries. 

Shamokin, Pa.—Aiming to soft-ped­
al tho cries of her two-year-old brother 
Joe, slx-year-oId Helen MIsocky push­
ed a lard can over tho little fellow's 
head. Tho baby's muffled shrieks at­
tracted the attention of the mother to 
the can. Although she held the baby 
on the fl(>or and tugged at thei sttange 
damper, it refuses to budge because 
it was caught under the child's chin. 

The harder the mother pulled tho 
louder the boy cried. Finally the fran­
tic mother took the canned child in 
her arms and ran with him to , the 
railroad roundhouse, where two ma­
chinists attempted-to remove the can. 
They flnally had to resort to a pair of 
big iron shears to remove the can. 

As the can came off blood flowed 
from both sides of the boy's head, and 
it was found that he had- had a narrow 
escape from losing his ears, both of 
them being badiy lacerated. 

Simple Device, by Which, a Locdmo-
tlve Adds Greatly to Us Term 

of Usefulness. 

An ingenious apparatus by means o( 
which a locomotive is. converted into 
a vacuum-cleaning plant Is shown in 
the accompanying illustration. It 
coniprises simply a suction, chamber 
attached to the Injector valve of the 
locomotive, a steam-trap for the con­
densation of water, a dust collector, 
which is kept partially fliled with 
water, and the necessary amount of 
hose and types of suction tips or noz­
zles. The steam trap and dust col­

lector are connected by means of a 
hose ot large diameter, and the suc­
tion hose is attached to the hottom of 
the dust collector. 

When the injector valve is opened 
the live steam passes the opening of 
the suction chamber and creates a 
vacuum therein, which produces the 
suction drawing the diist and dirt into 
the dust collector where It Is retained 
by the water. The air, after unloadlrig 
Its burden ot dirt, then passes Into tne 
steam trap and is exhausted into the 
atmosphere. With a sufflclent length 
of hose, several passenger coaches can 
be vacuum cleaned by simply back­
ing the locomotive up to one end. The 
apparatus Is used on one of the Ger­
man railways.—Popular Mechanics. 

New Type of Block Signal. 
A new type of automatic block sig­

nal, -which is being used on an Inter 
urban electric railway west of Cleve 
land, O., is believed to furnish a so 
lutlon of the problem of operating 
block systems In cold -n-eather. Dur 
Ing the last winter the various rail 
roads experienced considerable diffl 
culty owing to the accumulation of Ic« 
and frost on the signal lamps. Th« 
lighting .of the new signal,is provided 
by a single 25-watt tungsten lamp sup 
piled from a trolley through a resist 
ance. A high speed one-tenth horse 
power motor idrlves the mechanism 
the motor being designed to operate 
safely through a wide variation of lint 
voltage. Enough heat is furnished bj 
the lamp and Its resistance to preven' 
the accumulation of Ice on the lensei 
and mechanism. 

How Sun Yat Sen Got Money. 
In his "Reminiscences" Sun Yat Ser 

gives a graphic account of the effortt 
that were made to capture him by th« 
former Chinese government. He esti 
mates that the rewards upon his head 
amounted to no less than 700,000 taeh 
(»1,000,000)! He has raised muct 
money for political purposes, especial 
ly in America, and in this connectlot 
he says: "All over the world, and par 
ticularly in America, the legend hai 
grown.up that Chinamen are selflst 
and mercenary.

The longer a calf is allowed to suck 
the cow the harder It 'will be to make 
It drink from a.ljucket. 

It never pays to keep moro cattle 
• than one can be sure to furnish 'with 
ample feed the. year round. 

By us inga little patience a calf can 
be taught to drink quickly by letting 
it suck the finger held In the millc 

There are many reliable breeders of 
Holsteln cattle -n-hose entire herds av­
erage 10,000 pounds of milk per year. 

If a thin sow- has more pigs than 
she can suckle to advantage, take 
part of-them away and raise them on 
a bottle. 

Anybody can raise an ordinary horse 
and sell it for an ordinary price. It 
takes blood and'feed and care to beat 
the average. 

The main points to make sure about 
in buying a separator are durability, 
clean skimming, eaiy washing, and 
easy running. 

Almost any feed that is high in pro­
tein, such as milk or middlings, and 
the like, is good for sows, pigs and 
growing hogs. 

Don't let the young turks out until 
dew Is off the grass in the morning 
If you want turkeys to sell next 
Thanksgiving. 

Why not a concrete vat in the milk 
bouse this spring? They are reason­
ably cheap, eternally durable, and 
highly sanitary. 

Geese, after they get their feathers, 
are rarely, if ever, attacked by in­
sects, but this will not hold good In 
regard to goslings. 

Put a bell on some of the cows If 
they run in the woods or a brush 
pasture. It will save time and steps 
In looking for them. 

A heifer that has a long milking 
period •«-lth her flrst calf is 'very apt 
to establish the habit of long periods 
If she Is well handled. 

See that the harness, and especlall. 
the Inside of the collars' where they 
come in contact with-living flesh and 
blood, are smooth and clean. 

In the push of farm work the truck 
patches should not be neglected, for 
In these little things lie the farmer's 
living and his success as a farmer. 

On every dairy farm there should be 
two pasture fleids, by feeding off flrsf 
one and then the other, the cows have 
a succession of rich tender grass and 
clover, 

irix half a bushel of dry ashes 'with 
a pint of carbolic acid, a pint of coal 
oil, and a pint of sulphur. Put somo 
in the nests and the hens will not bo 
bothered with lice. 

Good quality of wheat straw which 
is neither moldy nor dusty, will make 
a fair roughage for horses, and •when 
fed in moderate amounts should not 
prove injurious in any way. 

Barb wire fences are bad for horses, 
but there should be a barb wire strung 
along the top of tho wozen fence or 
tho horses will rido It down. The barb 
•wire placed there will do no harm. 

The secret of successful gardening 
Is high manuring and fertilizing, a 
deep, flnely prepared soil, thorough 
and clean culture, choice vegetables 
put up in attractive form and honest 
measure. 

If, within the last year or so, you 
have had a case of blackleg among 
your cattle it will be a good plan to 
give the pastures a thoroagh bnmlng 
over before grass starts.
