Historical society met last Monday af­
ternoon and visited places of historic 
Interest in Newtown,' Joseph A. Har ­
wood, president, and Fra.nk JB. Priest 
vice president, escorting the party and 
giving Information of the country 
formerly owned and .occupied. by the 
TT.'Wylng Indians." The reservaUon 
of ''New tow-n" of 500 acres provided 
for the Nashobah Indians when the 
town was Incorporated In 1714; was 
located "Speen's field," a pasture now-
owned by the heirs of the late Still­
man Flagg, w-as visited,-the fort made 
for protection against the Mohawks 
the probable site of Speen's house, 
the spring nearby, "Speen's End," 

. which is fhe northerly part of Fort 
I pond, the location of the Indian cem-
I etery and of the oldest apple 'tree' in 
. the memory of Littleton Inhabitants 
and probably the" first grown In town 
were the chief objects of Interest. 
Many varuable facts and' traditions, re­
lating to the reservation, and Its dusky 
occupants of two hundred years ago 
w-ere related by Mr. Harwood and Mr 
Priest. .

A Trip Woi-tli Taking. 
The publisher of this paper return­

ed from a visit to Cape Cod on Tues­
day. While at Cataumet, situated on 
Buzzard's Bay, he. In company with 
W. T. H. Salter, secretary of the Tri-
mount Mfg. Co., of B'oston, motored 
to Amrlta Island, located between 
Cataumet and Mcgansett, settlements 
of the town of Boui-ne. 

Amrlta Island is a most picturesque 
spot, owned by Mrs. E. M. Baxendale, 
of Brockton. This lady's husband, 
now deceased, has left behind him a 
monument of artistic taste, blended 
with natural beauty. The Baxendale 
residence possesses many specimens 
of the owner's skill and love of tho 
uncommon. The "living-room Is orna­
mented with a flrc-plaee, decorated 
on either side with pillars of peljbles 
set In cement. Above the mantel Is 
a beautiful setting of stones ahd 
shells of handsome coloring, as wide 
as the flre-place and reaching up­
ward to the celling. The balcony ex­
tends the entire front and along one 
entire side of the house and from It 
one looks outward across the bay. 

The grounds are decorated with 
many tasteful designs. Statuary lends 
attractiveness to the scene. Directly 
In front of the verandah. Is a pool 
faishloned In the form of a heart, em-
bordered w-lth shells and possessing 
in the center a female' form seated 
with chin resting In the palm of the 
hand, denoting an .attitude of medita-
tlveness. 

Perhaps the most interesting fea­
ture of the grounds Is i'boat landing, 
designed by the late owner and com­
pleted shortly before his death. Thc 
water washes the lowest step, and 
counting upwards, one finds that thc 
thirty-second step brings him within 
a circular' structure on the top of 
wljlch is a w-cathcr vane, surmounted 
by a crescent and star. The steps aro 
hewn out of a. half boulder of solid 
granite and possesses three landings. 
Directly In the center of the second 
landing stands thc vaulted tomb in 
w-hlch the mortal remains.of the de­
signer rest. The outside of the vault 
Is In the form of a square, topped by 
a flot granite roof projecting on all 
sides and giving every appearance of 
an altar. . , 

The house Is situated due oast and 
west. All these facts portend to the 
discerning eye the clover workings of 
the artist's mind. The bridge Icadl'ng 
to thels land Is supported by square 
pillars of rounded stones and imme­
diately attract the attention of the 
passer-by.
