-In view of the  serlousness of’ th
case Judge- Atwood - continued it till
Wednesday morning in order that the
defendant might have time to consld-
er a proper course of action.

On his re-appearance in court Wed-
nesday ‘morning Foss, through his-at-
torney, John M. Maloney, retracted
his former pleas with regard to the
complaints and pleaded not guilty.

The cause of all the trouble was a
collision” between the defendant’s au-
tomoblle and a carriage driven and
owned by F. A. Parker, of,Pepperell,
which occurred on’ \{aln street in that
town near . the -office. of the Nashua
River Paper Company. Mr. Farker’s
story to the court was in substance,
that while driving from East Pep-
perell to his home in the center, .in.
company with hig wife ‘and chiid, an
automobile driven by ‘the de!endsnt.

' coming from the rear, struck the rear
of his ‘wagon, bending the axle and
- damaging a wheel.  Mr. Parker was
thrown out.by the force of :the col-
lision ‘and three bags of grain whlich
*were in the wagon ‘were also thrown
about the street. The '~ automobile
-went on without stopping. The iden-
tity of the owner was established by
the number which was obtained as
the machine sped by.

..... “The _story. was ‘the same, sybstan-~
tially., as was told by the other wit-
nesses for the government, .

In his defense Foss told the court
that he went to Peépperell on the day
.of the accident in company with two

other men. On the return journey he
saw the team of Mr. Parker and as,
he passed he asked hisg companions
on the rear seat of his automobile if
the machine had cleared the team, to
which they made an affirmative an-
swer. This.being the fact as he be-'
lieved {t to be, accounted for his not
stopping to investigate the accident
because he did not know, he cla.lm-;
ed, that an accident occurred.

The defendant further said that the
steering gear was somewhat out of
order and one ‘of the forward springs
were broken, which caused the auto-
mobile to settle on that side, making
it difficult to keep it in the path which
the driver of the car wished to go.|
This, he stated, was the reason that’
he did not look back to-see if an ac-
cident had happened, as his constant
attention "was centered on the road
ahead. This condition of his auto-
mobile was also testified to by the
defendant’s brother, who is an auto-
mobile mechanic.

In summing up the evidence, Judge
Atwood said that 'in the eyes of .the
law the offences charged 'were very
serious as {f proven, they showed a
disregard of the rights and safety of
people using the streets. The court
stated that the law passed by the!
legislature of this year was a drastic
ane .and showed clearly the attitude
of the law-making body in _regard to
such cases. The courts In the state
also in dealing with these cases have
viewed them in the same way. l

The court finished by giving the at-!
torney for the defence high praise for
the excellent way in which he handled
hig side of the case, but in spite of ail
that was said he helieved the defend-
ant guilty on all the complainis and
nothing but a jail sentence would sat-
1sfy the ends of justice. The defend-
ant was sentenced to one month each
on the ¢harges of operating an auto-

mobile while under the influcncee ol’].

street has been cut down; as it was
dead, evidently from the ravages 'in
part of the elm tree beetle. It was
the oldest tree in town and must have
been from 250.to 300 years old. It
measured five feet in diameter about
six feet from the ground and at the
ground .it was about  twelve feet
through. There Is. left about ten or
twelve feet of the trunk, as it was too
much of" an undertaklng to cut it
down. To hide it there will be plantea
some running vines. . When all cut up
for firewood there will be from five to
six cords.

The large elm tree in front of the
Nutting homestead, a hundred years,
and over since it was planted, is in a
bad condition from the ravages of the
elm tree beetle in part, and a number
of the limbs have had to be. taken
down, some of them at Jeast two feet
through.

It is a different viewpoint and. it is
no wonder that the nation that has
it is making the most rapid advance-
ment today of any nation in’ Europe,
if not around the world.

For the boys and girls, school
comes just after the splendid vacation,
when it is hard to be shut in thé
