The court- found the defendants 
guilty on both complaints. Fletcher 
was fined ten dollars for not giving 
sufficient Weight and on the complaint 
for using' false scales was . fined 
twenty.-llye dollars. McMahon, whom 
the court thought was less culpable 
than his employer, was let oft with 
a nominal fine of one dollar In each 
complaint. - Several Interested people 
from Groton attiended the trial; 
. T h e principal witness-for the gov­
ernment was Amasa S. K. Clark, of 
Boston, state Inspector of weights antl 
measures. He said that he' came to 
Groton wltli another offlcer to inves­
tigate c6m'plalnta against the defend-
•ants. They met the team-, the proper­
ty of Fletcher, and followed some dis­
tance. Saw McMahon enter By-
water's house with u piece of Ice, Foi' 
lowed McMahon Into the house, told 
him who he was and wished the Ice 
weighed, which was done. The ice 
was weighed by the inspector and the 
scales used by him registered seventy-
seven pounds, whereas, according to 
the score card, which is near the. Ice 
chest and which is.used to.keep ac­
count of the deliveries, the amount 
brought Into the house was IfiO 
pounds, . leaving twenty-three pounds 
less »welght according-^ to Inspector 
Clark's story than the amount record­
ed on thc card.. Followed the team 
homo and saw both of Fletcher's 
scales. The scale instead of starting 
at nothing," as all correct scales do,-
started at. flve, thus jumping five 
pounds In weight at the beginning. 
Inspector Clark took both scales to 
his offlce in the,State House, Boston, 
where they were tested and showed 
their Incorrectness. 

Fletcher accounted f6r the Incor­
rect scales by saying that they had be­
come out of order, but were original­
ly all right.' In answer to Judge At-' 
wood's question a*! to whether or not 
he wished to say anything, Fletcher 
said he had nothing to sjiy. 

McMahon; however, was perfectly 
willing-to talk In explanation of his 
side of the case. He said he had 
worked over seven years for his pres­
ent employer, that Mr. Fletcher, buy.i 
the ice he peddles of Harlow '& Par­
sons, of Ayer, that the scales he used 
were a year and a half old, that they 
were' permanently attached to the ice 
-vvagon, that he looked at the scales 
every time he had occasion to do so 
and did not know that they were five 
pounds out of the way. Had no talks 
with Fletcher about short weight and 
nerver received any instructions from 
his employer to shade the weight In 
his favor. 

Joseph LeBlanc and Albert Glllis, 
both of Lowell, appeared on Monday 
morning charged with vagrancy at 
Ayer last Saturday. Both were found 
guilty and their cases were placed on 
file upon the payment of expenses 
amounting to ^ $3.54 each. The two 
young men caused considerable troub­
le last Saturday In the railroad yartl 
according to the police. They threw 
stones and other missies at the shift-
Ins crew in charge o£ Thomas W. 
Sculley and upon being remonstrated 
with became even more impudent. 
Conditions became so bad that Con­
stable Lyman J- Taylor, who was 
about his work as car inspector on 
the Southern division yard, was sum­
moned and after an exciting chase in 
which the officer and the shifting crew 
Joined, tho two were caught. A third' 
member of the gang escaped. 

IvoBlanc, who gave his age as twen­
ty-three years, at first told various 
stories alMut him.self when questioned 
by the police, but flnally gave what 
appea'red to bo a true account of the 
trouble. He said tbat he had been 
working in a mill at" Lowell and last 
Saturday morning he determined to 
take a short vacation .and have a Joy 
ride. He boarded an Ayer bound 
freight train at Lowell and upon his 
arrival here met Gllll.s. The trouble 
that led tp their arrest followed. 

Upon being questioned by Judge 
Atwood aa to where he and his- chum 
were going, Le.Blanc said they Intend­
ed to go to Philadelphia, the amount 
of capital of both being forty-six 
cents. He said that his position at 
Lowell was still open to him and that 
if allowed to depart he would go back 
to work there. 

The story told by Glllis. whose age 
was Kiven as sixteen years, was sub­
stantially the same as that of his fel­
low totirlst, Mrs. Glllis,: the mother 
of the last named defendant, who was 
notified of her son's plight by the 
Lowell police, through a communica­
tion sent there, came here and ac­
companied him back to Lowell after 
the trial. 

The continued cases of Michael On­
ners and Tony Mafl[les, of Fitchburg, 
came up for trial on Tuesday morning. 
They were each charged with two 
complaints of Illegally transporting 
llqucir and for the. illegal sale of 
liquor at Groton. Thc defendants are 
In the employ of Maurice Hanlgan, of 
Fltchburg, and were brought • Into 
court through complaints of Chief 
Rlley of Groton. Both were found 
hot guilty and discharged from cus­
tody. John M. Maloney represented 
the defendants as counsel and Frank 
A. Torrey, ot Groton, appeared for 
the government.. According to the 
evidence presented both men have 
been to Groton several times deliver­
ing liquor which it- was claimed was 
against the law. 

Samuel Ryno, of Townsend, was 
found not guilty of assault and bat-
t6r>' and discharged from custody on 
Tuesday morning,

FOSSWARNS 
THEfARMEaS 

Tells Ttiemfo M a r e Of Bird 
and His Single Tax 

Governor Says .Progressive "Platforni 
Contains Plank Calling For Amtnd-f 
ment to Constitution - Giving Cit le* 
and Towns Right " t d T a x Land High-. 
er Than Improvements Thereon"?; 

October 21, 1913.

Dear Mr. Gardner: I desire'to call 

your attention, and through you to 
the attention of the farmers of the 
cozhmonwealth, an Issue which has 
been Injected Into th^ state campaign 
by the Prdgresslve party. 

For some.time Mr. Bird has been 
touring the state, professing devotion' 
to the interests of .the' farmers' ot 
Massachusetts. At the same time the 
platform of his party has contained a 
plank calling for the amendment ot 
the_ state constitution. In order that' 
cities and; towns may havd power ''to 
tax land at a higher rate than Im­
provements thereon." This plank has 
hitherto escaped attention, but It de­
serves the.cai-e'ful consideration of tho 
farmers of JIassachtisetts, and . par­
ticularly deserves to he considered iff 
those farmers.who have listened to tha 
speeches of Jlr. Bird. 

It Is over thirty years since Mr. 
Henry George wrote his •yi-ell known 
book in which he advocated the con-
tlscatlon, by taxation, Of substantial­
ly the entire value of land, "rhls un­
just and revolutionary proposal was 
fotind to meet with so little favor in. 
this country that its advocates pro­
ceeded to drop the word confiscation, 
which had been used by Mr J George, 
and to call their proposal the single 
tax upon Jand value. In this second 
and more euphemistic form the plan 
etill failed to gain popular support, so 
that it was necessary to give the pro­
posal a new name. This was done by 
calling it-local option in taxation, and 
ativbcat'ing that local goyemmehts be 
given the power to exempt improve­
ments from taxation,' or to tax land 
at a higher rate than the improve­
ments thereon; Obviously, if this 
power is" granted, any city or town 
can levy -iipon land a tax so heavy as 
to confiscate its.entire''valtle. 

When the Progressive -party -was 
organized at Chicago in 1912, a"plank 
favorlrig the taxation of land- values 
was seriously considered by the plat­
form committee, and at one time ac­
tually adopted; but later it was re­
jected on the reported ground that 
such a plank would make it impossible 
to secure the. support of the farming 
lijterests.. Nevertheless, Mr. Roose­
velt, in his Confession of Faith, ad­
vocated that the taxation of land 
values should be tried out in the terri­
tory of Alaska. 
. This year the proposal comes to the 

front In New Jersey, whe.reit has been 
Incorporated In the Progressive plat­
form; and lii this state, where Mr. 
Bird's party Is now calling for the tax­
ation of land at a higher rate than Im­
provements. The New Jersey and 
Massachusetts platforms h.i've . been 

-applauded ' by the . single taxer? 
throughout- the country, - as evidence 
of the progress that their cause ia 
making; ajjjj It is reported in the 
single tax Jfress that there are a" num­
ber of active- single taxers- among the 
leaders of the Progressive party. 

I think I have made it clear that this 
Innocent looking provision of Mr. 
Bird's platform is btit the opening 
wedge of the single, tax propaganda. 
It would not he expedient for t te Pro- -
gresslve, or-any-other party", to tell 
the farmers of the state that they 
proposed to conflscate land- -values. 
Very likely the rank and flle of Mr. 
Bird's followers, many of whom are 
farmers, do not realize the real mean­
ing of this plank in the party plat­
form; but it is nothing less than tho 
thin edge of the wedge, and the tann­
ers of Massacbusetts shonid not fall to 
give it tbelr. careful consideration. 
Kvery man wht) owns a farm, every 
man.who owns his home,'should con-
jslder the origin of this proposal and 
its Inevitable tendency. Thusfar the 
matter has largely escaped attention, 
but it is too Important to be allowed 
to go by default. 

I have for the past three years ad­
vocated the reform of our taxation 
laws, and to that end have advocated 
amendments to the constitution de­
signed to give the legislature the pow­
er it needs to make the necessary 
changes. I wish for that reason to ba 
the Hrst to call notice to the danger­
ous proposal coritalned to -the Pro­
gressive platform, and to urge the 
farmers of the state, who are'the per­
sons most seriously affected, to give 
the matter careful consideration. 

It may be that Mr. Bird has not 
fully considered this matter, and that 
he does not realize what lles'tMck of 
this plank of bis platform. If so, he 
should look into the action ot tbe Pro­
gressives at Chicago a year ago, the 
platform of the Progressive party In 
New Jersey, and the statements of 
the single tax press. He. certainly 
ought not to profess devotion to -tha 
interests of the farmer at the MUM 
*ime that he Joins hands with those 
who would confiscate tbe Ourmer̂ s 
lands. He should farther feel toma 
delicacy in this matter, because, na-
der the operation of the single tax, 
bis mills wonld be relieved from tax^ 
ation, and the taxes they WDH'-rfttT 
-would ha\» to be collected t r o w t M 
land . • . V ^

This stat ion is designed to serve a s a 
terminal for all the rai lways entering 
I.A-ipzig, whieh, in addit ion to being a 
f a m o u s university cit.v, l» one of the 
most important rai lway and industrial 
centers in the German empire. T h e 
location ot this city is near-the boun­
dary between Saxony and Prussia, 
and the cost of the structure is to be 
borne in varying proportions by the 
Saxon State Raiiwa.vs, the Prussian 
State Rai lways and the city of Leipzig. 

The station is divld.cd into two equal 
portions, one -ha l t being the property 
of the Saxon administrat ion and the 
other half the propert.v of the Prus ­
sian administration. There are to be 
twenty-s ix platforms. ;ind, under 
norni'al conditions, there, w.ill be no 
crossings on the level between the 
different lines. • Half of the stat ion Is 
already completed. The complet ion 
ot tlie l-l malnder of the station in two 
.vears, as planned, wil l mark an enor­
mous advance In the construction bf. 
largo pa.s.senger t e r m i n a l s ' and w i l l 
p late Europe on a par with America 
in. the matter ot rai lway-stat ion de-
