George Washington Heywood, more
famillarly ‘known on the street, in so-
cial and business life, and in rare
good friendship as plain George W.
Heywood, dled at his home on Main
straet, Westford Center, Friday morn-
ing, February 20, aged cighty-four
years after a .lingering illness of sev-
era]l years. He was a native of West-
ford, the son of Levi and Martha
(Keyes) Heywood and was born at the
old Peletiah  Fletcher place on the
Lowell road. He was one of the older
Scholars of the old Stony Brook school
and the writer recalls a term at school
with him in those good old-fashioned
days of the district school with men-
grown boys as scholars. He after-
wards -attended Westford academy
when Willlam Cushing was principal.
In rare good judgment he served the
town for séveral years as-one of the
selectmen. -He was’ elected a mem-
ber of the legislature from this dis-
trict in 1868 on the democratic ticket,
the district being strongly republican,
which Is evidence of the confidence of
the people In his nativé ability. For
many recent years he has been one of
the cemetery .commissioners. He was
one of the original members of the
Spalding Light Cavalry, afterwards
Troop F Cavalry. When this was djs-
banded he became a member of the
Cavalry association.

“*In 1849, with others, he went to Cnl-'

ifornia and saw much of the world
and some of its gold, After scveral
Years he returned and in 1860 he mar-
rled Elfzabeth Fletcher, who died sev-
eral years later. He married for his
second wife Mrs, Mary Cushing, Three
children were born to them, Elizabeth
C. and Albert W., and Lewis, who
died in his infancy. In 1861 he pur-
chased the old saw and grist mill at
Westtord station of Stewart P. Wright.
In 1868 he took in as a partner Wil-
liam H. H. Burbeck., under the name
of Heywood and Burbeck, continhuing
in business for over a quarter of a
century, when it was sold to Mr. Mar-
den and thence to Gearge C. Moore,
the present owner.

_ Mr. Heywood had unbounded faith
in the people.” His hand was always
¢xtended to the deserving poor-'and to
those temporarily in financial trouble
he always acted ag the financial sa-
maritan. In business life he had no
“gold bricks” for sale or *‘get rich
quick” schemes t¢ advocate or trade
His business dealings.were al-
ways “Ye2, yea, and nay, nay,” and
his words and his conduct balanced.
He was a lifeslong defender of the
principals of Jackson and Jefferson
and loyal through all discouragements
and defeats, and when at last he be-
held these principals victorious in the
nation in 1912 then could he say as
was said of old
servant depart in peace.”

Named as he was after the “father
of his country,” it was fitting as well
as singular that his funera] should
take place on Washington's birthday,
Sunday, February 22. A large gath-
ering of his relatives and old friends
gathered in loving tribute to staunch
life. Rev. Lyman B. Weeks, of the
Unitarian church, conducted the serv-
ices and drew a clear picture of the
balances by which the departed had so
courageously and honestly rounded out
hiy life with his fellow men.

Deaths.
James Lawrence, whose friends
. were -numbered on both sides of the
Atlantlc, and whose Trelatives and
friends In this country are prominent
‘in educational, business and soclety
lite, died here at the Lawrence ances-
tral resldence, “The Homestead,” early
Wednesday morning, February 25.
Mr. Lawrence was born in Boston on.
March 23, 1853, the son of James and
. Elizabeth (Prescou) Lawrence. His
boyhood was passed in his native city.
He graduated from Harvard college,
class of 1874: After graduation he
spent some months in Europecan
travel, He was married to Miss
Caroline Estelle Mudge, of Boston, on
January 16, 1875,
About this time Mr. Lawrence at-
tended lectures at the Harvard law

school and soon after came to make
his home in Groton. He bought iIn
1876 two or three hundred acres of
fand to add to the original farm, and
also made additions and imprové-
ments to the buildings. It was in
1876 that he established the Lawrence .
creamery which furnished a marKet
to many of theé town milk producers
as well as that from his own herd.
He was to some extent an importer-of
Ayrshire. and Guernsey cattle and of
sheep. Mr. -Lawrence was a life
member of the Massachusetts Horti-
cultural soclety, of the Guernsey and
Ayrshire soclety, of the Shropshire
Sheep association and:- of the Har-
vard law school. He had served as.an
officer of these socleties and was a di-
rector of several manufacturing socl-
eties, and of the old Worcester and
Nashua raflroad. .

He had served -as & trustec of Law-

‘{rence academy and remained a trustee,

of Groton School from its establish-
ment to the -time of his death.. He
was a member of the Massachusetts
house of representativeg in 1897 and
served on the Ways and Means com-
mittee, He was. a republican in poll-
tics and had. served several.times as
delegate ‘to party conventions.

Mr.: Lawrence’'s ancestors were
among the early .Groton settlers, His
‘grandfather, Abbott .Lawrence, was
born .in this town and received his
early education herc. .He recelved the
degree .of LL. D. from Willlams -and
Harvard colleges, was a c¢ongressman
and a U. S..minister:to the court of
St. James. .Abbott Lawrence was &
brother of Amos and Willlam, theé
three brothers. being benefactors of
Lawrence academy, which is so pamed
in their honor.

On the maternal side James Lmv-
rence, the siibject of this sketch, was
a grandson of William H. Prescott,
the historfan; the great-grandson of
Judge Prescott and the great-great-:
grandson ' of' Col. Willlam Prescott,
who commanded thc American forces
at Bunker HillL -

.Mr. Lawrence "has done much, for
his adopted town. It was through his
and his brother’s influence and gener-
osity that Groton School was estab-
lished here.” One of his beneficencies
to the town.is the Lawrence fountain,
a permanent water supply for horses
and persons. He was always willing
to give assistance’ in t!me of iliness
or misfortune. -

It was not _generally known by the
townspeople  that Mr. Lawrence was
111, so that the word of his death-came
.as & surprise, heard widely with sin-
cere regret.

-After Mr. and Mrs. Lawrence came
to make their home in Groton their
three children, Elizabeth Prescott,
now Mrs. Nathanfel Emmons, James,
Jr., and Richard, were born here, and
they ‘survive him with their mother.
There .are also three grandchildren.
Hé leaves one brother, Prescott Law-
rence, of New 7York.
relatives are President A, Lawrence
Lowell, .of Harvard college; John
Lawrence, of Groton: Willlam Law-
rence, bishop of Massachusetts; Dr.
S. A. Green, of Boston. -

The funeral was held’ on Friday
morning, February 27, from the Gro-
ton School chapel, Bishop- Lawrence
and Rev. Endicott Peabody officiating.
The interment is to be in Groton cem-
etery.

J. Everett Woods enlisted at West-
ford on July 7, 1864, for 100 days in
Company B, Sixth Massachusetts
Volunteers, the company being in
command of Capt. Gearge F. Shat-
tuck. He was seventeen years of age
at the time. The regiment went to
Arlington Heights, where it remained
a month, going to Fort Delaware on
the Delaware river, where he spent
the remainder of his service in-guard-
ing rebel- prisoners. The duty was
very monotonous, most of the enlist-
ed men preferring service at the
front, so when the call came for re-
enlistment in the guarding of the
prisoners none responded. Mr. Woods
was mustered out at the expiration
of his term of service on October 27,
1864. Mr, Woods is a past comman-
der of the post.

Hiram 8. Clark enlisted {n the
spring of 1861 at Augusta, Me., in
Company I of the Third Maine Vol-
unteer Infantry, and later was trans-
ferred to the Fourth -Maine battery.
Mr. Clark, who had been a policeman
in Augusta before his enlistment, was
given parole duty in that city and
Portland, Me., looking after deserters.
During this service, :which lasted
nearly a year, Mr. Clark and thirty
others of his company became uick,
which developed In Mr. Clark’s case
into typhoid fever.

HOW TO CHOP UP CITRON.

Woman’s Versatility Gets Another
Chance to Assort Itself. 5

“Woman's versatility was proved to
we the other day by my wife,” de-
clared Mr. Newlytwed,

“She was preparing the Ingredients
for a’ mixture which she intended to
bake into a cake guaranteed digestible.
Only one- thing was needed to make
the mixture complete. That was the
citron. ’ ’

“There was a supply of citron In the
pantry, and my wife took down some
of it and set me to work cutting it in
small pleces. Armed with a small veg-
etable knife. I set to work cutting the
pleces into squares. When I accom-
plished this my idea was to cut the
squares into smaller pleces-and gradu-
ally reduce the pleces to the required
size. :

“It was an arduous task. The citron
either stuck to the kaife or the cutting
board, and I was forced to stop and re-
move a tiny plece from the knife be-
fore attempting to cut a larger plece.
It was pecessary to be extremely care-
tul for fear the knife would slip and
cut my hand.

“Just when' I.thought I was getting
along gloriously my wife decided that
1 was taking too much time to do the
work. I explained it was slow work-
because of the difficulties stated above.

“*‘Well, T'll ind 4 ‘quicker method,’
she said. T thought that was Impossi-
ble. She reached iInto the cupboard
and took out the meat chopper, at-
tached the machine to a ledge and
threw it into the piéces of citron. Then
she set me to turning the crank, and,
behold. the citron came out the other
The
work consumed about five minutes.
Who but a woman would have thought
of such a scheme?”

How to Dry Handkerchiefs.

Don’t continue to dry pocket hand-
kerchiefs on your toilet table’s mirror,
Miss Furnished Roomer. To launder
one's mouchoirs Ia a'laudable economy,
but to paste them while wet upon the
vanity side surface of a mirror always
blurs and occasionally breaks it. and
the lIatter misfortune brings seven
years of bad luck to the superstitious
transgressor of lodging bouse rules.

It took a .fever
smitten tropic wilderness. its noxious
jungles steaming under a torrid sun,

-and the death rate of the Pranama ca-

nal zone is today an example to the
most salubrious regiong of the world.
The whole history of modern sanita-
tion tends to drive home public re-
sponsibility  for public  henlth.—Nt.
