Hlll, Mr. Fay, Mr. Gray, Dr. Branl­
gan and about fltteen other gentle­
men w h o were not present have of­
fered their support and will become 
members of the council. 

There is no.doubt but that there will 
be much good work done In the fu­
ture In Groton, and Xhdt there wiil 
be other scout nlasters appointed-un­
der the supervision ot the scout coiii-
mlssloner. and If the necessary funds 
are forthcoming there w-lll be a teni-
porarj- or permanent camp for the 
boys this summer. • 

Among the diirerent things the 
.scout movement tej-ches. Is to develop 
thc boy physically, as w-ell as men­
tally. Before a boy can become a 
scout: he must be at least twelve years 
of age, must have the consent of his 
parents, must know the scout oath, 
scout law, scout solute and be able 
to tie flftccn or twenty dlfterent knots, 
also the history ot the American flag. 

To be a second-class scout he must 
know- "flrst aid to the injured." such 
.18 fractures, to distinguish the differ­
ent kinds, fainting, burns,- sprains, ar­
tery wounds, bandaging, etc., to' be 
able to build a flre. In the open with 
ono match, to cook substantial food, 
to pass a satisfactory examination ih 
observation, to go a mile In four min­
utes at scout pace, to box compass, 
to know the mere signal code. 

To be a .flrst-class scout a boy must 
be able to swim at least fifty yards, 
to know woodcraft, carpentrj', fores­
try, masonry, trapping, architecture, 
agriculture and various other subjects. 

There are now about tw-enty-flve 
tenderfoot scouts in Groton and four 
second-class scouts. The second-
class scouts are Prescott Leonard, 
Stafford Sheedy, Lawrence Boynton 
and Edward Altken. 

The Boy Scouts have rooms In thc 
Palmer block and meet "every Friday 
evening under the supervision of Dr. 
Wililam A. Gobie, scout master. 

The hearty cooperation and support 
of all the citizens ot Groton is respect­
fully solicited. 

Harold Peabody and Mr. Loomis of 
the Greater Boston council deserve a 
groat deal of credit for the interest 
and time they have devoted in form­
ing a council for the Boy Scouts of 
Groton.

kept, but, in the county ot SulTolk, 
said sum shall bc paid to the tre.'vs-
urcr of thc city or town In which said 
dog Is kept.
