Our operators are desirous of gioing good serv­
ice and are an,vious to avoid errors. Error calls 
simply make additional ivork for them; therefore, 
every instinct of self-interest suggests that they an­
swer calls promptly and correctly. • •

tionably resulting from operating errors, others from 
thc calling of wrong numbers by subscribers. Not in­
frequently some defect in the delicate equipment of 
the central oflice is found to be responsible for a fault 
which the subscriber attributes to the operator;

If the trouble is persistent, I want to hear of it 
and i will be especially grateful to those whose criti­
