In the year 1900 he was town 
auditor at>d the same year -was chosen 
a member of the committee of me­
morial to the- revolutionary soldiers 
and his work aa a member' o t the 
Old Home Week association was one 
of the factors that helped to make it 
a succeaa. He waa also the clerk of 
the Shirley Village Water District 
and clerk of the cemetery committee 
connected with the village cemetery 
and has served the town' on many 
other Important co'mmlttees. 

In eaoh and every offlce Mr. Hazen 
gave admirable service and his ad­
vice and counsel on .many matters 
were continually sought by his fellow 
townspeople. He waa an authority 
on pauper law and the citizens of 
this town could'never repay him tor 
the vast amount of time which he 
spent In the Interest of his manv town 
offices which resulted in saving the 
town without doubt a large sum of 
money. 

Mr. Hazen was a member of Caleb 
Butler lodge and Royal Arch chap­
ter of Masons; also. Robert Burns 
lodge r. O. O. F., o t Ayer, and an 
associate member ot George S. Bout­
well post, G. A. R.-, of Ayer. He was 
always a leader in any and all patri­
otic movements and gave freely of his 
time to aastet his fellowmen al a sac­
rlflce to himself. The passing of this 
man has left a void In the town -which 
will be hard to fill.

• John Emory Lyon Hazen. a widely 
known and respected citizen of this 
town, (lied at his home on Harvard 
road, Monday afternoon at 4.30 
o'clock of blood poisoning, compli­
cated -with pneumonia, after an Ill­
ness covering a period of about a 
inonth, when the death knoll sounded 
throughout the town, which solemnly 
told thc story of the passing away ot 
Jlr. Hazen. A quiet- but Impressive 
sadness seemed to take possession ot 
the townspeople, old and young, tor 
to p a n with one who had been asso­
ciated with their life as he had been 
needed a stronger word than sadness 
to express all that they felt. 

Mr. Hazen's sickness commenced 
with a slight attack of erysipelas, 
•which -was followed with a hard cold 
and on -March 7, the tamlly physician 
•was called into the home and Insisted 
-upon .Mr. Hazen going to bed. Mlss 
Helena McGovern. a trained nurse 
from Ayer. -was then engaged and a 
few days later Dr.. Richard Cabot of 
Boston, the noted physician, waa sum­
moned for examination of the patient 
and consultation v^lth the attending 
physician. Dr. Cabot -gave no hopes 
of Mr. Hazen's recovery, as the lungs 
had become affected, causing a dread­
ed fata) complication, which weaken­
ed the heart. Mr. Hazen then suffer­
ed from sinking spells as a natural 
consequence. The attending physician 
•was most fortunate In being so .ably 

.oaslsted by MIsa McGovern, whose 
BklHand constant devotion to her pa­
tient waa a marked factor In thc case. 

- Mr. Hazen •R-as born in Dorchester 
and W.IS 55 years, 6 months and 21 
days old. thc son o t Thomas and 
Sarah C. Farrar Haze«. Ho was one 
of flve children, the family consisting 
o t . three boys and two girls. His 
*arly life was somewhat varied. His 
father died when he waa quite young 
and. he then went to Dexter. Me., tor 
a short space of time and then camo 
to ^ reside with his grandfather In 
Shirley; attending the public schools 
of the town. . He then entered Bry-
ont & Stratton's commercial college 
in Boston, from which place ho grad­
uated three years later. He then 
•worked ns a clerk in Thacher's «ro-
cery store In Littleton and when 
Thomas L. Hazen waa postmaster 
Iiere he waa an assistant In the offlce. 

T h e deceased was married twenty-
one years ago last Xovember at Iron-
Wood. Mich., to MliW Ida 8. Sander­

The- general- and leading topic ot 

conversation this Week has been the 
deatructlve fire on Hollis street on 
Tueaday -morning. In which Gardner 
-Randlett's barn and ell to his houae 
and the Oddfellows' hall close by and 
connected with them, were all re­
duced to ashes. • Walter Rose, the 
nearest neighbor to Mr. Randlett, 
whose business makes hirti an early 
riser saw the flames bursting trom 
the barn and quickly sent the word 
by the phone of C. H. Torrey, next 
door neighbor, to Central, when the 
alarm blast promptly rang out. This 
was about twenty minutes of five. 

There was a quick and ready re-
sp'onse, but the flre was even then 
burning flercely and thc barn and ell 
of the house were already doomed, 
as w-tas also the large hall. Thc fire-
nien did well to save the main part 
of the house and to keep other houses 
from burning. . Had there been a 
flerce - wind the c-onflasratlon would 
hardly have been hindered from swal­
lowing up the other nearby resi­
dences. 

An attempt was made by some of 
the Oddfellows to enter.the lodgeroom 
and save. It possible, the piano and 
other valuablea, but it weis Impossible 
to enter the room. AH the handsome 
turnlahlngs, the regalia, the 'charter 
and paraphenalla of every kind were 
destroyed. This hall -R-as also the 
headquarters of Middlesex Rebekahs. 
E. S. Clark post. G. A. R.. and the W. 
R. C. All these have lost their char­
ters arid other belongings. The E. S. 
Clark post flags; one handsome silk 
and the other les-s valuable were for­
tunately at the home of the adjutant. 
The picture of M<aJor E. S. Cl^rk for 
whom the post way. named had not 
been removed from the hall formerly 
occupied by them, so that wa.s sate. 

The Rebekahs were to hold an in­
itiation that evening and the tabi.ea 
were all laid with their recently pur­
chased crockery. The Randlett fam­
ily when it seemed likely that they 
would be burnt out cleared their 
house of furniture, clothing, etc.. 
which were much damaged by cinders 
and .sparks, where they were placed 
across the road opposite. 

'lut of a Hock of 125 of Mr. Rand-
letf.'i choice poultry a coop of 25 only 
were saved. The Oddfellows' hall be­
longed to the Randletta ai d was 
leased from them by the Groton lodge 
when they flrst organized aome, six 
.vears ago and their lease had several 
years more to run. 

The lodge held an insurance of 
one thousand dollars, not enough to 
cover their loss. Mr. Randlett, also 
carried an Insurance of $1200; but 
this was on all the buildings. The 
house occupied by Mr. Rose caught 
fire but was quickly put out. The 
piano which went into the pile ot 
.«moklng ruins had Just been paid for. 

The excitement ot passing through 
thia trying experience and. the losa ot 
property and Injury to household 
gooda bears heavily on Mr. Randlett 
and family. Though not homeleaa and 
shelterless aa they might have been, 
yet they fount] themselves when the 
flre was extinguished In a badly upset 
and unpleasant condition.

C. Smith in the four-cornered con­
test for selectmen. Mr. Smith receiv­
ed the highest vote of any of the 
candidates, his total being 306 to 277, 
269 and 263 for Elisha D. Stone. 
Krank S, Pierce and John M. Maloney 
respectively. This was the only con­
test. As will be seen by this vote 
Mr. Maloney 'was defeated tor select­
man by a small margin, falling six 
votes below the next highest, Mr. 
Pierce. The- new board therefore Is 
now composed of Messrs. Stone, Pierce 
and Smith. 

The defeat of Mr. Maloney removes 
from the board of selectmen one ot 
tho ablest and best offlcials the town 
has ever had and one who was at all 
times unsparing In his efforts and 
time for the furtherance ot thc best 
l^nterests of the tows. 

Thc majority tor no-license took a 
decided drop from sixty-three last 
year to twenty-seven this year. A 
total of ohly 477 votes were cast, the 
smallest number. in years.

In the morning. After the usual pre­
liminaries the election offlcers were 
swosn and thc polls declared open.

Before he oould be 
removed It, was necessary to hold 
court and formally arraign Schneider, 
who was atlll unconscious, on a charge 
of homicide. A magistrate was sum-, 
moned by Joseph Bidder, a brother-
in-law of the Injured -man, who went 
through the necessary formalities and 
fixed Iran at »6,000, which Mr. RIdder 
arranged for. It Is thought there Is 
little hopes of Schneider's recovery. 

Thc other occupant, Rlchter, Is a 
graduate of Columbia university, and 
has Just completed a course In en­
gineering and ,was to have left for 
South America this .week.- He suffer­
ed lacerations of the scalp and con­
cussion pr the brain. It Is thought he 
may recover. 

According to Rfchter's story when 
he regained.consciousness.the part of 
the temporary bridge for vehicles was 
narrow and parellel to the trolley 
tracks. His. belief Is that Schneider 
mistook the trolley crosstles for the 
vehicular section and the car In. 
swerving got beyond his Control. A 
piece' of heavy stone -flagging was 
wrenched loose and twcnt}-»five feet 
of planking ripped from the fence. It 
Is ostlniated that the car was tnaking 
forty or fifty miles an hour to be hurl­
ed .so far trom the road.. The wreck-
ago was viewed by crowds of auto-
mobtllsts and pedestrians that day.
