Many of these have been present 
every- time and those who could not 
do so have, provided substitutes. 

"This year we have had twenty-
one meetings, beginning on Novem­
ber 16. The school Is the largest we 
have had for the past five years. The 
bestow-lng of prizes has been even 
more difflcult than usual on account 
of thc uniform excellence of , lhe 
work, but our judges, who are nol 
connected wi lh the school, have done 
their best to choose fali'ly. In the 
embroidery class It was necessary to 
give two prizes and .many honorable 
mentions. .We hope that the girls 
receiving the embroidery pieces will 
work them during the summer and 
exhibit a l the cattle show, where 
prizes will be offered for the two best. 
I hope w e shall eee you all In the-
aulumn, ready for another winter's 
work as good as this one."

during the current year. 

This action W a s taken on account 
of t h e - n e w section of s t i l e highway 
.which will .be soon built on Park 
street. • 

Article 3. Voted to appropriate the 
sum of $250, bn account of the town's 
part of the cost of c-nstructlng the 
new bridge across the Nashua river 
In substitution for "White's bridge," 
so-called. 

Under this article the chairman of 
the board of-se lectmen. E . D. Stone, 
made an explanation before action was 
Idken upon the proposition. The 
amount of $250 was asked for lo com­
plete t h e . probable amount" that the 
town.wi l l ' have to pay for its share 
of the construction of the bridge, 
namely $1600. A v o t e . w a s taken at 
the annual town meet ing in 1913, 
whereby the town's shdre of the con­
struction of the bridge would not ex­
ceed that ariiount. The sum of $1250 
has already been appropriated for the 
w-ork which leaves the balance of $250 
asked for," In case that amount will be 
required t o pay the town's share. It 
Is possible that all of this sum wUl 
not all be required, but in no event will 
any more be" needed. -

•Art. 4. Voted to appropriate len 
dollars, providing that amount was 
necessar>', for the premiums on the 
bonds of the town treasurer and col­
lector of taxes. 

The additional .appropriation of- len 
dollars under this article was neces­
sary, as the hond company claimed 
the Increase was necessary on account 
of the new form of bond used. The 
addition makes the premiums on the 
treasurer's and collector's bonds" flfty 
dollars. 

District Coiirt. 
Judge Atwood has filed his decision 

oh the Inquest held regarding the 
death of Matthew Leazotte, of Nash­
ua, N. H., who "n-as fatally Injured at 
PeppereU on Friday. April 10. After 
briefly reviewing the evidence the 
court flnds that no unlaw-ful act of 
any person or corporation contribu­
ted to the death of said Matthew 
Leazotte. 

Leonard Freeman, temporarily liv­
ing at Pepperell. w-as found guilty of 
carrying"concealed .weapons and w-as 
sentenced to the house of correction 
on Monday moi-nlng. He was first 
arraigned on a more serious charge, 
but the evidence of -Chief Monteith 
and the other w-ltnesses led thc courl 
to believe that the defendant mlRht 
be mentally Irresponsible. An ex­
amination of t h e young man waa 
made by Dr. Frank S. Bulkeley. medi­
cal examiner^ of Ayer. and Dr. L. R. 
Qua, of Pepperell, w-ho appeared as 
a witness. 
. Freeman told a rambling and dis­
connected story of his experiences 
during thc past few years, but in 
other respects he appeared as ration­
al as anybody. He waa brought into 
court as the result of a shooting aftair 
in Repperell last Saturday. He, In 
company with David Bovllle, of Pep­
pereU. went lo Reed's pond near the 
Pepperell and Groton town line. 
Freeman flred several shots at im­
provised targets , and passed the re­
volver to his friend, who did likewise. 
Freeman again took the revolver and 
flred. the bullet entering the side of 
BovlUc's chest, making a flesh w-ound, 
w-hich barring complications, is not 
iserious. 

Freeman, in his own behalf, told 
thc court that the shooting w-as pure­
ly accidental and thc evidence showed 
that the statement was undoubtedly 
true. The defendant said that hts 
home w-as In Quincy, but that he oc­
casionally took a rambling notion .ind 
w-ould wander away. H e had lived 
in Pepperell before and was quite well 
know-n there. The court after the 
examination by the physicians, .ind 
considering thc evidence, sentenced 
Freeman to thc house of correction at 
Cambridge.

(Continued from last w-eek.) 
We have no civic center as In some 

tow-ns, notably Lancaster and North 
Uaston. In both these tow-ns the gifts 
of citizens have made them possible. 
1 sometimes w:onder when In each gen­
eration Oroton has sent some Groton 
boy to other- locations w-ho has become 
«-ealtby that she has never received 
any ot their wealth and yet everyone 
w-ho has once been a Grotonian, re­
mains verj- loyal to the town. Our 
benefactions In the last fifty j-ears have 
come from persons o f not large wealth. 
If we have no'c iv ic center-we have 
a colonial center It I may call It such. 
Our church built in IToS. w-lth its beau­
tiful spire, said 'by Mr.' Rotch. the 
architect, to be the flnest of that style 
In the stote, has been fortunate In Its 
surroundings. Its beauty has-been en­
hanced b}- the houses nearbj-. The 
Braz'er and Dana houses, thc Butler 
house, the one now occupied, bj- Mr. 
Fuller, whose improvements-has made 
it seem more ancient, the Capell house, 
Dix house, the one occupied bj- James 
Woods; the Peabody house,' now- re­
modelled, were all built betw-een the 
years approximately of 1793 and 1803. 
the Inn at an oarUer" date, before l i74, 
exact date not know-n. 

These houses are all harmonious— 
the only jarring note Is the acaderny 
school building, w-hlch it placed some­
where else, might not be criticized, but 
it is a misfortune that It is betw-een 
tw-o colonial houses of such beautj'. 

When, the Ilorar'y was built the -ar­
chitect planned a building to harmon-' 
ize with the surrounding buildings und 
succeeded. Now- It Is proposed to place 
a modern shoolhouse In this Colonial 
quarter. It hardlj' seems possible that 
a school biilldi'ng adapted to modern 
Ideas oi education can be so, planned 
as to harmonize with these surround-
Inrgs.- The reason given for this selec­
tion as- the most Important, w-as that 
If w-e' bought the Kilbourn land that ll 
w-as so near the Law-rence playground 
that less land.could be bounght. -

The proioslt lon Is that by buying a 
small piece of the most expensive land 
In town w;e w*ouId save m'onej', against 
buying a 'larger niece of cheaper land, 
I tail to believe in the proposition. Ttie 
paj-lng J300.00 or even 51000.00 more 
for land for a schoolhouse Is saving 
only tw-enty or fortj- dollars a ^year 
and It is not wise to consider, unless at 
the same time w-e can ge't the essential 

-things for a school building. 
As 1 analylze the vote; peooie of an­

tagonistic ideas voted- for this meas­
ure. Those w-ho reallj- w-lshed a hand­
some school building, which w-ould be 
the equal or w-ould outshine the build­
ings In the , neighboring low-ns. and 
w-anted It placed In a conspicuous 
•niace. so that all strangers might see 
It. Those w-ho did not w-ant any new-
arrangements for housing the children 
of this vlliage and w-ho thought by 
voting for an expensive scheme Ihey 
W'ould kill or postpone the w-hoIe 
movement, and those who w-ere afraid 
If they did" not vole for this site, a 
schoolhouse might be built in their 
ow-n neighborhood. 

Having lived opposite the high 
school from 1S59 to IS?.-! I think this 
iast reason Is greatly magnified. Dur­
ing all those years we w-ere disturbed 
but twice by any. act of the scholars. 
At.iw-o different times a pane of glass 
was broken in the southerly front 
w-indow-. w-hich w-as replaced voluntar­
ily by the nupii. For a playground 
this, school, numbering more than fifty 
pupils had only the sideyard ot the 
tow-n hall with a depth not quite to 
the south side door. The annoyance 
did, not compare to that which w-e had 
before a policeman from out of tow-n 
w-as employed. In the last >-ears of 
my parents' lives the loud talking of 
the men and half grown boys Inter-
terred w-ith our hearing ordinary con­
versation in our living room and w-as 
heard until late in the evening. I have 
.small sympathy with the feeling that 
the onlj- good place for a schoolhoase 
is at a distance from one's house and 
surely this idea is not a good exhibit 
of public spirit. 

. Building on the site selected w-ould 
not only injure thc beauty of the most 
attractive Dart of the village, but it 
has another draw-back. It would be 
placed on ground much low-er than 
Academy hill, being so near the acad­
emy building It would of necessity be 
dw-arfed bv that building. It seems to 
me that It could hot be otherw-ise. - I 
know- that one feeble voice w-lthout 
anj- -poW-er or Influence behind II can 
accomplish but little, but none the less 
It Is a duty to use.w-hat llltle inliuence 
one haa and so I utter my protest. 

The Groton Improvement society, 
now- a nart of the civic section ot the 
Woman's ciub. the West Oroton Im­
provement society and the park com­
missioners are all striving to beautlfv 
the tow-n and each Is doing good w-ork 
but there is no.concert ot action. One 
thing I think mosl Important and that 
is thai a olan of Improvement cover­
ing our streets and open spaces be­
tw-een the roads should be -adopted 
and that the work should be done 
systemalloally upon approved plans. 

If these organizations w-ould com­
bine and raise monej- w-e might be able 
to raise by subscription enough so "w-e 
could employ a landscape gardener, 
who w-ould evolve a plan w-hlch would 
be harmonious, but yet would al'ow-
each niece ot land to be t.reated dif­
ferently. 

Now- the work Is hJiphazard. We; 
have made imnrovements but it is de­
tached w-ork. I acknbw-ledgc haphaz­
ard work semctlmes w-orks together 
for harmonj-. as Is show-n bj- the Colon­
ial buildings already mentioned. In­
deed the cast side of Main street from 
Dr. Branigan's to Hollls street. Is quite 
harmonious, onlj- one houstr that show-s 
decldedlj- a different period and differ­
ent taste. We maj- not be so fortun­
ate. Il Is true w-hen there are experts 
in any line the average person know-s 
less In that line than he does when he 
has to decide for himself. In Wash-, 
Ington all the spaces between streets 
are laid out bv a flxed plan, but each 
Is different. Some streets have all 
linden trees, others elms, oaks or cu­
cumber trees, etc. Some of the parks 
have Japanese flow-ering fruit trees, 
others forsythla. With small exnense 
If we oncc had the plan w-e could do 
much In that direction. 

Geo. B.-Emerson In his work on trees 
said flftJ- J'ears aeo that no tow-n In 
the state had such a variety of trees 
grow-lng naturally, not transplanted 
from other parts of thc world, as Gro­
ton. We have also a large number 
ot flowering shrubs, which could be 
utilized, cbsting only the planting and 
ca'-e. 
• In common with many others I feel 

verv strongly that we need a building 
to be used as a soclal home. I do, not 
use the word club house, although thp 
building w-ould have to be like a club 
house. My Idea Is much broader than 
thai. The town hall Is not built for 
social life, but for lown affairs and Is 
admirably planned for that purpose. 
Vo one can claim that Its architecture 
lends Itself to sociability. I should say 
rather that It lends to aloofness. 

I w-Ould like to see a new building 
( for I can think of no house w-hich 
. could be nUered to suit the require-
! ments. This building should be two 

stories In hel«*t. built either of wood 
or cement, whichever Is cheaper, al­
though It should not be cheaply built. 
It should have a commodious and ut>-
to-date kitchen, dressing rooms with 
lavatories attached and a number of 
not very large rooms, each of which 
should be suitable for meetings ot 
sman organliatlons. More than one 
meetliuf could then be held the same 
evening. These room* should be so 
constructed that two, four or s ir could 
be thrown together a« might be nec-

**The Unitarian church In Worcester. 

Ldward Everett Hale's flrst parish, has 
rooms constructed In this manner. Or­
iginally the church was built far back 
from the street, as the family who sold 
the land owned the next house 'un-i -
they put a restriction that no build­
ing should be placed nearer than a 
staled-nurober of feet trom the street. 
In time that house passed into other 
hantls and. the heirs removed the re­
striction. In front of the church prop­
er an addition, one sior<- high and 
basement-was built. The kitchen, din­
ing room and dressing rooms were in 
'.'?^.,.''S"?'"^"'i ••''''« "ireet floor w-as 
divided Into three sections running the 
length of the room towards the en­
trance to the church". These sections 
In the morning before service w-ere 
closed. Thc central section being used 
for the approach to the auditorium of 
the church. The sections on either sic'.-
were used respectively by the Sunda-.-
school and primarj- class, .\fter the 
service the doors were thrown oi>e:i 
so that the three sections made on.,-
large room, n-here tiie "congregation 
lingered • for friendly greetings of 
friends and the strangers w-lthin their 
gates. This large room w-as also used 
as the parlor tor tlie social life of the 
church. In each ot the tw-o Sunday 
school rooms w-as an open -fireplace on 
the outside w-all. 

With the low-er storj: constructed a.s 
I suggest, using either folding dours 
or the, more modern method of sepa­
rating wails like curtains w-lilcli" roll 
up. we could have a small h a i r and 
dlnlng-room • for our smaller compa­
nies.-or a large hdll for a banquet be­
low- stairs and. the la'rge-halt above 
stairs foi-; entertainments. 

We have a number of organizations 
which need Just such a meeting place— 
the Grange, the Odd Fellow-s, the Wo­
man's club, both for Its large meeting.^ 
and Its class meetings. These are all 
organizations that can afford to paj-. 
There are other organizations that 
need a meellng place that Is attractive 
but could not afford to pay as much—. 
the' Bird club, Boj- Scouts, Camp-fire 
Girls, Historical socletj-, our sew-ing 
schobl and cooking classes and many 
other associations. and small social 
gatherings. In fact the more I think 
about the • plan ' the'more It broadens 
out In usefulness- to the communltv. 

What plan can we adopt to obtain 
such a building? In some tow-ns a 
single organization has bullf such a 
house and other clubs have leased it. 
glvlnj* some revenue. I discard this 
plan because. It I am not misinformed, 
the Grange, perhaps as flourishing us 
any .organization, has considered the 
project more than once and,has" decid­
ed that It w-as too large ah operation 
flnanclally tor them. 

In some, tow-ns a present or former 
resident has given such a building t'j" 
some one organization, they renting to 
others w-hlch paid or more than paid 
for the up-keep. I cannot think of any 
Grotonian resident or non-resident 
who Is liable to feel like making us 
such a gift. If I knew- any such per­
son I should Interview him at once. S'* 
I eliminate that w-ay of getting the 
building. . . 
• Latelj' I have thought of" a plan, 
which if ail our organizations w-ould 
w-ork together, might siicceed. and this 
plan is to form a stock company lo 
carry oul this enterprise. If theshares 
-were put at a small price, ten dollars 
or tw-enty-five dollars, many could 
easily take one share—some for th.-
good of the tow-n ml"-ht take more. If 
the in\-eslment did not paj- Interest it 
w-ould be tangible oropertj- of value to 
the community w-hich cannot be said of 
all Investments Which promise more. 
While I do not think It w-ould oay 
much interest the experience o t o t h e r s 
w-ould w-arrnnl the expectation that I-. 
would more than pay charges. It 
w-ould have this advantage over rail­
road Investments that the Investment 
w-ould not come under the Sherman 
anti-trust act w-hich Is much In its 
favor. 

Are all the«e suggestions idle 
dreams not worthy to be carried out? 
Let us realize- that w-hat we accom­
plish In Improvements w-e .ire w-orklng 
not only foî  the dav. but for the cen­
turies. We remember w-ith gratitude 
w-hat oiir predecessors have done for 
us. We. w-Ith w-lder know-ledge and 
larger means, should strive to do more 
than they tor our successors, not that 
w-e maj- be honored for our deeds, but 
re'membering that we w-ho have freelj-
received should freely give.
