.-Vfterniath of thc 'Fire. 
Xow that the excitement of the flre 

Js over, people are more fully realiz­
ing (the loss to the village and parr 
ticularly to thoa^ who have for years 
been employee8'~df the mill and have 
their homes and Interests here. We 
have, heard no definite statement as to 
the cause of the explosions which oc­
curred almost simultaneously -with the 
llames that shot through the roof, in­
creasing with such fierce rapidity that 
before an alarm could be given the 
building w a s a mass of flames. Thc 
firemen worked heroically,^ doing aiir 
that It was possible to do In such, a 
blazing furnace, and by their efforts 
arid those of o t h e r s s a v e d the nearby 
dwelling houses as Well a s the stock-
houses and drier, house. Their efr 
forts, however, w'buld have been un­
availing without the hydrant service, 
which proved J t s worth, and saved to 
thc village. In all probability, a much 
more destructive loss. • But even so 
many willing hands and so vast an 
amount of water could hardly have 
saved other buildings had roofs been 
dry and a strong wind blowing. 

We believe the domlnent feeling is 
one of gratitude for the safety of our 
homes. The money loss Is estimated 
at $75,000, partially Insured. While 
no'definite plans have been formed, 
there Is a strong probability that the 
comp.iny will rebuild. 

Many sight-seers have ' visited the 
milt., the autos on Sunday almost 
blocking the street. 

William Dawborn, machinist, at the 
mill, lost many valuable tools: also, a 
motorcycle which was left on account 
of the muddy roads. Mr. Dawborn 
leaving the mill but a short time be­
fore the flre. A later report develop­
ed the fact that the broken bell rope 
had been repaired on Thursday, but 
the flames prevented Its use. 

To the Editor; 
The flro which destroyed the Gro­

ton Leatlterboard Co.'s mill on Friday,, 
July 24, was be.vond control when dis­
covered. The fire department re­
sponded very promptly and labored 
hard to confine the flames, to the 
burning building, which they accom­
plished by tbe aid of the unlimited 
supply of town water and very per­
sistent work. My. house only thirty 
feet from one end of the mill and the 
dry houses only flfteen feet from the 
opposite end of the mill building were 
saved.

Though Brother Taylor's come­

back seems a w-ee bit • sarcastic, we 
w-elcorfie hirn heartily. We ar« glad 
his economic necessities were hot so 
exacting as he expected and that he 
finds hliriselt able thus early to add, 
his mite to the ga)'ety of the season, 
Wc feel sure the reading public will 
appreciate his effort at this time of 
general vacation. 

Now as to the quotation In ques­
tion, it seems immaterial who was 
the original author, as ' they were evi­
dently quoted w-lth approval. We ac­
cept Brother Taylor's explanation and 
are glad to know- he Is not as savage 
as he appear.s. Speakers on labor 
matters allude to the tact that labor 
has created all w-ealth for the same 
reason that historians refer to the 
tact that Columbus discovered Amer­
ica because It is a fact w-e ought to 
remember, and they specify that the 
general term Is Intended to-Include 
brain as well as hand work, because 
as long as there Is still a somew-hat 
numerous class of Idiots w-ho persist 
In misunderstanding the statement it 
seems nece.ssary. 

.Says Brother Taylor: "Head labor 
does not organize." Is this quotation 
correct? It so it Is a most-astounding 
statement ot tact that Is npt so. Can 
Brother Taylor name a city of any 
considerable size that does not have 
Its ministerial union. Its lawyer.s' a.<!-
soclaitlon, or Its doctors' medical so­
ciety, while the teachers ot New York 
city have In the past few months had 
a right lively scrap with the board of 
education w-hlch attempted to dis­
criminate against the union. As to 
the inventors, probably nine out of 
ten ot them belong to the machinists 
union which is about the hottest 
proposition going in the union line. 
Would Brother Taylor maintain that 
the American Manufacturers organiza­
tion is a myth or that the beet trust 
is organized for benevolent purposes 
only? If the devil In Ayer didn't mix 
up Brother Taylor's "copy" that 
"head labor does not organize," was 
an unfortunate slip. 

Brother Taylor also seems to main­
tain, though he does riot-exactly say 
.so. that labor unions have h<id Very 
Uttle -to do with -Increasing wages. I 
have read quite a few books on po­
litical economy, some ot which were 
not too favorable to the unions.- but 
Brother Taylor is t h e first political 
economist I have came across w-ho 
takes that position. Unions are or­
ganized for three main objects— 
shorter hours, better conditions' of 
labor arid better pay. If for all these 
years ot w-ork they' have gained noth­
ing It would seem as though they ought 
to know it. It organization has noth­
ing to do with Increase In w-ages. w-hy 
aro most ot the unorganized w-orkers 
working for a bare subsistence? 

I had thought when I started I 
would argue the m<ittcr, but from my 
Iifiint of view It looks like arguing 
that the .world Is round and I think 
it -ivUl be better to spare the publlc.
