No. 2387, 
bound from Lowell to Ayer, Conduc­
tor Charles 'W. Raby,- Dr. Sherman of 
Westford, Constable Frank Healy of 
the same town and Morris Miller of 
Ayer. - : 

• Mr. Armstrong testifled that he no­
ticed some object which reBemblc<l a 
human being as his train was paiss-
Ing through Graniteville on the early 
m o m l n g of July 26. The train was 
stopped and an Investigation showed 
that the victim of the accident was 
b i n g on the side of the track badly 
I n j u r y . T h a t was at 3.42. The cn-
glneeVsald that he saw no person on 
the t n c k . and so far as known h ^ 
train B did riot cause . the accident. 
From the position in which the body 
lay It Is quite probable that the In­
jured man w a s struck by an earlier 
train, either. In an attempt to get on 
the train or while on the track. This 
also was the opinion' of Copductor 
Raby. 

Dr. Sherman told of being sum­
moned to attend Kavalchuk and he 
described his Injuries In detail. The 
doctor ordered the removal of the in­
jured man to the Lowell hospital, 
where the. latter died a few hours 
later.

Loaded witb Gold and Silver. 
A special train containing $13,000,-

000 in coin and silver bars passed 
through town on Sunday night on the 
way from Bar Harbor, Me., to New 
York city. There was $1C,600,000 In-
gold coins in kegs and $2,400,000 in 
silver- bars all locked In four steel 
express ears and guarded by messen­
gers and detectives and forty armed 
guards. The treasure w-as shipped on 
the German steamship Krouprlnzessin 
Cecile, for use abroad about three 
w-eeks ago before the present Euro­
pean war broke out. The vessel had 
proceeded part way across the At­
lantic when the captain received a 
wireless message - that war had beeri 
declared and ordered the ship back 
to New York as It was feared It might 
be captured as a prize of war by an 
anti-German power. 

The vessel w-as turned about in mid 
ocean and a thrilling flight began to 
reach a United States por t For three 
da>-s the treasure Vessel .was pursued 
by a foreign ship, but finally reached 
Bar Harbor in safety. 

The treasure weighed forty tons. 
The ihoney now rests securely in the 
New York sub-treasury to be held for 
New- York bankers. Several special 
-.rains have also been run between 
Bar Harbor and New York by.way of 
. \yer to carrj- the passengers who re­
turned on the steamer to their des­
tinations.

Holman's. know-n a s the Warren Leon­
ard farm, on the Townsend road, and 
about - a mUe north ot Lunenburg 
Center. A fine crop of this year's 
haj- ot nearlj- thirty tons had been 
secured and nicely stored aw-aj- tor 
winter use. .Mr. Holman had been at 
w-ork In the barn and on his w-aj- to 
the house picked up' some hall stones 
lo show- to his mother, w-ho Is an In­
valid. Just as he reached the house, 
a terrlflc clap of thunder came and 
looking back he saw the root of his 
barn In flames. He summoned the 
tire department by- telephoning and 
the flre wagon, manned by fifteen 
men. immediately w-ent to the'rescue. 
The flre burned so rapidlj- that by the 
time the men arrived the barn w-lth 
most ot Its contents. Including all the 
haj-. one horse, about sixty fowl, many 
'farming tools, harnesses, etc.. w-ere 
consumed. As there w-as not a strong 
w-lnd the house did not catch flre. 
The barn and contents w-ere Insured 
for, $400. 

Provldentiallj-. none of the people 
occupying anj* of these many places 
struck received serious Injury-, though 
some- of them felt a slight shock and 
a tingling of the nerves for several 
hours afterw-ard.

H o w Edgar Marston met and wooed' 
Julia Spingler does not pertain to this 
story. I t l8"snlHclent to say that he 
won her consent - to their marriage 
w b e n s h e w a s passing out of her teens 
and her ideas of tbe stand she sbbtild 
take i n ' tbe world, were In embryo. 
Soon after .her engagement Julia fell 
under the Influence of Margaret Hoi­
sted, a n elderly unmarried lady—to 
avoid the unpleasant term old maid— 
w h o •wrought a considerable change in 
her; ." • • 

Miss Halsted w a s what w a s called 
a strong minded woman till the more 
pleasing term "new woman" w a s In­
vented.
