Water for other 
purposes has to. be teamed from con­
siderable distances. • Combine with 
this scarcity of water tho fact that 
several of the most lasting w-ells abotit 
town, including thc town well, weire 
condemned last ycai- by the state o s 
being unlit tor use and thc question Is 
Indeed serious. It Is plain to be seen 
that somo source ot public w-ater sup­
ply Is necessary tor this part ot the 
town nnd It seems a s If It were time 
to Investigate the matter.

Mysteriously Murdered. 
One of the most mj-sterlous mur­

ders that has ever come to the notice 
of the state and local-police occurred 
last Sunday afternoon about s ix 
o'clock, the victim being Pulsel la 
Salvatore, of Ayer. The scene of the 
murder w-as • near the Greenville 
Branch track a short distance bevond 
what is k n o w n , as the Townsend 
bridge which spans the Xashua river,, 
abont a mile from Ayer. 

The first knowledge that came to 
the local pdllce w-as obtained by Chief 
Beatty from a - young man named 
Thomas 'Xoonan, ot Lawrence, • who 
had been- In West Groton and w-as 
walking o n , t h e track to .\j-er, w-here 
he intended to get an electric car for 
Lawrence. Chlet Beatty a t once notl­
fled the local officers and Chief Dow--
ling of the Groton police, who prompt­
ly responded. The Ayer chlet with 
officers Ji H. O'Connell, John -M- Wal­
lace and Thomas Xoonan above noted, 
went to the scene and made an In­
vestigation. 

The first s ight .of the dead man' 
show-ed that It w-3s a plain case of 
deliberate murder. The body w-a.s 
found near the Groton end of the 
bridge w-lth both ankles securely tied" 
with a strong braided cord, the head 
was covered with blood and the siilrt 
pulled over the head. On the way to 
the scene of the murder the offlcers 
met Lawrence Bergqulst, son of E m ­
manuel Bergqulst, who lives on the 
Cutts place a short distance this side 
ot the bridge. Young Bergqulst said 
he w-as on the way to Ayer to report 
the ca.se to the police. 

He said that In company with Del­
bert Waterman he w-as w-alking 
through the w-oods w-hen thev heard 
tw-o .shots. Bergqulst went up the 
track to Investigate. On the Ayer 
side of the bridge he met a .strange 
man. They both spoke, atter w-hlch 
Bergqulst started to cross thc bridge. 
When near the Groton end ot the 
bridge he w-as startled to .see the 
bod>- ot the murdered man-

He looked back and saw- the -strang­
er w-hom he had met coming toward 
him. Bergqulst thinking that the 
man Intended to do hfm harm ran 
through the woods along the bank ot 
the river and divesting himself of all 
his surplus clothes sw-am across the 
rivc-r and then w-ent ,to his home. He 
then started for Ajer to notify the 
police and had gone part of the dis­
tance w-hen he met Chief Beatty 
coming to thc .scene of the crime, he 
having been notlfled of the tragedy In 
the meantime by Thomas Xoonan. 

Frank S. Bulkclej-, medical exam­
iner, of this town, was Informed of 
the ca.se and made an official Investi­
gation. Officer Thomas F. Mullln al­
.so Joined the partj-. The body w-as 
afterward removed to the undertak­
ing rooms of W. Wright & Son, where 
every effort w a s made to Identify the 
remains- There was ab.solutely noth­
ing on the c lothing of the dead man 
that w-ould lead to his Identity. The 
articles found In the coat pockets con­
sisted of some small photographs 
about thc .size of those usually car­
ried In locket.s. .several green apples 
and some cigars. There w-as also 
found a small book similar to a 
memorandum, upon which was print­
ed oh the outside cover Bancs Itallana. 
A watch ot evidentlj- French manu­
facture w-as found at thc scene of the 
murder. It w-as still running. 

Monday the remains w-ere identlfled 
as Pulsella Salvatore, of Ayer, thc 
Identlflcatlon being made by James 
and John Parcll.a. ot this town. 

An autop.sy was performed on the 
bodj* by the medical examiner, a.sslst­
ed by Dr. H- B. Prie-st after the bodv 
w-as brought to the undertaking 
rooms. An- examination of thc re­
mains show-ed that Salvatore wjis shot 
twice In the back of thc neck, thc 
biillcfs coming out near thc eves. 
The face, upper arms, and-che-st were 
badly .bruised ns though thc body 
were dragged some di-stance after thc 
ratal w-ounds w-cre given. Chief 
Beatty Immediately started a thorough

As soon as possible after hearing of 
the case Chief Beatty got In touch 
with the officers of the surrounding 
tow-ns with a view to apprehend thc 
murderer If possible.- Chiefs Burrlll 
of Shirlej- and Dowllng of Groton 
With Constable Fletcher of the latter 
town,- and Officers J. H. O'Connell. 
John M. "Wallace and James I. Mills 
were soon pressed Into service and a 
•sj-stematlc search w a s started. 

Salvatore, the-murdered man. and 
Collura, who Is' held a s ref4>onslble 
for his death, -were-emploj-ed as sec­
tion hands under Daniel Xeylan, sec­
tion forenian. They ha,d rooms at the 
h-juse of Joseph Innello on Forest 
sireet and boarded themselves. 

A cousin of Salvatore came to tow-n 
03 Wednesdaj- afternoon and viewed 
the remains at "Wright's undertaking 
rooms. He stated that both men 
c-ime here from Aragona, Italj-, Sal-
vitore coming; to America on .Sep­
tember 7, 1913, and Collura a year 
earlier. . They both worked In 
Quincy before coming to Ayer. Sal­
vatore, according to his cousin, w-as 
thirty-two. j e a r s of age and leaves a 
wife and two children In Itatv. He 
was described as a temperate, hard 
working man of thrlftv habits and 
fre<iuently .sent money to his family. 
Colluro has a wife living in Italj-. The 
motive for the murder, according to 
the police, w a s undoubtedly robberj-. 

This theory is supported bv the fact 
that the pockets of the dead man 
w-ere found Inside out, and that there 
w-as not a single cent found on his 
person, although he always carried 
tnore or less money. The place where' 
the body w-as found Is a lonelv spot 
and well located for the commission 
of a crime of this sort. 

For a time It was uncertain which 
tow-n the body was found In as the 
tow-n lines of Aj-er. Shirley and Gro­
ton meet at this point. It was flnally 
decided that thc location ot the crime 
was In Groton. The body of the mur­
dered man w-as evidently dragged 200 
feet or more from the place where 
the crime evidently took place to the 
place w-here It w-as found.

Mucb Fire and Smoke. 
On last Saturday afternoon one of 

thc men engaged In constructing the 
state road on the South j oad discov­
ered a small fire smouldering by the 
roadside. Bj- the time he had gone 
back to G.e.orge JIaynard's to give the 
alarm and' returned to the scene of 
the flre It had fealned perceptibly. A 
telephone alarm w a s sent from Jlr. 
JIaj-nard's to the engineer at th© cen­
ter of the town, w-hlch resulted In the 
a lami w-hlch w-as,rung In from box 
38 for a forest fire. 

In the mtantlme the telephone had 
been put to work to' summon help In 
the Immediate, vicinity of the Jire, 
and before the flre companies could 
reach the scene se^'eral of the men. 
from neighboring farms were putting 
in some very effective w-ork. It is 
beUeved that but for their work the 
summer home of A. G. Conant. which 
was closed about a w-eek ago'when the 
family went back to Phiinfteld. N. J., 
would hav© been In danger. A por­
tion of the .field very near the hbuse 
was burhed over. 

The flames spread - to the Wilson 
meadow-, w-here there is some small 
grow-th pin© and hardw-ood. There 
w-ere also manj- old stumps to hold a 
smouldering fire for some time. Fire­
men and volunteers were kept on the 
scene by these flrcs occasionally burst­
ing out all Saturday and Sunday. 
Even after the men from the fire 
companj" had left, about six o'clock 
Sundaj- night, tbe fiames burst out 
and several- of the men Jiearby re­
turned to put them out about eight 
o'clock. 

The wind shifted at one time dur­
ing the hottest of the fight and there 
w-ere rumors that the summer resi­
dence, of J. B. Henderson, of Bostoi». 
was .in danger, particularlj- since the 
hillside on the w^estei-n approach to 
the house Is covered with a gro\>-th of 
small cedars and pines, but the flre 
w-as checked before reaching- there. 

It is thought the fire originated 
from a carelessly throw-n cigar stub 
or a half-burned match among the 
dried grass. In this "©.xceedlngly drj-
time either wbuld be sufflcl€-nt to start 
a bl^ze and more, caution should be 
exercised. The smoke w-as thick and 
offensive near the burned tract during 
Jlondaj-. but no outbreaks of flre were 
reported. - Several acres were burned 
over. 

Deatb . 
T h o m a s Murraj-, a well-know-n resi­

dent of this town, died at-his home on 
River- street, on Tuesday evening. Oc­
tober 6, at nine o'clock. Jlr. Jlurray 
has been In poor health since the first 
of this j^«ar. when he suffered a shock 
which conflned him to his bed for 
m a n y weeHs. He had seemed to be 
Improving of late and on Tuesday .af­
ternoon h e . rode up to the .village 
nlone. H e started back home and 
reached th©-turn Into River street 
when -he evidently became uncon­
scious- from the effect of a second 
shock. He was found there by For­
rest Andrews, -who w-as on his way 
home. He assisted In the removal ot 
Jlr. Jlurray to his home, w-herehe re­
mained in an unconscious condition 
until- he passed awaj-. 

Jlr. Jlurray Is a native of this town, 
having been born here sixty-one years 
ago on the same farm where he lived 
at the t ime of his death. He was mar­
ried In 1886 to Miss Margaret Carrlgg 
of Groton.i She survives him with 
four of the ir children. These are Cath­
erine, who is emplQj-ed In Auburndale; 
Thomas, at Jllddleboro; - Raj^mond, 
who Is emploj-ed at Jfahoney's market 
and JIadeline, who resides at home.
