Mileage Books. 
Beglnrjlng on Sundaj-, November 1, 

t h e new -regulations , regarding trip 
tickets aiid mileage books on the Bos­
ton and i l a lne railroad will g-o itito ef­
tcct. Thc 1 0 - ^ 1 2 - and 25-ride tr ip 
tickets will be abolished and the 50-
ride tickets wil! be advanced to prac-
t^lcally the same rate a s mileage books, 
two cents- per mile.- Although the 
latter trip tickets will . be bn sale a l ­
ter November 1, tt Is Ilkely t i iaf mile­
age books will be used Instead, a s 
under the new regulations there Is no 
saving between the . tw-o kinds o l 
tickets. The mileage books will also 
have the advantage-of being avxillable 
lor all parts- ol the rallroaa system, 
w-hile the SO-rdde tickets can be used 
only ' between certain limited points. 
Thc 50-ride t ickets between Aj-cr a i d 
Boston •which have been and are now 
selling tor ?28:75, will be advanced 
to $3.7.00. The Interstate mileage 
rate w-IU be 2>4 cents per mile and 
the rate in the state will remain 'as 
now at the. two cents per mile" rate. 
. Mileage vrill not be taken for any 
part of an Interstate journey except 
at the Interstate rate ol- 2 ?4 cents a 
mile., For instance, 11 a person wishes 
to go froiri Aj-er to .any point in New 
Hampshire,- h e must pay the Inter­
state rate-tor the whole distance. He 
cannot use a Massachusetts rate o l 
tw-o cents per niile a s lar a s the New-
Hampshire line and then the ad­
vanced (interstate rate o l - 2 >4 cents 
per mile for the remainder of the dis­
tance, but must pay the last named 
rate for the entire joumej-. This rule 
has been -the cause ot a great deal of 
protest, especially a m o n g travelling 
men. but a s it Is a rule Imposed by 
thc interstate commerce commission 
the railroad company. Is powerless on 
the matter ot making a change. The 
matter ot advancing .the Interstate 
rate to that df the .interstate rate In 
mileage travel i s now before the In­
terstate commerce, commission tor 
consideration. The Boston and JIalne 
railroad Is also considering the mat­
ter ot raising the price of all local 
tickets.' 

Under the new rules the cheapest 
tare trom Ayer to Boston bv train, 
aside from season tickets, w-lll be on a 
mileage basis or sevenitj--tour cents 
each way for thlrty-sev-cn miles, one 
mile having been added to thc mile­
age to Boston, which w-as formerly 
ra.ted at thli:tj--slx miles from Ajer.

Some workmen teai ing down a bolld' 
Ing In Paris, on reducing the level of 
a compartment, closet or something of 
tbe kind al>oat big enongh for one to 
stand in upright, came upon a human 
bead. There w a s balr on It,' bnt not 
mucb. I t was more than a skull, yet 
not exactly a bead. As tbe men went 

.on lowering'tbe walla tbey revealed a 
female 'figure In tbe clotblng of a man. 
whltb . crumbled as tbey proceeded 
downward. -

The flgure faced an Iron door {>eblnd 
walnscoatlng. A panel w a s made, or, 
rather, bad been made, to "slide side­
ward, and-the door behind It opened 
Inward, leaving sufficient room for the 
flgure to got Into tbe closet .and shut 
tbe door. Tbere was a latcb on tbe 
outside. The panel.bad origlnaily been 
moved by weights and locked witb a 
secret spring. But both door and panel 
bad been walled up a long while be-' 
fore;, and their existence had become 
unknown. , . -

The niaster workman sent wqrd of 
the find to the owner of the bnllding, 
asking for-'instructlons as to what to 
do in the tdatter. The owner came, ac­
companied, by a.gentleman wearing the 
button of the'Legion ot.Honor, and tbe 
latter examined; bptb .the body and Its 
Incasemeut carefull.v. He w a s . a prchl 
fessidnal antiquarian. ,He advised tbat 
the body be buried and began a search 
for the reason of its having occupied 
for so long the, position In- wbich .it 
was found- In time he published in a 
Paris magazine the result of bia Inves­
tigations, the fol lowing-being an ab-
brevlatlQn of a long story: , . , 
. The'bulldlng in which the body was 
found dated back to tbe reign of Louis 
XI. In this reign tbe king Increased 
his power-at the expense of tbe no­
bles, and the royal authority became 
absolute. His successors maintained 
what he had gained, and from tbat 
time down to the beginning of tbe 
reign o f Louis S'Vl. the government 
was one of tyranny and intrigue. 

In the reign of Louis XIII . plot and 
counterplot reached their he ight , Tbe 
king waa a weakling, and Cardinal 
Bicbelieii' governed virtually in bis 
stead. There were .conspiracies against 
the 'Idng, the cardinal and every one 
connected with the court At this time 
the building was occupied by the Mar­
quis de Fontayne, a nobleman who was 
mixed up with tbese feuds and joined 
a coalition coiisistlng of tbe king's 
brother and o'ther .'persons to seize tbe 
government Mile. Louise de Fon­
tayne, the marqujs' daughter, was in 
love with Rlssloll, one of t h w e favor­
ites Catherine de' Medici had brought 
wltb her from Italy. 

Now, this Rlssloli w a s as black heart­
ed a villain as ever lived. Being Im­
plicated-In that conspiracy whieh w a s 
the most formidable of all the plots 
agrainst the king, when it w a s discover­
ed bis name was given to the prime 
minister as one wbo must be taken at 
all hazards. Knowing his Influence 
with MUe. de Fontayne, be fled tp ber 
house and begged her to conceal bim. 

Louise, who vvas a noble character, 
proposed that they exchange clothing. 
While she was being taken away in 
bis stead he might escape as herself, 
and upon ber Identity t)eing discovered 
she could rely ou the Influence of her 
father to save her from punishment 
for aiding and abetting tbe escape of 
one of the king's enemies. Rlssloli ac­
ceded to this, and the exchange was 
made. 

It was not long after tbis that tbe 
main door of the chateau waa thrown 
open and a party of armed men burst 
In, seeking the Italian. It was philn 
tlint If they found bim thpy would kill 
him on s i g h t He had expected this 
and had realized that whosoever they 
found personating him would be stal>-
t>ed to death, but was too contempti­
ble to decline to permit Loulso taking 
this risk. Hearing the clamor below 
for bis blood, ho darted avray, leaving 
LouUe to her fate. 

Louise, realizing that If'found in KU-
sloU's clothes and mistaken for liim 
she would be killed.- ran to a secret 
closet of which she knew and intended 
for a place of concealment in case of 
danger. Having removefd tlie panel 
and opened the door. she.stepped into 
the closet, shutting both behind her. 

Bissioll escaped to Italy and w a s 
never again seen in Paris. He being 
tbe only person wltb Mile, de Fontayne 
wben tbe party came for him ond not 
knowing where she hod. gone, tbere 
was nobody In the secret of her biding 
place. After the commotion she waa 
missed. Day after day passed and she 
did not appear. Indeed, though every 
effort w a s made tb flnd ber i t w a s un-
iDCcessfuL 

The antiquary found records of this 
disappearance of Louise de Fontayne 
occurring at tbe time of the discovery 
of the conspiracy agalni t the king. He 
also found a statement made by Rls­
sloli giving an account of bis being 
wltb Louise up to tbe time the men 
broke Into tbe bouse and bo and sbe 
darted away In different directions. 
This enabled the searcher of tbe story 
to tell i t up to tbat m o m e n t
