It the youug man 
h u m s tn cold weather there Is tbe pair 
of heavy woolen socks to be knitted 
for him, the like of whose warmth he 
cannot find outside of the home knit-
Una needla. .Men, too, will wear knit-
ted txidroom slippers, particularly the 
elderly men. Tbey ahooid be made 
witbout trills or ribbons and In a very 
close, plain, Une stitch, so as not to 
look like - f a n c y work."

Bed slippers are welcomed by all 
agea and both se i e s . Ont particularly 
are they welcomed by the old people 
wheu the circulation becomes sluggish, 
the nights t>«come cold and the sheets 
soem to be in synipathy with tha out­
side temperature.
