California exposition at San Diego i1
sént to the Groton Landmark and its
readers by Frances Ambler Reed, a
former Groton High school teacher:

Imagine yourself trapsported from
the bleak .winds and cold of good old
New England’ to the land of ‘Sunshine
and flowers, where it is June all the
year round, where now the mocking-
'birds are holding carnival, and the
former desert of sagebrush and ‘cac-
tus js tranxformed to g luxuriant gar-
den with- its wealth of flowers and
briliant green, - C
. About two miles from the heart of
the city of San Diexzo is a park of 1400
acres on a mesa or plategu overlook-
ing the beautiful blue Pacific; the
Silver Gate harbor. one of the most
picturesque bays in the world; the
massive outline of Point Loma, a con-~
spicuous headland pushing its way
three miles out intov the shining ocean;
the silver strand of Coronado; North
Islangd, the largest and best-equipped
aviation field and training school in
America, over which birdmen may
he seen néarly every day in the year;
the purple islands far out at sea; the
white city belaw.of 90,000 population;
the winding canvons now green with
verdure; and beyond aill this pano-
rama of beauty, the table mountains
of old Mexico to the south, and to the
north, the snow-capped peaks of the
San Bernandino range.

Free lectures accompany. the slides
and one might pass days attending
them all.” Often, a roum is devoted
to the state forestry: another to oil
paintings of its 'scenery and ancient
ruins piercéd with butllet holes,. sug-
gestive of-early warfare; still-another
to an exhibit of Indtan rugs, hanging
pottery and plaques, Naturally eich
state has a receptjon rcom. There are
homestead lsts and pamphletz de-
voted to different counties, so that no
stone s left unturned to aid those
seeking -detailed . information, -with'a
view to settling therein.

- The-agricultural wealth of ‘mineralx,
‘manufactures and arts of the coun-
tles  of . Californta .arc displayed- in
county buildings. - So artistically ar-
ranged ' are these exhibits that one
wonders: not only at the marvelous
work of nature, but aiso at the handi-
work of man,. which can prepare so

‘harmoniously - such a glorious array.

One building. devoted to "the ‘San
Joachin valley, {s particularly fine, the
fnside in correspondence with the

magnificenit Spanish-palace architec-.

ture outside, The walls and- cellings
are panelled ‘Into squares, composed
of-all kinds of grains, fruils, grasses,
flowers,  seeds. and barks, making
most . elaborate frames for farm pic-

 tures, beautiful scenes, bungalows and

faces of well-known men. Dried In-

dian’ corn cobs with corn -attached,:

are used to make all kinds of wheels
and circles for bordering, while dried
raising, resembling’ huge clusters of

grapes, are fastened on the celling to’

the center "of lovely panelliig made
from other products. This interior
decoration "was designed by 'a Cali-
fornia” woman well known for her
works of.art, . :
Several buildings are not limited to
any special section of the ¢ountry, but
are broadly educational in purpose,

such as the odifice of Finc . Arts. a copy.

of the old California mission type,
with its celling of inlaid woods, and a
rich bronze lamp hanging from the
center. Here is a display of paintings

.and a reproduction of a typical Fran-

ciscan c¢hapel of pioneer days. The
science and educational building dem-
onstrates the efforts of modern indus-
try to  better the. conditions of em-
ployees and children, and give exhib-
its of an- educational nature. Most
conspicuous is that of the Metroplitan.
Life Insurance. Company of New York
and the New Theosophical exhibit
from Madame Tingley's famous school
at Point Loma. Here also is the
Srmithsonian institute display, regard-
ed as the finest. contribution. to the

study of the ascent and progress
of man. Prof. Hewitt of the Ameri-

can School of Archmology of New
Mexico gives -daily lectures here. A
great attraction Is the Foreign and
Domestic Arts buflding where may be
found the most important industrial
exhibit Japan has ever made in this
country, for the actual process of
Oriental craft is shown. Here Rus-
sian peasants demonstrate the Kon-
starnyi arts and Italians labor at the
beautiful arts of Florence and Venice,

-The American ~ industries most
closely related to commereial life and
a bettering of its condition, such as
those of the woalen mills, motor, vehi-
cles, typewriters or cash registers are
well shown in the commerce and in-
dustries building, while other exhibits
of an industrial nature are shown in

-the largest structure on the grounds.

that of the varied industries. IFood
processes and products are interesting
here as always., and one can almost
imagine himself at a typical New
England - food fair at Mechanics'
building. Women will be especially
interested in seeing what has been
achieved to make home conditions
better and easier in the structure call-
ed home economy. Here is the model
kitchen with all the latest electrical
and gas appliances, cooking utensils
and best stone ranges., Those . fasci-
nated by Indian handiwork will tind
in an appropriate building the best
display ever collected and may .ob-
serve the Redmen in the actual prac-
tice of their arts and crafts, Five
thousand pieces of pottery are on ex-
hibition; small models show the
aborigines’ manner of living on the
Paclfic coast, and unusuval photo-
graphs of Indian life cover the walis,

Not least important is the Califor-
nia State edifice which is one of the
permanent structures of steel and
concrete, to remain as a museum, of
Southern California and to contaln
some of the rarest cthnological.exhib-
its ever collected.  Around the walls
are famous friczes, such ag the land-
ing of Columbnus and the triumphant
conquests of «xplorers and heroes who
established the freedom of  South
America. Of greatest interest are the
tablets copied from the originals from
the ancient cities of Central and South
America, buricd §n the jungles for
centuries and dug out by explorers,
especially sent out by the exposition.
Huge monaliths of Guatemala are
very conspicuots, Convenient to all
are rooms for the entertainment of
viritors and the state delegations., The
tower of thiv structure s 460 feet
high and numbers of tourists climb
fts 208 steps to get the magniticent
view of the surrounding country.

On the isthmuy, or street of conces-
s#lons and diversions, one finds numer-
ous attractions. A unique feature is
the Panama canal in miniature, where
is shown the working of this wonder-
ful enginecring feat which this ex-
position cclebrates, as San Diego is
the first port of call after leaving the
canal. Iy way of contrast: a-typlcal
street in old Panama shows. the con-
ditions found when the engineers first
began work, and a lecturer explains
points ‘of Interest as the boats move
through. Another allurement is the
painted desert of the Santa Fe, a
real display of southwestern Indlan
life among the Pueblos, Taos,  Hopis,
Qunis and other tribes along the¢ Rio
Grande. . They have built.large -adobe
structures and may. be seen weaving
their rugs'and blankets, shaping pot-
tery, pounding silver and copper orna-
ments and cngaged in their "ancient
ceremonial rites. The CHff Dwellers,
descendants of the anclent prehistoric
races, may be scen in the red sand-
stone cliff.. These primitive races are
in their natural setting, a real desert.
surrounded by an adobe wall, thickly
set with cactus brought over from the
actual painted desvrt of Arizona. A
center of fnterest “in the Hawalian
village of one hundred natives—an
exact reproduction 6f a hamlef on one
of the islands. Native songs anad
dances are given while native dishes
and arinks are served.

Usually anything re-
flecting on the opportunities offered
to immigrants is excluded from the
columns of the local press and .the
“knocker” s in bad -repute. who ex-
poses to public view the plague spots
of frontier life. = Some cases,” how-
eVer, - appeal so strongly to public
sympathy. that even the Spokane daily
give the items space, .

Last winter, for example, a young
man arrived in the city with his wife
from the east. After vainly striving
to obtain work for somie weeks in his
financial destitution he was . discov-
cred taking food from the swil] bar-
rels In the rear of the restaurants.,
Of course, with such publicity given
to his destitution, the charitably dis-
posed offered immediate relfef, Hun-
dreds of cases of a pimilar .nature
never reach the public ¢ye,

are Huddled in cheap lodging houses,
such signs as “The best five-cent meal
iIn -the .city” are quite suggestive,
With spring already here the float-
ing clement of humanity s leaving
the cities, many of them heading
eastward.

BSOMEB WINTER VEQO#.

.are nuimnerous species of vetch, mostly
climbing annusl, biennial and peren-
nial herbs, natives of Europe, northern
Africa, western Asin and America.

age dates back to the Romans. One
of the best species of vetch introduced
into the TUnited States is the hairy
veteh, an annual which is successfully
grown in variows secticns of the coun-
try.

Varictics of Winter Wheat.

Useful information in regard to the
varieties of winter wheat best fitted to
various states in the eastern half of
the Unlon is contained in a bulletin of
the department of agriculture.

Since the introduction of hardy va-
rieties of winter wheat from southeast-
ern Europe the winter wheat area in
this country has expanded steadily
northward. It has becu found by expe-
rience that winter wheuat in geéneral
gives larger yields than spring wheat
because of its greater drought resist-
ance and its earlier maturity, which
esnables it to escape hail, winds, dis-
ease, ete. In lowa, for example, the
average yvields for tive gears show an
advantage of 4.8 bushels in favor of
winter wheat over spring wheat, and
a four year test in Minnesota was even
more favornble, showing an advantage
of 8.5 bushels. A great number of va-
rieties; however. of winter swheat make
a careful selection on the part of the
farmer advisable.

FEEDING DAIRY COWS.

QL

“Imitate June if you would succeed
in the winter feeding of dairy cows,”
is the suggestion offered by representa-
tives of the college of agriculture, Uni-
versity of.Wisconsin, in the December.
bulletin of the Wlsconsln Bankers' as-
sociation,

“Nature,”” they tell us, "glves the
dairyman a model in the month of
June, This is recognized to such an,
extent that the very words ‘June pas-
ture’ suggest the ideal conditions for
the production of milk and butter fat
of the highest qunmy nnd in the great-
est abundance.”

A ration for dairy cows recommend-.
ed by the authors of this bulletin con-
-sists of from twenty-five to forty-five.
pounds of silage, from ten to fifteen
pounds of clover huy and one pound
of grain mixture for every three or
four pounds of milk produced. As a
grafn mixture they  list tbirty parts-
wheat bran, thirty parts ground oats,
twenty-five parts cornmeal and ﬂtteen
parts cottonseed meal.
