Shor t ly a f te rwards we 
were sent to_ the t renches a l A r m e n ­
t ieres for o u r first experience wi lh 
seasoned t roops before being put In 
on our own hook. Tnen we spent all 
March at F leurba ix , opposed chiefly 
to Saxon t roops , and were on thc ex­
t r e m e left In t h a t awful s laughter a l 
Neuve Chapel le . Then we were 
marched Into Belgium—took us t h r e e 
weeks lo get t h e m — a n d got all cu t 
Ull in t h e second bat t le of Ypres. Our 
division a lone lost over 6000 men . 
Nan 's young m a n was wounded here , 
a piece of s h r a p n e r passing t h rough 
his th igh . He is In a hospitai In 
Eng land now. 

W e had ten days ' rest after this b a t ­
tle to fill up our depleted r anks and 
recover from the s t ra in of ten days ' 
con t inuous hell . Now wc are slowly 
driving the Bo&ches back Into F ran t e, 
fighting tor every Inch we gain. The 
G e r m a n s tight hard and It will be a 
s t ruggle f rom present appearances , 
though one can never tell wha t new 
hor ro r they will spr ing on us.

Walter Elliott Pierce w a s born in 
the house in which ho'dled, gn May 4, 
1843, the eighth child of Calvin and 
Jane (Elliott) Pierce. He w-ont to 
.school with the other children of Dis­
trict No. 6 and then helped his moth­
er who, when he was but seven years 
old, was left a widow with her large 
fatnlly. In the summer of 1862 Pres­
ident Lincoln Issued his cal) tor 300,-
000 men to serve for nine months in 
the great war, and with,his two broth­
ers, Isaac and James, Walter enlisted 
In his country's service. 

The 63d regiment of Massachusetts 
volunteers was mustered Into the serj^ 
lce of the United States on October 
17, 1862, For six weeks they, encamp­
ed at Groton, receiving Instruction 
and soldiers' discipline and on Satur­
day, November 22, were allowed to go 
home for Sunday for the last time be­
fore leaving for the seat of w'ar. On 
the SOth of November the regiment 
was sent to New York, where It en­
camped until the 19th of January, 
when it sailed south under sealed or­
ders, A terrible coast storm made the 
voy-age an experience never to be for­
gotten, but at last on Sunday, Janu­
ary 25, thcy came to land at Key 
West, Florida. From here the next 
day they sailed on through the Gulf 
of Mexico and landed at New Orleans 
on January 30. During the yoyase 
Walter contracted pneumonia and 
was sent at once to the army hospital. 
He recovered only partially and very 
slowly, and after tedious waiting pro­
cured a discharge which allowed him 
to return home, one ot the many who 
through; the hardship and exposure of 
war sacrificed Ufe as truly as though 
struck by the bullet of the enemy. 

He came back to Pepperell In .\prll, 
sick, and as everybody thought, soon 
to die. But he had felt all those four 
months that he would surelv get well 
if he could only get home. There the 
devoted care of mother and sisters 
brought him back to com'paratlve 
health, though a pulmonary ab,sce,s» 
had destroyed one lung and he lived 
all the rest of his life with that handi­
cap. 

Following his recover\' he attended 
a business school In Boston and was 
employed for a year or more In Tar­
bell's store In Pepperell, His health 
could not be maintained In a seden­
tary employment with indoor condi­
tions and so he-returned to the farm 
where he has lived and labored tlli 
the first day of this month ot June. 
In theso long years, very largely with 
the work ot his own hands, he has 
remade the home farm. He has 
brought meadow Into cultivated grass 
land, a stony pasture Into finest till­
age, cleared wooded swamps, cut 
wood In accordance with the princi­
ples of scientific forestry, set out fruit 
and shade trees, acquired a knowledge 
of and Interest In all the phenomena 
of nature that a trained student well 
might covet, rebuilt the little red cot­
tage into a fine spacious farm house 
and equipped the estate with otit-
buildlngs and modern agricultural 
machinery. No liner memorial could 
be erected to his memory than this 
home which he has made and kept 
for all the many members ot the 
Pierce family, who have from time to 
time taken refuge under Its roof. 

For forty-five years he has been a 
member of the Congregational church 
and greatly Interested and active in 
the support of Its work and mission­
ary enterprises. Though unmarried 
he has never lacked the home which 
a woman makes, for after the death 
of his mother, his sister Rachel for 
years lived with him and since her 
death in 1888 the home has been kept 
with great faithfulness and devotion 
by his niece. 

On June 1' he was thrown from his 
wagon near the home of his brother 
John Pierce,- In East Pepperell, and 
seriously injured. At the time he was 
.suffering from an attack of grippe and 
bronchitis and he proved unable to 
survive the shock and exhaustion re­
sulting from this double cau.se. After 
great suffering he rallied sullicientlv 
to be removed to his loved home, 
where for a day and a half he rested 
happy and content. The end came 
with no warning on Thursda\ evenina 
June 17, 

"Blessed are the dead who die In 
the lord.
