Dr. Louls
Bell and Dr. F. H. Verhoeff bave made
an extensive Investigation of the ef-
fects of radiation on the varlous parts
of the eye, from tbe corneal epitbelium
back to the retinn. In nn article
fn Sclence the investigators report
that no artificial source of light pro-
duces enough ultra violet radiation to
be of the slightest danger to the cye.
Such pathologic or injurious action
as they have been able to detect ex- |
perimentally from -ultra vlolet rays is !
confined to a strictly limited reglon |
of the spectrum, and perfectly definite '
laws govern its quantity and effect.
Actual experiments on the human eye
show conclusively that no concentra-
tlon of radiation on the retina from
any artificlal flluminant is great
enough to produce injury under any
practical conditions. - Protective glusses
are useful only, they conclude, in cut-
ting off dazzling light.

Netes

Using Leftovers For Supper.

Supper is the meal at which the ca-
pable bousekeeper may slhipw her abili-
ty in using up leftovers. If she Is clev-
er she may provide appetizing sur-
prises, which generally do not require’
much materin] or time, says the Unit.
ed States departmment of agriculture.
1t 1s mistaken econowy to ndd a good
deal of expensive materials in order
to use up things of little value or to
attempt fussy dishes that require long
preparation. As far as everyday sup-
per is conceroed, it Is usually good
policy to avold elaborate dishes and let
the most of the time and strength ex-
pended for such things go to the main
meal of the day. - This is especially
true where the women of the family
do all the work.

In many families supper {ncludes one
bot dish and a second course of pre-
serves and cocoa.” Here, ns at break-
fast, some kind of bread, with butter
and a bot beverage, forms the basis of
the mieal, with an appetizing dish of
eggs, meat, cheese or vegetables.

While noon dinper and supper are
the rule in most rural districts and
smaller communities, In other parts of
the country, ns every one knows, lunch
and evening. dinnei take thelr place, as
is inevitable where the wage carnpers
must be away from home all day long.
In such cases what has been sald about
supper applies to luoch. If some of
the family carry their lunch away with
them, bread and butter again form the
usual basis of the meal, with cold
meat, hard- bolled eggs or some other
appetizing ‘as well as outritious food
and perbaps frult and cake to com-
plete and vary it.

Desserts Aro an Economy.

When no dessert is provided a great-
er quantity of uteat and vegetables
must be eaten to satisfy the demands
of nature. I'or some this is all right,
but for the majority of people a-certain
amount of sugar and starch Is neces:
sary in the food. Children should not
be deprived of this kind of food. It s
economical to provide n dessert even
if a simple one.

In arranging for & dlnner, plan a
light dessert when the rest of the meal
fs to be substantial. When the main
part of the dinner is to be light let the
dessert be hot and substantial,

For example, if the first part of the
meal consists of cold meat and vegeta-

‘bles serve a hot apple pudding for des-

sert.

A good one can be made of a piot of
flour, prepared as for cream of tartar
biscuit, rolled thin and filled with par-
ed and quartered apples, then steamed
for two hours and served twith molas-
ses or sugar sauce.

Or the apples may be putintoa stew-
pan for a few mipnutes, covered with
the biscuit dough and cooked for about
twenty minutes longer.

No sauce will be needed with this
pudding.

Olive Oil In Cookery.

In the making of dark cakes, such as
fruit, spice canke or gingerbread, and
in puddings olive oll can be used ip-
stead of butter. In making cakes the
olive oll and sugar uare stirred to a
cream a3 fs the case when butter is
used and the other ingredients added
in the ordipary way.

For greasing baklng tins or pudding
dishes olive oR can be more econom-
ically uvsed tban butter, as the small
amount neceded can be poured from
the bottle directly Into the dish and
then applied with a bit of tissue paper.

Crust {8 not so liable to burn as when
butter is used, and the flavor of the
crust §is much more delicfous than when
Jard is adopted for this purpose.

Olling the crust of bread or rolls just
before taking from the oven gives an
additiona! richness both of color and
taste.

Substitute For Lard.

Pork trimmings will serve as a sub-
stitute for lard in frying. These can
be obtained from your butclber. The
cconomy lies not so much {n the price
paid, for, of course, there Is more of!
in lard than in the same quantity of
ment, but the food fried in it does not
absorb so much fat, and in tbat way
waste 18 climinated. Then, too, the
flavor 13 greatly Improved. The “trim-
mings” give the food the flavor of ham
without the disagreeable, fatty taste
which so often nccompanies food cook-
cd In lard. Potatoes fried in it can be
caten with pleasure, ‘and breads and
other fried foods ustially avoided can
be enjoyed, when prepared with bacon
or pork trixnx;nlngs

That Underdone Joint.

If a joint of meat should be too on-
derdone to ent and several slices have
been carved out it can be cooked agaln
and served up a8 a fresh joint If the
tiole i3 Alled up with mashed potatoes
and cooked in a brisk oven for an hour.
The browned .potntoes will be much
appreciated, nnd that it {s the second
time of sending it to table will not be
noticed.

When Serving Baked Potatoes.

* A baked potato, sweet or white,
should be broken open as soon ns ft
is done or §t Lecomes a bit soggy. Both
have more flavor when warmed over
than bolled potatoes, but the steam
should afways be iet out of them while
they are hot.

HE most primitive way of mak-
ing paper blankets was to tack
together severnl layers of
newspapers Dbetween ‘brown

paper, says the Loundon Queen. -These
sheets, made exactly the size of the
bed. were sometimes {ncloséd_between
a doable layer of callco patchwork,
slightly tacked here and there and
bound with colored brnid. They were
considered warm, but not tealthy, from
keeping In all perspirntion. No one
then thought of perforiiting with a
stiletto ‘the homemade bedspreads. To
obrinte this defect nuother wethod,
more complicated, but more porous,
wns introduced. It consisted of cut-
ting up brown paper iuto strips nbout
three-quarters ot aun inch wide, to be
plaited into Eatun or other straw de-
vices and then sewed togetber after the
style of straw bhats and bonnets. As a
elp tv thls work a stationer sold
pleces of paper ready cut vut by mna-
chine. . For the same purpose neirspa.
pers were also employed. belng cut up
‘and plaited into three. folds.

To wake paper pillows it ig imopar-
tant to avold as much as possible any
disagreeable rustling noise and Pro<
duce the desired softness and.elasticf-
ty; bence some attention bas to'be pajd
to the selection of the paper used.
Nevwspaper scrhps are entirely dlscard-
ed for the purpuse LY n few workers,
who nlso insist on baring the bits of
Dote paper torn and cut {nto tiny mor
sels. the size of threcpenny bits, while
others give preference to strips half an
fnch wide, curled as ostrich feathers
by drawing a penknife sharply ‘down
them. Cue pound of these strips is
suficlent for an ordinary sized pillow,
which should not be too tull, to secure
softness. The cnse can be wade of an
old chair back or any inaterfa ready
at hand. Newspapers are too soft for
the roll process, which consists of cut.
ting old letters and any elastic paper
into -strips rolled at first In halves
lengthwise us tightly as possible and
then turned over and, beginning agatn
at the opposite side, to roll up till the
rolls meet to produce a sort of spring.
Sométimes also the scraps of paper are
intermingled with soft LIts of mate-
rials thus: Tear in wee pleces seraps
of tissue or whitey brosn paper, mix
with silk or cotton ravelings and odds
and ends of Berlin wool. .
