It i3 easily possible to grow thiree or
four good crops in the garden from the
same space in one scason through
planting a shccessl9u of crops. I'rom
spaces where early lettuce, radishes,
peas and such éatly quick imaturing
crops have grown other quick or stand-
ard maturing crops may follow imwe-
.dintely as soon as.they live bLeen re-
moved. Beuns, cartots, beets, sweet
corn, cucumbers and others, for exam-.
ple, may follow lettuce, radishes and
peas. Bunch beans may follow hunch
beans in the same-ground for at least
three crops during the yenr.

In many cases, as with early hunch
beans, sweet corn may be planted be-
tween t,l_xe rows to be up and ready for
-cultivation as soon as the equrly crop of
beans is out of the way. The soil is
working all of the time, and other
planting Letween rows may be done
with a varlety of crops. Tomatoes are
often started between sweet cornrows
to be ready for blossoming and fruit-
ing as soon as the sweet corn Is ready
to eat, when the stalks are removed to
let in liglht to the tomato vines.

By keeping all the garden space stir-
red and fresh for seeding it is possi-
ble to make a successlon of plantings
of several good crops to have them for
use for a long sedson. By planting
sweet corn, for example, carly in the
spring and then a couple of short rows
about every two weeks till the middle
of summer it {8 possible to have sweet
corn for table use for several months
during the summer and fall. Sweet
corn may be planted at intervals from
April to the last of July and bunch
beans during the same time. . Radishes
may be sown and coming on for use
in a fresh state from March till the
Ist of September In central Iatitudes,

It is impossible here to enumerate
all of the good things that can be had
fresh from the garden during the mid-
dle of the summer and through the
fall months by keering all the vacant
spaces seeded and through seeding or
setting out plants between rows of
crops that wil] soon be out of the way.
The good garden is the one that is full
of spring, midsummer and fall crops
growing and ripenifog continually in
abundance.

Cleaning Out Trenches.
Nail a piece of heavy sheet iron fif-
teen inches long to the curved surface
of a short half round plece of wood.

Bore a hole in the block to receive a
long handle. Make the hole slant about
45 degrees. This makes a very satis-
factory implement for shoveling loose
earth ¢ut of ditches.—Farm and Home.

HE bhousewife should be very
careful from whom sbo buys
her bedding, especizily ber
mattresses, According to many

reliable autboritles and statistics, she
bas been much fmposed upon in this
respect, - :

When shbe comes to consider that
there are thousands of men of the low-
est type, mauny of tbem having fncura.
ble diseases, who are enguged neuarly
all' the year round collecting material
for making mattresses from the city
dumps and garbnge heaps, she will
then recognize that it pays to be very
careful from whom she makes ber pur
chase, . ’

This is not so applicable to the bigh.
er priced mattresses, although some of
those are found to have been made ot
0ld halr mattresses that bave been re-
picked and treated with layers of
shoddy and objectionable unimal balrs,
the manes and talls of defnnct diseas-
ed lorses belng employed in many
vases. ) o

Tbe beaps. and plles of old clothing
found on these refuso- dumps are
bought by the small local manufactur-
ers aod made in thelr factories into
shoddy f(llings for such mattresses
‘and couch upholstery as may be sold
at popular prices. These manufactur
ed articles find their way into many
department stores- of a certaln kind.
Stores of the higher type bave, as e
rule, thelr own factories.

As much of the old clothing foundin
these. dumps have been infected stith
contaglous disease germs, which are
caly prevented from coming into con-
tact with the face of tbe user by a
layer of ticking, it-Is safe to say that
many kinds of disease bave their ort-
gin in such abom!nable bedding.

Every bousekeeper has seen what &
few germs of fermentation will do
when tbey find thelr way into a jar of
ler preserves. She will find this a
good illustration of what the germs in
such a dirty kind of mattress will do
ehould they ind entrance to the body.

The safest plan, then, {3 to buy bed-
ding from a very reliable 8rm having
the mark of their own manufactare.
If she cannot afford high priced bed-
ding it 13 an easier matter to make it
herself than run the risk of buying the
cheaper. kind, Tbere are many . very
good grades of cheap mattress and pil-
low filllngs on the market, including
clean byglenic vegetable moss ag well
as felt It s not a diticult matter to
construct good bedding from these, es-
‘peclally for the beds and cribs of
young children, who are so susceptible
to Infections.

A very good sanitary pillow for a
young infant is made by baking the
ordipary kind of nonabsorbent cotton
in the oven until it is brown and Suffy.
This makes a deligbtful pillow for a
little head to rest upon and a cheap
oce &lso, )

It is also timely to remark that be--
fore having any old bedding made
over be sure to have It thoroughly
washed and renovated by washing or
steaming or otherwise disinfecting it
The making over process sets free
many germs otherwise Inactive.

How to Use the Cleansing Coal Oil.

How many people really know the
value of coal oll in housekeeping? Iron
rust and stains of all kinds can be re-
moved from white porcelain tubs and
sinks. It will cleap and disinfect the
toilet cheaper nnd better than anything
else. The windows can be cleaned in
the coldest weather with coal ofl and
a sponge or cloth. Simply ose it as
you would water, dry with a soft cloth
and polish with another. It will take
the black off yonr pots and pans when
all other remedies fafl. It will remove
grease and dirt from your gas range
and keep it clean. It will polish nickel,
and it will take the black off your sil-
ver that you don't use coustantly with
very little of the usual elbow grease.
Coal ofl will clean sour kitchen paints
better than ansthing else and keep
your lincolenm from cracking.

How to Utilize Oiscarded Stockings
For Holders and Dusters.

The Board of Trade held u meeting
in Engine hall -Wednesday evening.

1>, Campbell, superintendent of the
Shirley Industrial School for  Boys,
who gave a tine general outline of the
boys at the school and what that in-
stitution is endeavoring to do in order
that the boys may hecome useful citi-
zens when they leave the school and
make good. Mr. Campbell gave em-
phasls to the fact that a large number,
or about sixty percent of the bovs
who are committed to the schaol, are
not normal mentally. He alsno gave
interesting facts relative to the en-
vironments which caused -the boys tu
5o wrong and further stated that
tifty-two percent of the boys at the
schonl were of foreign parentawxe.
The method of discipline and also
the pareole work of the school was
discussed at length by Mr. Caumpbell,
who possessed a large fund of in-
formation gained by personal experi-
ence. which had bheen c¢compiled and
was now on record at the school for
reference.  In closing he stated that
up to the present time about seventy
percent of the bovs whe leave the
schnol make gonod and that the boys
who left the schonl joined the Shirley
Industrial School Alumni, which meets
twice a year. once at the schonl and
alsn at the Boston City club, where
Mr. Campbell and also the trustees of
the institution have an opportunity to
keep in touch with their conduct:
kind of employmen?, assoeciations. etc.,
and that every bnoy who is discharged
from the school until he reaches man-
hoonds kept under a method of kindly
surveillance through parole and other
sources or until the school oflicialx
are satisfied that it iz no longer neces-
sary to do so.

is crisp remove from pan and put in
the eggs, reduclog the heat. The eggs
must fry slowly. YWhen done on one
side or both sides put on bot platter.
Garnish with bacon and parsley.

A Tempting Dish.

Bacon and Egg Balls.—Have some
hot fat in a deep pan. The tempera-
ture should be that necessary for frit-
ters. Stir it until jt whirls around

quickly. Now break un cgg into this

miniature whirlpoot and keep the frit-
ter turning with the stick till the egg
is of the consistency of i poached one
and quite roupd; then lift it out and
lay it in a lot disb. Let the dish lean
toward the fire to' keep the cggs bot.
Do as many more as you require in
the same way. They will keep hot
and soft in the dish Lefore the fire for
quite haif an hour. Serve either on a
square of fried bacon piaced on a fried
crouton or on a dish with little curls
of fried bacon between.
Delicious With Cream.

Creamed Bacon on Toust.—Take half
a pound of thinly sliced Lucon, a cup-
ful of milk, a tablespoonful of flour.
four pleces of .toast, four sprigs of
parsley. Put the bacon fn a hot frying
pan and fry until crisp. Drain off
nearly all the drippings, sprinkle with
flour and mix. Then add tbe cold miik
slowly.. Boll three minutes slowly.
Stir quite often. Serve on toast gar-
nished with pargle_y.

Served With Sauce.
Fried Bacon With Cream S$auce.—

ing pan, keep turning untll brown, but
not hard. Remove, put c¢n slices of
toast.  Put a tablespoonful of flour
into the pan with bacon fat, mix until
smooth, put over fire. Add a cupful
of cold milk and bofl" two minutes,
adding a little pepper and salt. Stir
until smooth and creamy.

COLD WEATHER PIES.

EAT pies are popular in Eng-
M land. They are made with any
meat and often have a crust of
pastry. Those made with beef are the
most popular.

Baked Ment Pic.—Take one and a
half pounds of Leef, a quart of cut po-
tatoes, half a cupful of cut onion, half
a cupful of finely cut carrot, two table-
spoonfuls of tinely cut parsley, a tea-
spoonful of salt, vne-third teaspoonful
of paprika and 1 tablespoonful of flour,
Wash the meat, cut in small pleces,
put into a saucepan, cover with boliing
water and boil slowly for two and a
half hours: then add the onion, carrot,
potatoes, salt, paprika and boil for half
an hour. There must be a pint of
gravy. Mix the flour with a little cold
water, aidd and toil a few minutes.
Line bakepan witl: crust, pour in the
meat and vesetalies, cover and brush
the top with ol milk and bake for
twenty minutes, or until light brown.

18 excellent to clean an iron sink? It
does not sofl the bands, and it is8 sani-
tary, as it is burned after using, thus
doing away with the unsightly and
unsanitary sink cloth.

Pour on the sink about a tablerpoon-
ful of kerosene, then wipe with the
paper. A sink cleaned in this way is
free from grease. It is glossy and
sheds the water. - Therefore it does
not rust casily.

How to Keep the Kitchen Paint Bright
and Clean.

Kitchen paint will soon aecquire a
shabby, dull look from the frequent
cleaning that {8 necessary in this room.
The use of soap only increases the dif-
ficulty, especially it the paints are var-
nished. A good plan is to boll one
pound of bran in a gallon of water for
an bour, then wash the paint with this
bran water. It will not only be kept
clean, but bright and glossy.

Fresh. .

after it 18 cut wrap it'in a linen cloth
