of tbe higher mountain ranges. 

Its diet Is e.vtraordinarlly varied nnd 
includes fresh •water clains, crawfish, 
frogs, turtles, birds and tbelr eggs, 
poultry, nuts, fmlts nhd green com. 
When near water raccoons bave a curi­
ous and unique habit ot washing tbelr 
food betore eating It Tbeir fondness 
for green com leads them into frequent 
danger; for when bottom land com 
tfempts tbem away from tbelr usual 
haunts raccoon hunting with dogs at 
night l)ecomj5s an especially favored 
^port. Raccoons, nre extraordliiatlly 
intelligent animals and make Interest­
ing and amusing p£ts. 

Tbey began,to-flgure in our frontier 
literature at an early -date. Coon-
Bkla caps, with the ringed tails hang­
ing like plumes, made tbe favorite 
headgear of many pioneer hunters, and 
coonskins were recognized articles of 
barter at country stores. Now that 
the Increasing occupation of tbe coun­
try is crowding out more and more of 
our wild lite it Is a pleasure to note 
the persistence with wliich these char­
acteristic and interesting animals con­
tinue to hold tbeir own in so much ot 
their original range.—Xational Geo­
graphic Magazine.

The history ot gold mining regions 
repeats Itaelf.

Tben somo one digs a 
bole In the groimd to put In a post, 
scoops out a cellar tor a bouse, or 
sometblng Uke tbat, and flnds in tbo 
dirt takeu out Indications ot.-tbe-^pre-
clous metaL He doesn't say anything 
to anybody, but goes off and gets it 
assayed. Tbe report being favorable, 
ho lets it bo known tbat be bas gold ou 
his property. Tboso wbo strike Indica­
tions pre-empt claims and organize 
companies witb a tew dollars capital, 
most ot whlcb is spent tor printing 
certiflcates of stock. Every foot ot tbe 
ground In tbe vicinity is staked out for 
miufes, wblcb cross and rccross one an-
ober at every conceivable angle. Tbere 
are tbousands ot tfae certiflcates, near­
ly all worthless.

.sbe, kept iu tbe garret.-- She uever 
looked at tbe names of tbe companies 
tbey represented or bothered her head 
as to tbelr value. Indeed, tbey were 
worthless or they would not bave come 
so easily into ber husband's possession. 
Every night his pockets were searched 
and emptied, but In the morning be 
would not miss hla loss,- If Ills wife 
had taken a few coins he mlgbt have 
noticed. It, but milling stocks were 
quite a different matter, Wben be 
<vcnt round to tbe billiard room In tbe 
evening be would think that he had 
won some shares tbe night before, bat, 
flndlng none In bis pocket, fancy be 
had been mistaken.
