"^ree dOzen" politely bowed, folded 
b i s arms and moved off the track, the 
crowd dispersed and the cars went on 
their way.

losses may be prevented by injecting 
into the ears of infestei} animals a

Dipping Not EffecUve. . 
Cnlike the.cattie fever tick, .which 

attaches Itself to the outside portions 
Of cattle, the eair tick caphol be eJidi-
cated, or controlled by the:ordinary 
methods of dipping. The. remed'y thor:̂ . 
oughly tested by.the burean .of animal' 
indtistry In. field Investigations con­
sists, of/.two ijarts by .volume of or­
dinary coEOmefdal pine tar and one; 
part by volume of cottonseed oiL Thia(! 
mixture is fijjected directly into the 
ears by means of a metal or.hard rub­
ber syringe. ^.-., . -

I D mixing the Ingredients the coitoii-
seed, oil should be added to-the pine 
tar and stirred until a tmlfbrinly 
smooth mlxture^is obtained. In cold 
WeaUier the pine tar -aiid cottonseed 
oil should be warmed so they will mix 
rehtUIy and- flow freely, but they 
should not be heated more than is nec­

Tills preparation when pro]?erly-ap^' 
piled kills the ticks but does not Injure 
the animals:;'Cottonseed oil is a fairly-
good, solvent for ear wax, and the mix­
ture penetrates ordinary loose masses 
of ear wax and ticks, but It wIU not 
penetrate the hiird masses, io break 
np which the use of an ear.pPoBe made 
of ballngjwlre.'ls suggested;. The prep­
aration -recommended not .only kills 
all ear ticks .with which it come? in

Herds grazing 
on infested ranges should be treated 
lote In the fall or early In ttie winter 
to prevent winter and spring losses to-
poorly nourished range cattle. All 
animals In nn Infested herd should be 
treated whether or no t they show in­
festation. 

When animals are grossly Infested 
aud the ear canals are packed full of 
ticks the parasites are easily visible, 
but when the Infestation is light or 
moderate the tlcjjs may be overlook^. 
The parasites nsuall^ attach them­
selves in the deep folds of the ear or" 
crawl into the ear icanal and follow it 
inward, sometimes as far as the ear 
dnmi. Animals badly infested usually 
shake their heads and repeatedly turn 
them from side to side, meanwlille In­
verting flrst one ear and then the 
other., 
Restraining Animals fd»- Treatment 

Most aniinals. oppose the Insertion 
of anything into their ears. The farm­
er who has only a few gentle farm ani­
mals to treat may tie them to a post 
or restrain'* them by other well-known 
methods, but In treating herds bf wild 
range cattle or horses special equip­
ment, such as dehorning chutes, brand­
ing chutes or other cattle chutes may 
be used. 

Ear ticks are especially prevaleilt In 
the semlarid sections of the south­
western area of the United States, The 
infested areas, however, extend as far 
north as Nevada and Oregon. The 
cllmote In parts of Texas, Oklahoma, 
New SIcxIco, Arizona and California 
seems to favor their rapid multiplica­
tion. The ticks remain attached to 
the cars of the animals for several 
months, and shipments of live stock 
from the infested area to various 
points In the United States cause the 
parasites to become widely disseminat­
ed, but moisture Is apparently' detri­
mental to their developnient In'certaln 
stages, nnd they do not seem to .be 
able to flourish tn any part of the 
United States except the semlarid 
sections of tho West.".-

I have certainly h'ad some wonder­
ful experiences since coming over 
here. Upon my arrival I was ilrst sent 
to a signal school, as every officer 
coming over liere had to attend a 
sc'nooi pertaining to his branch of-the 
service, .\ftor' leaving that 1 was as­
signed to .a French division at Ver­
dun as signal observer. I was there 
neatly a month and at that place T 
received my baptism ct shell fire and 
belie'.'e me It is some sensation.
