Men Wu.nwd to Attend Town Mecting.
The town.meeting on Monday even»
ing was no exception to the rule that
few> of our citizens take Interest
enough In town affairs to attend spe-
clal town meetings, There were about
‘twenty-five. voters in_the town :hall
when Town. Clerk Remick called the
meeting to order at 7.30 and read the
varrant.  On motion of T. F. Mullin,
n K. Clark was elected modera-
tol. n motion of John M. Maloney
the meeting adjourned until eight
o'clock Monday evening, Aprll 28, This;
motion was. carried unanimously. It
wag made because of the belief 'of the
voters who were “present that they
weré too few in number to pass upon
the Iimportant matters contained In
the - warrant and that another oppor-
tunity should be given to get out a
larger attendange. -

The desirability of a large attend-
ance will be better appreciated when
it i{s realized that ft. is’ quite possible
that as much money will be appropri-
ated on the three articles in the war-
rant as was appropriated at the an-
nual meeting. This i{s so because:

1. The board of health asks for
3800 more to hire a public health
nurse, presumably in addition to the
nurse we already have who is required
to do both health nursing and district
nursing.

The unanimous report of the com-
mittee “to consider the advisability of
purchasing motor-fire apparatus and
_reorganizing the fire department”
recommends the purchase of a White’
Triple Combination Hose Chemical
Pumping Flre Car at a cost of $8400,
and the employment of not more than
two permanent firemen.

3. The additional -appropriation
asked for highways {s uwnderstood to
be wanted to enable the town to ma-
cadamize Park street from the state
highway to the Groton ‘line to meet
the macadam road which the town of
Groton has appropriated $75,000 to
build. Just what this will cost the
town of Aver is uncertain as is also
the amoiint. of assistance, if any, that
will be given by the county and the.
commonwealth. But the residents of
East Main street are not Inclined to
allow any further large expenditure on
Park street until East Main street is
rebuilt. They say that the latter is
not only more important to the town
as the connecting link in the state
highway system, but that the highway
commission will be more disposed to
assist the town in building ft, and
Washington street residents one and
all say that it is much more important
than either of Park street or East
Main street and myst be flxed up if
either of the other streets are. The
meeting may decide to macadamize all
three streets and in that event the tax
rate will pretty nearly “hit the sky.”

_Gen. Feyton C. March came to
Camp Devens last Saturday to inspect
the camp which the war department
contemplates buying. He came upon
the parnde fleld just before the start
of the review of the 101st regiment,
to attend which a gathering of
notables, including Governor Coolidge
and Mayor Peters of Boston, had
journeyed up from Boston.

The review of "Boston’s Own” was
late in starting, but during the delay
thousands of frlends from Boston and
other -communities which é_ontrlbutcd
soldiers to the regimeont visited at the
‘barracks; afd oMaeers’ quarters, “Hun-
dreds of automobiles were drawn up
on the parade fleld, and' many re-
unions were held bctween past and
present commanders and members of
the “Fighting Ninth" and the “Dandy
Fifth.”

Gen, March's arrival at headquar-
ters wns awaited by Major-General
McCain and all the offivers of the
camp staff, including Brig.-Gen.
Palmer A. Pierce, depot brigade com-
mander, and formerly of the 27th
division of New York. = °*

‘and an order was lasued for a formal
parade of the regiment, during which
Col. Logan -gave the orders, and they
were executed by battalions. The'sec-
ond time of passing found thé specta-
tors able to identify every company
and to pick out their friends. - A gen-
eral ‘reunion .followed the ceremonles.
Chaplain Michael J. O'Connor, who
was chaplain.of the old 9th, and is
now | senior division chaplain, met

Gen. -March said that there Is
$1,700,000 avaflable which the swar
department , can spend pro rata for
the organization ef natiopnal guard
units in states, which s provided in
'existing law. He sald he had received
no Information on the intention of
any states to form national guard
units, but would be prepared to assign
ingpector instructors on !ormntlo:: of |
such units,

“This is one of the camps we are
talking of making a permanent estab-
lishment if we can obtain the consent
of congress,” he said. "It is contem-
plated to add 5000. acres to the pres-
ent reservation all of which would be
used in training.”

General March sald the question of
universal service and training was a
matter for congress, but that the train.
ing camp would be used for, either en-
listed men or youths sclected accord-
ing to the draft i{dea. He indicated
that while the preponderance of troop
arrivals from France would be
handled in "New York, shipments to
this camp may be increased beyond
the scheduled 12,000 per month. He
said that the record of 4000 dis-
charges a day, made with the 27th
division -in’ New York would he ex-
ceeded by Major General McCain's
plan to discharge 19,000 Y. D. men
in two days. - “General McCain al-
ways does things well,” he said.’

He was entertained at.lunch at,
Maj.-Geh. McCain's quarters at which’
Maj.-Gen, Hale and other general of-
ficers: were the guests. The trip
around the camp by autoniobile was
concluded before night, and he went
to Boston enroute to New York. He
contemplated  $2,000,000 extension
here. During the .inspection. he re-
ceived information from quartermas-
ter officers of the construction and
public utilitles departments,

Review of the 26th Division,

The final review and inspection of
New England’'s Yankee Division took
place at Camp Devens on Tuesday af-
ternoon. SiX states sent their govern-
ors to pay homage to the 26th Divi-
sgion, which, while of the United States
of America, is first and last New Eng-
land's own. A great assembly of pco-
ple attended the ceremonles, far larger
than any previous audience at the
military functions of this war. A can-
tonment designed only for training
proved entirely inadequate for the
masses of spectators which crowded
on all sides of the great parade fleld.
Army officers estimated that there
were 200,000 present, but scarcely a
tenth of them could see the passing in
review or the placing of decorations
with any degree of satisfaction. With-
lin the cantonment gates were fully
30,000 automobiles” which came in a
steady procession for hours preceding
the ceremonies and filled all roads
leading from camp, from bank to
bank., for hours after the review
ended. .

Every building top., telegraph and
telephone pole, every hill which com-
manded a view of the parade field,
was black with humanity. Military
police were obliged to ride horses

to keep a path clear for the marching
thousands. FEven on review, Y. -D.
men had an opportunity to show thelr
diseipline, courage and coolness, for a
big black horse tore the reins loose
from an orderly and galloped right
through the massed division ‘band of
250 musicians, the members of which
paid no attention to the plunging ani-
mal which endangered their lives, and
the music proceeded in smooth and
perfect harraony.

The six New England governors, ac-
companied by adjutant-generals and
staff mambers, assembled at the point
ot review, which was marked by a
gilk American flag firmly placed in the
sand on the end of the parade field.
Governors (falvin Coolldge of Massa.
chusetts, Marcus H. Holcomb of Con-
necticut, the dean of the group of
chief executives: Carl H. Milliken of
Maine, R. lLivingston Beeckman of
Rhode Island, John H. Bartlett of
New Hampshire and  Percival W.
Clemen: of Vermont stood as the reps
regentatives of all New England,

Not a cloud was visible, heat radiat

during its nineteen months of service
abroad, followed the .natfonal air and
the entire assemblage stood at salute.

Major-General Hale, stll followed
closely by his staff, advanced before
the fiags and in measured volce ad-
dressed the division. Brigadier-Gen-
eral George H. Skelton, the first chief
of staff ‘'of the Y. D./later commander
of the 104th Infantry and then the
5ist Infantry Brigade commander,
commanded the color escort. The
words of the divislon commander con-
veyed to the command his feeling of
pride in the occasfon, an honor which
‘was shared by all‘units of the division.
He spoke in regret that each organiza-
tion did not carry flags so that they
could be decorated, but declared they
shared equally in thg ,honor

Major Emerson G. Taylor, assistant
to Lieut.-Col. John J, Murphy, acting
chiet of staff, whose voice was still
'husky from a cold, read the divisional
.order, naming the battles and dates.
Lieut.-Col. Charles A, Stevens, division
adjutant, carried the battie ribbons.
As soon as the readlng of the order
was completed the! band music began
with the most ramOUs French soldier
song, ‘‘Madelon,” ‘and the division
commander and stat! advanced to the
line of flags. ’

The regimental ﬂags, each beauti-
fully embroidered wlth a representa-
tion of the seal ot the United States,
were lowered, and over the top of the
pike, between the sllk and the bronze
point, the ribbons .were securely fast~
cned. Blue ribbons were used to dec-
orate the flags of the infantry regi-
ments, silver letters ‘setting forth the
names of the battles,’: On the artillery

for the engineers, ‘orange for the sig-
nal corps and blue for the machine
gun .battallons. Official army photog-
raphers who served with the Y. D. in
France recorded these scenes, as did
a large battery of camera men. Cheers
followed the conclusion of the cere-
mony. Later, silver bands will be en-
lgraved and placed on the flag po'es.
Until then the battle streamers will
signalize the proud achicvements of
the Y. D, organization.
