before us is this League of Nations.
We have no other League of Natjona.
We have only this o6ne. We must
take this one or no one can tell what
will come. ’

in it as it is now, but amends the

Treaty which ‘declares. that if any
three nations sign the Treaty with

enter into international relations with
Germany. - They may open up trade
and start to do business with Ger-
many just the same as if all the other
nations had signed it.

President Lowell, 'of Harvard, has
clearly explained every single idea
there is in-the League and every pur-
pose of it—simply that we may be able
to have some sort of an organized
body by which we may have internat-
fonal cooperation in keeping peace,
international cooperationn in helping
to protect weaker peoples, internation-
al cooperation in providing a certain
uniformity of law in the protection of
the laboring people of the world, in-
ternational cooperation to prevent the
spread of disease and other evils.
There is little for me to say on that
last proposition. When influenza was
sweeping over the country didn't we
wish that we had some kind of an
internationdl health bureau by which
we could have kept that disease out?
And that is only the beginning of
many diseases which will sweep the
world as a result of the war, of the
impoverished condition of Europe and
the unhealthful conditions of living
forced upon the soldiers in the trench-
es.
