leged alienations of the aftectiona of 
tho, pialntirCs husband. William P. 
Crawford; verdicts for thfi defendants, 
wero rendered by a Suffolk Jury be­
fore Judge, 'V'̂ hite. yesterday." 

The'verdlct w-as none the less pleas­
ing ' to the many friends of Mr. and 
Mrs. "Blood because U was the one ex­
pected. To all who have been familiar 
with the clrcunijitancos no other ver­
dict could have beun given by an In-
telllgerit Jurj', 

The facts brought out at the four-
days' trial Itist week wero briefly as 
follows: On December 15. 1913. w-hlle 
In the performance of his duties as 
undertaker, Mr. Blood was approach­
ed at his home by William Crawford, 
who!represented himself a s an agent 
from the American Mercantile Co., of 
Low-ell, a <;pllectlng agency. Ari ap-
polntmerit -was made to look over'the 
books of Mr. Bl.ood, whifch contained 
several hundred dollars' worth ot un­
paid bills, and these to the amount of 
about $700 were given Mr. Crawford 
tor collection trom his houso of busi­
ness.* Mr. Cra-Bvford asked tor and re­
ceived an amo.unt for a retainer, which 
he said w-as a usual procedure. In a 
short conversation which followed, Mr. 
Crawford spoke of the fact that he 
w-ould like to.be as pleasantly located 
as Mr. Blood, drawing com'parisoiis pt 
his marriage relations which wore un­
flattering to his wife. Mr. Blood ex­
pressed due sympathy as he would,'to 
any pleasant'stranger and thought no 
more about the affair. Shortly after­
ward,he was surprised ori receiving a 
letter from Mr, Craw-ford, froin Cas-
tlne. Me., In which he begged a per­
sonal loan of $25. speaking again of 
his unpleasant relations with his wife, 
on account of her extreme extrava­
gances and ikisjlrig he must have money 
to get btick. liomer • . , 

Mr. Bipod, Vhaving no precedent ih 
his cxperieiico,', took pity on b lm.and 
sent ,him th'e imoney, thinking,it safe 
enough t^at ' the man woi^ld refund 
when h e , returned and payments 
should be liiade, on the unpaid bills 
given him t'or collection. .; 

Later, Mr..JBlobd being In. Boston 
on business, .w-as met -by Mr. Craw­
ford, w-ho"madean effort to again en­
list h i s sympathy,. and said he was 
about to lose his household goods un­
less lie cou'l'd ri lse J260, and that he 
would give security. Again Mr, Blood 
assisted him.,;-, ; ^ 

Oti two occixslona Mr. Crawford was 
very nearly a .self-invited guests at 
the home of•„^I^. and Mrs. Blood, as 
he Had ; business for . the ' collectlri^ 
agency w-lth other, citizens of the town, 
and going to i i r . Blood's to inquire tor 
a lunching ipi^ce was offered hospi­
tality. . . ':.,,IT 

In May'ot>191-», without any warn­
ing, the suit: fbr alienation ot the af-
fecttowot her husband by "Mrs. Craw-' 
ford, was brought against Mr. Blood, 
arid his property and later that of his 
wife attached. . 
- Mention w-is made of th i s . fac t in 
our local papers, but later all men­
tion w-as dropped, as the case was only 
too plainly one of extortion and black 
mall, tho terms- which were, applied to 
It by Judge Atwood ot A y e M n a n u h i 
offlclal talk with the. defendant some 
time ago, and.used by Judge White ot 
the superior .court in Cambridge In 
giving his charge to the Jury last week. 

The testltnony during the hearing 
revealed tlie low moral status of hbth' 
Mr. .and Mrs.. Crawford. Court rec­
ords showed !;that Mrs. Crawford had 
been arrosted-Ior drunkenness.and dis­
orderly condtict, and disclosed several

gain their ends. 

'The defendants' counsel was Atty. 
Hamilton ot the flrm ot Hamilton & 
Eaton, Boston. Bils clients had hla 
hearty support and sympathy from the 
first and he stated that In the course 
of .his practice of flfty-sevon years,-he 
being over eighty at the present time, 
ho had never had a case exactly like 
this, not- one which so plainly revealed' 
a purpose of extortion from the first. 
Although he deplored the tact that his 
clients were obliged to pass through 
such a trying ordeal he expressed 
much pleasure In meeting them, and 
happiness over the verdict. The Judge 
also was most kindly lenient during 
the testimony ot the defendants and 
most condemning in hla attitude to­
w-ard both the plaintiffs. 

The complete exoneration of our 
ow-n townspeople, who have been plac­
ed In a humiliating situation, Is no 
less pleasing to all who have known 
and beeri associated with both In many 
w-ays in days that are past, and they 
are congratulated that the dark cloud 
under which they have been placed 
for the. past flve years and more Is 
lifted.
