y. M. .C. A. war work. 

A detailed statement of the AB-
aociatlon's expenditures for work In 
the home camps shows that 950 
buildings were constructed in the six 
mliitar>' departments at a cost of 
$7 698,984. In maintaining and oper­
ating these buildings the Y. M. C. A. 
expended $3,965,736. 

The concerts, vaudeville and other 
entertainment provided the men on 
this side cost the Y. M, C. A. $1,166,-
767. Its motion picture shows in the 
home camps cost $2,326,271. It 
provided alhleUc suppUes and physi­
cal directors to carry out its athleUc 
program at an expense of $1,503,179. 
It expended $923,629 tor wriUng ma­
terials and tor financing camp news­
papers and publications. 

The religious work in the home 
cirops was done at an expense of 
$2,105,816. For educational literature, 
lectures, French instruction and U-
brary service the Association spen* 
$14.92,737, and for sex hygiene edu­
cation and Uterature, $73,704. Other 
items iDClnde $260,634 for war work 
in the Canal Zone, Porto Rico, the 
Philippines and other territories, 
$192,386 for work nmong the em­
ployees of munitions plants and other 
war Industries; and $442,061 for work 
with the StudenU' Army Training 
Corps. 

The Y. M. C. A-'s work overseas 
with the A. E. F., from its IncepUon 
to the end of last March, also is stat­
ed in detail. In this period, it Is shown 
$4,801,271 was spent for huU and 
tents, $2,950,421, for furniture,, equip­
ment and mbtion picture outfits, and 
$1,014,337 for operation of huts and 
field tinlU. The Y. M. C. A. further 
spent, for motor transport and mis­
cellaneous equipment, $2,671,738; for 
motor transport devoted exclusively 
to its canteen service, $30,296; and 
for. operation and maintenance of its 
motor transport, $1,170,761. 

The statement ,shows that supplies 
worth $1,794,771 were distributed free 
to the doughboys, that Y. M. C. A. 
Christmas gifts and entertainments 
represented an expenditure ot $651,-
963, and that it supplied writing ma­
terials, free newspapers, etc., to over­
seas men, to the value of $2,296,808. 
In operating the leave areas in vari­
ous part of France, the Y. M, C. A. 
spent $831,601,- and in managing a 
chain of hotels for the men on leave 
In the larger cities it expended $477,-
956. 

On its overseas religious work tho 
Y. M. C. A, spent $467,584, on Its 
education and library work, $991,932. 
Its concerts and entertainments were 
given at a cost of $850,969 and its 
motion picture shows at a cost of $1,-
066,757. Its overseas athletic pro­
gram cost it $1,957,301. 

Through the International Commit­
tee ot the Y. M. C. A., $16,042,695 
was expended, trom the beginning of 
operations in 1917 to the end ot last 
March, in work with the Allied 
armies, and $1,058,591 In work -with 
prisoners of war. Of the sum of these 
two Items the War Work Council 
contributed $14,409475. 

The expenditures with the Allied 
armies included $6,738,744 tor France; 
$497,369 tor Great Britain; $3,139,-
951 tor Italy, $4,805,935 tor Russia and 
$860,694 for other Allied countries. 

For the prisoners of war in Ger­
many tho Y. M. C. A. spent $117,988, 
in Denmark, $99,087; In Austrla-
Hungar>', $146,812; In Swltzeriand, 
$247,950; in Turkey, $56,206, and in 
other countries, $390,645. 

Tho summary ot the roport shows 
that for its work among the men 
under arms in tho United States thc 
Y. M. C. A. spent in aU, $30,187,108. 
Its -ftork among tho men of the A. 
E. F. cost $43,089,242. The total ex­
penditure for Allied armies and pris­
oners ot war was $14,409,175, The 
coat ot Rolooting, recruiting, training 
and p.aylng tho sustenance and trav­

The concluding annotmcement set­
tles it—nearly all the soldiera, be 
they colonels or bucks, come right 
along. The result is that most ot 
them see the works of great masters 
through the eyes of one who under­
stands them—tor the guide is herself 
an aitist—and spend the whole day 
absorbing the beauty and history of 
this fascinating old city.

Men who have 
taken the trip before see her Ameri­
can army marching into the great ca­
thedral ot the Guild Houses ot the 
Steen. and join i t And from the 
time she meets hor soldiers in morn­
ing till the 6 p. m, train leaves for 
Brussels, she never deserts them. At 
noon she ts.kes them to the Anglo-
Beige Y. M. C. A. for luncheon, .at 5 
o'clock the sight.'^eelng trip ends, but 
she volunteers to conduct those who 
•wished to buy souvenirs and art pro­
ducts in the best shops and help do 
their shopping. 

•W-hon the C.ornians entered Belgium 
in 1914 the Wambach family lett AiiX-
wcrp tor a town near Holland, The 
Germans reached that place, too, in 
a short while, am! gavo the inhabitants 
only six hours to leave beforo invest­
ing the town. Mllo. Wambach had to 
•walk to the border, several miles 
away, as thoro was no time to wait 
for a train or oven to collect one's 
baggage.

But boforo lea'ving Belgium 
sho had begun working tor tho 
wounded in hospit-Us, and singing for 
them, and she later returned to 
France to rcsutno that •woric In Bor­
deaux she joined tho Amorican Y, M.

Rbose sources of information are such 
that many economists and statisticians 
i re availing themselves of the results.-
This survey puts America's minister 
at the bottom of the ladder of the na­
tion's income receivers—and -with re-
Bponsibillties which equal those of any 
captain of industry. 

A worker In a silk mill, a laborer in 
a rubber plant, a paper maker, a work­
er in a shoe factory—all are getting 
bigher average wages, the stirvey 
shows, than does America's minister, 
city or country. Nor does the city 
man receive the luxurious salary that 
many, persons, including, many country' 
parsons, believe he does. Not four 
ministers in a thousand, according to 
the survey, receive $5,000 a year.- In 
no Instance, whatever the denomina­
tion, dt>es a majority receive $1,000, 

Cotton Pickers Better Off. 
Are you a Congregatlonallst? In 

2,783 churches the yearly pay to our 
ministers has been less than $1,000. 
Are yon a Presbyterian? You are then 
on the less than $1,000 list with 6,415 
ministers. In the event that you are a 
Methodist the charge is that 4,719 pas­
tors are trying.to exist on the $20 a 
week that you pay them. Bpiscopallans 
io a little better, yet half of their rec­
tors receive less than the $1,600 a year 
which govemment economists regard 
iS the.minimum on 'which a family can 
be decently maintained. 

The initial cost of the cheapest "fliv­
ver" on the market Is less than $600, 
but a very good, conscientious pastor, 
it Is shown, can be hired for a year for 
that sum. 

Ministers In the South are preaching 
to fltty or more cotton pickers who in­
dividually are paid more for picking 
cotton than their entire neigborhood 
pays to the preacher In a year. 

One ot the aims ot the present co-
aperatlon of the world's Protestant de-
aomlnatlons is to end this disgrace of 
the underpaid minister. With unlver-
iities, business houses and municipali­
ses dally taking action to provide for 
'.he comtort of their workers, the 
:hurch is to keep pace -with the times, 
ind to arrange not only for adequate 
?ay tor its workers, but to provide 
pensions tor those no longer able to 
work.

One hundred leaders of the Con-
gregational Church havo Just met In 
Chicago and enthusiastically endorsed 
the Interchurch World Movements 
pledging that denomination to under­
write Its porUon o£ the Interchurch 
budget. This action definitely and 
formally ties up the Congregational 
World Movement with tho Interchurch 
World Movement and marks the addi­
tion of another ot the great denomina­
tions of America to the World Move­
m e n t ' . 

"There was no question about otif 
endorsement of the Interchurch World 
Movement or of underwriting our 
share of the budget," said Dr. Frank 
H. Sheldon, general secretary of 
the - Congregational Education Board. 
"The church stands behind the move­
ment as an united body, deeming It a 
world need at tho present tlmo." 

On motion of Dr. C. E. Barton, sec­
retary of the Home Missionary Exten­
sion Boards, the committeo refused, at 
tho present time, to accept any greater 
allocation of the Interchurch budget 
than Is coatalned In its o-wn. world 
movement budget. 

Chesan by National Council 
Tho Committee ot 100 was ap­

pointed by the NaUonal Council of the 
chnrch at Grand Rapids in October to 
carry on the campaign of the Congre­
gational World Movement for ?50,-.

Among those present were Dr. Hu­
bert Herring, general secretary of the 
National Council; Cornelius H. Pat-
ton, secretary of the American Board 
of Foreign. Missions, and Herman 
Swartz, . secretary of the Congrega­
tional World Movement. 

The action of the Cormnittee ot 100 
was forecast by the announcement ot 
the Congregational delegates after at ­
tendance at the recent World Survey 
Conference at Atlantic City.

Ihg, The spm total ot the appropri­
ations this year, exclusive ot the state 
and county tojces are found to bo 
J40,001.71. Last year the appropria­
tions for all purposes, except taxes,, 
were J30,544.60 — considerably losa 
than was voted this year. Besldcs^ this 
tho town received %l,H9.4,§,^ff^'iii^ 
railway excise tax, and this •-frjlSij.ijfeC. 
on the highways. This .year nothliife' 
Is expected from this source, but thore 
were unexpended balances from last 
year which amounted to $2,527. This 
moro than offsets tho street railway 
tax, but It will probably all bo need­
ed, and perhaps oven more to pay for 
breaking roads and removing snow 
this w-lnter.
