Those who are working for the 
same end cannot forever ccjatinue working against each ether. 

Community Service has in our time come to stand for 
both an Organization and for an Idea. As an organization,. 
Community Ser'vice has back of it this princijile: Community 
Service is the medium through which the residents of a com­
munity get together and truly become members of it, -with a 
consequent real interest in Community well-being, pros­
perity and stability. 

Can the thing be done? Not over night, perhaps. Not by 
day after tomorrow, or even by next month. But, in the end—

One Is to "earn enough 
money to support my family and keep 
toy bills paid," and the other Is "to step 
down from a high place to resume my 
place among the shirtsleeve boys and 
give them a hand If I can I" 

Two history making statements from 
a man of Mr. Lane's attainments and 
station in l i fe ! And the remarkable 
part of It all Is that he puts the shirt­
sleeve matter—the thing, about helping 
his neighbors—ahead of that other 
thing—making more money in order 
the better to underwrite the Autumn 
of his l i fe! 

Few men reach a higher niche In the 
affections and confldence of the public 
mind than has this remarkable man 
from the West, who was once an ed­
itor, then a lawyer and flnally a mem­
ber of the President's cabinet and w-ho 
withdraws from public life to "earn a 
•better living" after rendering a sen-Ice 
to the government the extent and value 
of which would be Impossible to esti­
mate. Still fewer men are called to 
such responsible places as Franklin K. 
Lane will now occupy. He will enter 
the oil business as an executive for the 
.Doheny Interests and will be estab­
lished In New York city for that pur­
pose by April 1. But the rosy prospect 
of making "a living wage" after sev­
eral years spent In struggling along on 
the salary of a cabinet ofllcer has not 
blinded Mr. Lane to another opportuni­
ty—that for striking a few powerful 
blows on behalf of the "man who Is 
down, but never otit!" 

Franklin K, Lane hns accepted an In­
vitation from Commander Evangeline 
Booth to become the national chairman 
for the Salvation Army's nnnual ap­
peal for funds In 1020. He Is alroady 
on this ,1ob, although Wall Stroet does 
not greet lilin ns an oil well executive 
.for another month. 

"It Is a genuine privilege to flnd op­
portunity for encouraging a work so di­
rect nnd practical nnd so valuable to 
the masses ot tlie people as the work 
of the Salvation Army," said Mr. Lane 
at his offlco In Washington the other 
day. "When Commander Miss Booth 
asked me to tako the responsibilities 
of nntional chairman for tho 15)20 ap­
peal of that organization," continued 
the secretary, "tho flrst thought thnt 
flashed across ray mind was. How can 
I spare tlmo for such work when I 
am entering upon a commercial task 
of groat rosponslblllty? i 

"And thon there flashed across my 
mind a vision ot the things the Salva­
tion Army (100."!—thc help It gives to 
men nnd women nnd little children just 
when nnd whero they need It most— 
and I tliouglit to myself thnt after all 
there could he no more Important 
tiling than this. So I nccoptod—along 
With Ihe other Job—nnd I am trusting 
to tho generosity of my new employers 
to Indorse my action In the matter. 

"I believe every right thinking mnn 
and womnn In America owes tho Snlvn-
tlon Army some of his or her time 
every year. And I am going to pny 
my share. I am going to get my shoul­
der squarely behind thc movement for 
human that c n -win the hearts and 

tho confldence of the common people 
like this Salvation Atmy has won them 
In recent years. I am going to pull 
off my coat and do some real work 
that win shO"' where I stand when It 
comes to weighing the homely, unos­
tentatious and highly practical relief 
methods of this amazing band of work­
ers. I heard the call. The problems of 
the poor are there to be solved. _>nd 
thcy cnn use my poor eiTorts perhaps, 
so I havo answered the call. 

"I won't d o m u c h talking In the com­
ing drive. ' I wlU;do real work, and 
when I do talk I don't want to talk to 
anyone but actual workers. There will 
be no speech making by me to those 
whp might be curloiis to hear a former 
cabinet offlcer In action, but who are 
not Interested In the work bf the Sal­
vation Army. I shall talk to workers 
and only to workers. The day for ora­
tory in such matters has gone. We are 
down to brass tacks. 

"I think I owe It as a citizen of 
.\merlca to show my understanding 
and appreciation o f . the helpful work 
the Salvation Army Is doing In Its res­
cue homes, maternity hospitals, free 
CUDICS, Industrial homes, fresh air 
farms and,tenement house relief work. 

"My testimony i s not needed, how­
ever, in this matter, There are 2,000,-
000 or 3.000,000 of young Americana 
who went Into the' recent war either 
unaware that the Salvation Army ex­
isted or having no use for its methods 
if they did know o f l t So far as I can 
learn these men came out of that war 
unanimous on one subject—and that 
w a s that thc Salvation Army under­
stood the average man, knew how to 
deal with him and; simply 'delivered 
the goods' on tlie 100 per cent basis. 

"There Is no dlvlsIoii of opinion on 
that one subject. There could have 
been no greater test for the Salvation 
Army than the tost It received In the 
war. So atter all I,am merely adding 
my voice to the mighty chorus I have 
referred to when I say that the Salva­
tion Army has long since won the right 
to make an appeal to the rest of us 
for Its maintenance, and I am sure It 
will not make that appeal In vain. 

"The Salvation .\rmy one year ago 
abandoned Its old custom of begging 
In the streets the year around so that 
Its workers could devote all of their 
time and attention to the poor. It 
makes an annual appeal each Mny. 
Personally I know ot .no greater bul­
wark that could bo raised against the 
rising tide of hum:in unrest than to 
strengthen the hands of this band ot 
self sacrificing Christian tollers who 
have the confidonoo of nil mon and wo­
men, regardless of race, creed, color or 
position In Hfo, I think It Is impor­
tant for the Intores;.' o t our advancing 
civilization that such a practical and 
wholesome work lie stimulated and 
maintained to tho utmost. 

"They say there are no 'dowii nnd 
outers' any moro. Personally I do not 
boliovo It. or It I did boliove It I would 
know that tho abnormal times have 
swung the pendulum back too tar on 
one side—nnd that It will swing far 
to tho other side directly.. There will 
always be a bottom to society. The 
poor will always bo with us. Wo owe 
It to our fellow mon to know our nolch-
bor and share his troubles and prob­
lems, nnd only by that method can w-e. 
In nil fairness nnd righteousness, keep 
the scales even In this life. 

"I am proud to face the problems ol 
the poor w-lth tho Salvation Army In 
such a trj'Ing hour, and I hope, thnt 
American men and women will stand 
with me In the work ahead of us, Bul 
they must be workers. I shall have no 
time to entertain more obsen-ers."

a -woman who has read burial sorvicos 
over the deati and has sung to boys 
dying In her arms. 

Her name Is Mme, Ada Turner Kurtz. 
She has studied the doughboy to bet­
ter advantage, perhaps, than any 
other woman In France, for she was 
the only woman "if. liL C. A. •worker 
abroad who held a - ror ine commis­
sion," and who went wherever she 
believed sho was needed, from the 
forests in the South to the war zone 
in the 'North .and the decupled terri­
tory along the Rhine. She was a Y. 
M. C. A. entertainment and religious 
"unit" of ono—until she became voico 
teacher to musician-soldiers in the 
Army ot Occupation, -with a German 
offlcer's apartment for her studio. 

The A. a F. in Mme. Kurtz's opinion 
was the most chivalrous army in h i s ­
tory.

Into the forests cf the Bordeaux re­
gion, to tell the Impatient young sol­
diers of the S, O. S. that their job was 
vital. She tells of surprisiiig a unit 
that hadn't seen an American woman 
tor months, deep in a French forest; 
how they seized her, set her upon a 
box, scrambled for "slum" and knives 
and forks and spoons, every men eager 
to do something for her. And she tells 
how some ot them-would reach oiit 
and touch her. Just to prove that ' she 
was real. 

More than all else, Mme. Kurtz d& 
Clares, the doughboy craved tho 
mother-touch of womanhood. They 
sought It trom all the women workers, 
whatever their age. They wanted a 
woman with whom they were free to 
talk, to whom they could take theli 
troubles, and show the pictures they 
all carried of beloved women at home. 
The fact that the women war workers 
could satisfy this craving, M m e 
Kurtz says, is proof of how necessary 
they were to the army. 

The singer tells the story of one 
youth whom she picked up dying and 
carried to a hospital. As she held 
him, he opened-his eyes, and said, 
"Mother," She told h t o she w a s not 
his mother, but it was all right, he 
was to go to sleep. Then he said, 
"Thank God you're a woman," She 
tells the story of a Scotch boy who 
thought he -was dying. She w e n t tc 
him aad asked Mm what she should 
sing, 

"Sing '.innie Laurie,'" ho said 
And she sang It. 

He did not die. Later she had op­
portunity to ask him why, w h e n h£ 
thought he was dying, he asked hei 
to sing that song.

Annie Laurie for whom he would lay 
him down and dee?"

adequate; the Only reward of value Is 
the pleasure and knowledge of having 
done a thing that no honorable man 
could escape doing—his duty. Men 
w-ho were coerced into their duty much 
less deserve such a bonus, which v/ould 
be entirely Inadequate to satisfy those 
of mercenary spirit.

Mr, 
Kirkby's subject was "Our unfortun­
ate brothers," 

He began his address by declaring 
that he did not spe.ak .as a crimlnolo-
Ki.'-t or penologist and had no theories 
to expound. He stated that he had 
had twenty years' experience as police 
officer and probation ofllcer and that 
out of that experience he wished to 
present certain facts which he had 
learned. He then proceeded to rid 
the minds of his hearers ot the no­
tion that there is a "criminal class," 
Only by remembering that criminal 
offenders are brother men can people 
hope to deal s-ympathetlcally -ji-lth thc 
problem and :'.ccompllsh any good 
cither for the unfortunates themselves 
or for society. 

Mr, Kirkby paid an earnest tribute 
to tho police (ifficers of the common­
wealth. But for the kindness and 
courtesy of the!-e men many a young 
man w-ould have KOne on In a crim­
inal career a:id ended in prison, he 
Ra\d. Thc old type of police offlcer 
whose Idea of his Job was to make 
arrests and land men In Jail Is now 
extremely r.tre. 

The speaker distinguished between 
the misdemeanor .-md the felony and 
tho province of the lower and .superior 
courts. The chief part of his address 
<lealt with thc working of the proba­
tion l.aw .and Ihe work of the proba­
tion officer. M.-issachusetts was the 
first state to put n probation law on 
her .statute books and,' In her Insti­
tutions and in the operation ot the 
probation prineirle. stands flrat among 
tho New England states, 

Thc w-ork of tho prob.atlon offlcor 
begins with the young man who has 
been arrested charged with a criminal 
olTenee. Thc chances for tho offender 
dcpcrrd on his truthfulness. This the 
probation offlcer must tciit by his In­
vestigation, If his Investigation re-. 
veals circumstances that Justify giving 
the offender another chance tho proba­
tion offlcer appears beforo tho court 
and urges that It Is a case for proba­
tion. In case thc judge so decides tho 
offender p.asses under thc control ot 
thc probation offlcor. It Is then his 
business to prescribe the conditions 
under which his charge Is to live. 
He prescribes the place-and thc kind 
of work that he is to, do. 

Tho results, Mr. Kirkby declared, 
prove thc probation principle to bo 
the most elTcctlvc w6rklng scheme for 
dealing with criminal offenders with 
the double object of protecting socie­
ty and reclaiming unfortunate man­
hood. Thero are at present, he said, 
17,000 on probation In this state. Six­
ty percent of the cases arc succes-stul. 

The feature ot Mr. Kirkby's addrcss, 
which made It «6,.dceply Interesting 
that he could have held the attention 
of his hearers for nnother hour, was

TELLS HOW HUNS 
DESTROYED TOWN 

New England * Y Worker Re­
counts Thrilling Tale of 

German Retreat. 

Boston.—The de l ibera te and wilful 
des t ruc t ion ot a F r e n c h to-wn by re ­
t r e a t i n g H u n s was recounted today 
by T h o m a s Haydock of Brockton, 
Mass. , t he so le eye-wi tness tor sev-
ral hou r s to t h e bu rn ing of Att igny. 

Haydock, who h a s jus t r e tu rned 
from a year ' s service with the Sec­
ond Division, in "Which ho was a sec ­
re ta ry for t h e Y. M. C, A„ actual ly 
drove a c a m l o n e t t e loaded wi th can ­
teen suppl ies ac ros s No Man's Land 
dur ing the C h a m p a g n e Offensive. H e 
was In s ea r ch ot one of the r eg imen t s 
In the line and had been misd i r ec t ed 
by a soldier. 

Driving p a s t a F r e n c h moun ted pa ­
trol a t the toot of a hill , he c a m e 
unexpectedly to the edge ot a burn ing 
village, Athough mos t of the towns 
to the vicini ty wore smou lde r ing as 
a result ot t h e t e r r lhc shell tire to 
which they had been subjec ted , Hay­
dock inst inct ively s e n s e d someth ing 
amiss. 

After four , 'hours ot war>' invest i ­
gation on foot, whi le bui ldings col­
lapsed and loud d e t o n a t i o n s indicated 
where the Hun m i n e s had been 
plajited, he decided t h a t the enemy 
had evacuated after s e t t i n g in motion 
their hell ish mach ines of des t ruc t ion . 
All the public bui ldings , including the 
church and tiie ho te l de ville were 
ei ther in flames o r smoulde r ing ru ins . 

His most s tar t l ing discovery, how­
over, was that T h o m a s Haydock, e rs t ­
while respedc-d Brock ton citizen and 
business man, was in sole possession 
of the to-ivn s o m e w h e r e betw-een the 
Allied aad German l ines . On his left 1 
he hea.-d in te rmi t t en t ly the " t a c k - i 
t ack-a - t ack" of the busy machine

The Interchurch World Movement 
By E. A. E. Palmquist 

New England Divisional Secretary Interchurch World Movement 

A year before the 'svar, an outstanding Christian leader in 
broken health sought rest and recreation in far off Palestine. 
Beside the shores of the Sea of GalUee an inspiration came to him 
fo attempt to lead the Protestant forces of America into closer 
feUo'wship. But 'srhen his plan 'was presented to the outstanding 
leaders they felt the time ifvas not ripe for such an advanced, 
movement. 

Not until December, 1918, did his ideal take the form of 
reality. This time at the suggestion of the Southern Presbyter­
ian Church. 

Little more than a year has elapsed since that prophetic and 
significant meeting in Nevr York City'where the Interchurch World 
Movement •was launched. From that hour the movement has 
girdled the globe in its surveys. Its organization includes the 
great majority of the Protestant forces of North America. 

The -war clearly taught the value of co-operative effort in a 
great common objective. French, Britisher, Italian, American, 
Canadian and Ne'R- Zcalander each retained their o'wn national 
integrity but they all fought in such splendid co-operation that 
the forces of the Central Powers were overwhelmed. 

So the Interchurcii World Movement in this critical hour of 
the world's historj-, an hour in whieh if the church fails all seems 
to be lost, purposes to lead the great Protestant hosts into such 
close fellowship and co-operation that they shall be able to make 
the largest possible contribution for the salvation of the race.

Survey Made by Interchurch World Movement Shows T h a t Even the Cheap 
Lodging House Is Going Out of Business .

In Lincoln, 
Nob,, In 1915 thoro wero 1,756 non­
r e s iden t single men who applied tor 
aid, whllo In 1918 the re were only 136,

who w e n t to the lodging house and the 
bread line between his seasonal jobs . 

has been lifted from his old plane by 
the -n-ar, A s tudy of the condi t ions o t 
migran t labor Is now being conducted 
by the In te rchurch World Movemem: 
that It may lay the facta before t h« 
P r o t e s t a n t Churches of America 
whose closer co-oporat lon Is Its I.irge,• 
purpose. Th i s s tudy shows tha t t h r 
hobo htia found a closer succession i^ 
Jobs, a h igher r e t u r n tor his labor. Ho 
has becomo a lmoat a "ste.-uly" worker . 
He no longer needs his old rotugps. 

Beyond the reach of thoso agenc ies , 
he offers t h e P r o t e s t a n t Churches a a 
opportuni ty to provide now moans of 
Influencing his life and m a i n t a i n i n g 
his s t anda rds of living, and tho In t e r ­
church World Movement survey Is d e ­
termining how this m a y best b e 
achieved.

Dr. Ha-w-kes' assert ion Is based on 
tho fact t h a t tho nine Y. M. C. A. h u t i 
In Camp Pontanazen , Brest, each -with 
a capaci ty rang ing t rom 1,200 to 2,000, 
are crowded to tho doors on Sunday i 
dur ing the religions services. 

"1 have , seen theso buildings so 
packed," he said, " tha t men sat In the 
rafters , -windows—any place they could 
secure s tand ing or seating rooni. In 
fact they even crowded on the plat­
forms." 

Dr. H a w k e s 'was director ot all mnsl­
cal p rograms connected -with religious 
services conducted by the Y. M. C. A. 
at the big camp. ISTien he began the 
work ot organization there were only 
t w a pianis ts and song leader. In two 
months he had Increased this staff to 
th i r ty accomplished musicians, solo­
ists and song leaders , this number In­
creasing wi th the demand. 

In the hnge audi tor ium with a sea t ­
ing capaci ty alone ot three thousand, 
he declared t h a t he has seen men, who 
remained af ter the inass-slnglng to 
hear the lec ture , leave when the 
"movies" began. The singing was In­
variably m e t 'With unbounded en thu­
siasm. 

"It was wonderful! An inspi ra t ion! 
Imagine, it you can, more than t h r e e 
thousand full-toned, healthy, male 
voices r inging -with the notes of a 
famous a n t h e m . They sang like they 
fought—with every ounce of energy 
thei r Amer ican souls possessed. 

"Popu la r songs s ta r ted the program, 
the words flashed on the screen. The 
singing serv ice ended with hymns . j 

"The flnest speakers obta inable In ' 
r r a n c e were next Introduced. After 
a shor t , snappy talk soldiers were given 
oppor tuni ty to consult them. H u n ­
dreds of men have availed themse lves 
ot this opportuni ty—the last one af­
forded whi le in military service." 

Speaking of the distr ibution ot r e ­
ligious l i t e ra tu re by the "Y," Dr. 
Hawkes sa id : 

"P re t ty good evidence t h a t they 
'were wan ted and appreciated w a s 
demons t ra ted by the fact t ha t in ba r ­
racks and t en t s , religious publ icat ions 
were a lways tound neat ly a r r anged 
with o ther soldier effects. They w e r e 
never th rown arottnd or destroyed as 
were newspape r s , booklets, etc., a t t e r 
they had been read." 

H e believes tha t th is type ot welfare 
work, abou t which li t t le is kncwn or 
unders tood, is the most r e m a r k a b l e 
and thorough of any of the mult i form 
ways In which the "Y" served the 
A, E, F . The soldier loves to sing 
when proper facilities and good lead­
ers a re afforded, and he apprec ia tes 
eood speake r s on religious topics. 

"The significance of our work w a s . 
two fold," explained the pas tor . 
"Fi rs t , it brought the Chris t ian gospel 
before the soldier In a pract ical , h e -
man fashion. Secondly it showed h im 
at the close ot his mil i tary career , tha t 
Y. M, C, A. stood for something else 
besides can teens , recreat ional and the 
var ious o the r activities to which he 
was accus tomed at the t r o n t "

FIVE MILLION BOOKS DIS­
TRIBUTED BY "Y" DUR­

ING WAR. 

WhUe Free Magazines Averaged 
300,000 Monthly. 

Par i s—(By Mtiil)—If It Is t m e tha t 
armies t ravel on their s tomachs , then 
the American Expedi t ionary Forces 
included l i t e ra ture in their d ie t s . T h e 
Y, M. C. A, distributed more than o,-
000,000 bound volumes th roughout the 
American uni ts abroad ditrlng the 
mon ths of the war. For a n u m b e r ot 
mon ths more than 300,000 magaz ines 
w e r e dlstr ibnted monthly wi thout cost 
to the soldier, bnt a t an expense of 
J30,000 per month. 

More t h a n 28,000,000 copies were dis­
t r ibuted during the period ot the war 
a t a monthly cost of J85,000. Nine ty 
per cent of these were given away . 
More than 1,000,000 volumes of text 
books were printed or bought by the 
associa t ion for educational work, all 
of them eventually being taken over 
by the Army along the Y, M, C, A. 
educat ional work, A million and a 
hal t copies of "Popular Songs ot the 
A. E. F , " a 96 page song book, were 
pr inted by the '"Y" and d is t r ibu ted 
free of charge to the doughboys, while 
633,000 other volumes ot musical 
works iind sheet works were given 
away. The re w.vi also tree d is t r ibu­
tion of more than 2,000,000 pieces ol 
religious l i terature. 

Before tho Amerlciin Library Asso­
ciation arr ived In France to ca r ry on 
i ts enormous work the tiisk ot furnish­
ing all l l terii ture fell upon the "Y," 
and at t imes because ot dlfflcultlcf 
a t t endan t on shipping thc assocla t ioc 
was forced to adver t i se In Par i s papon 
for gifts of reiidlng ma t t e r pr in ted ir 
Eugllah In order to be able to c i u r j 
o;i its work.

In compil ing a reourd ot Shirley's 

s h a r e o t thc work and dut ies of the 
world war , the re are numy cases of 
Individual hospitality and k indness of 
which only the recording angel has 
m a d e entr ies , but r -cording as a town 
of less t h a n 3000 inhabi tan ts conslot,-
Ing la^rgcly of people of modera te 
ineans and busy hours, Shirley hiu* rea­
son to feel thankful that It was able 
lo do so much lo ie,s.sen suffering dur­
ing the ter r ib le years which have pitss-
ed. 

As early a s t h e fall of 1914, Interest 
was aw-akened and 100 knit ted art icles 
and a barrel of clothing were sent to 
the Belgian refugees. In the summer 
of 1915 the s u m m e r gue.sts a t the Cen­
ter, assisted by some of the town la­
dles, made a large n u m b e r of. carpet 
slippers for use in the French hospi­
tals. In 191G a b ranch of the Special 
Aid Society for Amer ican Prepiiredncss 
Wita formed w-Ith 125 members . 

Headquar te r s were fitted up In the 
Church street school, a patr iot ic meet­
ing w-ith a speaker from Bostoii to ex­
plain the work w-as held in Odd Fel­
lows' hall, and the menibers at onco set 
to w-ork. Among the var ious activities 
w-ere the kni t t ing of 600 art ic les for 
the soldiers, the m a k i n g of 175 surgi­
cal . ga rments , and 14,000 surgical 
dressings, A cliiss to s tudy foods and 
war - t ime cooking was organized, lec­
tures on canning by t h e cold pack 
method and on economical cooking 
given. Assistance was given In finding 
accommodat ions for soldiers ' families 
and an emergency commi t t ee appoint­
ed to provide lunches a t shor t notice 
to soldiers en route to C a m p Devens 
If needed. As t ime went on there were 
so many calls tor money, and as everj--
body was loo busy to raise the neces­
.sary funds to car ry on the work. It waa 
voled to disband t h e b r anch of the 
Special Aid and to w-ork u n d e r the Red 
Cross, 

An auxiliary b r a n c h of the Fi tch­
burg chapte r of the Red Cross was or­
ganized and the w-ork w-ent on under 
itji direct ion—573 more knit ted gar­
ments , Including 200 pai rs of socks, 50 
surgical g a r m e n t s .and 57,342 surgical 
dressings, bandages , etc., were added 
to the list, Thc mend ing organization 
consist ing of w-omen w-ho w-ent regul.ar-
ly to Camp Devens to mend for the 
soldiers, or iginated in this tow-n. The 
w o r k grew- rapidly and included w-ork­
ers from eight or ten tow-ns in this 
vicinity. Much money and mater ia l 
w-ero received. This organizat ion also 
furnished to the men at Camp Dev­
ens gun-c leaners , automobi le cloths, 
cloth rags for rugs and scrap-books 
for the basehospltal . 

T h e money collected for t h e Red 
Cross. Y, M, r , .\., K. of C , Salvation 
A r m y and War Camp Communi ty 
Service an-ounted to $4,937,80, Ap-
proxlmatel> $250,000 w-as invested in 
l iberty bonds and $20,000 In w a r sav­
ings s tamps . -Ml dr ives exceeded their 
a l lo tments . 

One of the old houses on Main street 
was remodeled by t h e W a r C a m p Com-
munl ty Service, a s e c r e t a r y placed in 
cha rge and much good w-ork for the 
comfort and p leasure of the soldiers 
w-as accomplished, A canteen, open 
dur ing the period of t h e w-ar, provided 
food a t non:inal pr ices to soldiers and 
thei r friends. Dances and enter ta in­
men t s w-ere given weejtiy a t w-hich the 
younger ladies of t h e town a."sistcd In 
every w-ay, and the club kept open 
house daily for t h e men from the 
camp . Accommodat ions for the friends 
of soldiers w-ere found a n d many acts 
of kindness done, of which w-e have no 
record. The Personal Service league 
also had quarters in town for a t ime. 

When America en t e r ed the war and 
men began to pour In by thousands to 
Camp Devens ll b e c a m e necessary 
to find accommodat ions for families ot 
soldiers near the c a m p , Shirley open­
od w-lde its doot-s and received many ot 
t h e m Into her homes . Many pleasant 
fr iendships were m a d e and everybody 
Joined in making the i r s lay w-ith us as 
comfortable as it could be under the 
circumstances. On Thanksg iv ing day. 
1917, over sixty boys were invited into 
homes to share in the festivities, and 
on Chr is tmas the town kop t practically 
open house, h.aving sent a t this t ime 
fifteen Chris tmas boxes valued a t seven 
dollars each to overseas boys and to 
o ther camps. I t being repor ted that 
boys were suffering from cold a t the 
c a m p before the suppl ies w-ere given 
out, fourteen cor ' , forters were pu rchas ­
ed and carried immedia te ly by motor 
ca r and given to the ofllcer in charge 
of the depot br igade, 

.Shirley responded loyally to the call 
of the government t h r o u g h Mr, Hoover 
for the conservat ion of w-hlte flour and 
su.gar and many pounds of these ar t l ­
cle.s were s.aved for the soldiers. Not 
a single case of h o a r d i n g w-as found. 
The w-ork of the local food adminis ­
t r a to r w-as m a d e l ighter by the unfail­
ing courtesy and co-operat ion of the 
t radesmen and the townspeople , 

.•\s the wounded men from overseas 
'.vere t ransferred to C a m p Devens and 
the work of car ing for them wa.s given 
b>- the trovernment to the Hed Cross a 
new r:rld 1 f service w-as opened, A 
commit tee w;is .appointed w-ith ful!

den ts very kindly gavo tho use of their 
cars for the t r a n s p o r t a t i o n of visitors.

The speaker of the afternoon, llcv, 
B, W. Rust , had the at tent ion of Uls 
audience d u r i n g the hour t ha t he 
spoko on tho subject now uppermos t 
In the t h o u g h t s of muny, "Our recent 
social crisis and the way out ," Thc 
speaker had ga the red much valuable 
informat ion and presented It In con­
densed, a t t r ac t ive form, giving a 
thorough-going t rea t i se on thc topic, 
Hla facta wero ga the red both by atudy 
of the si tuat ion, and from personal 
observat ion, having had four years ' 
pas tora te a t E a s t h a m p t o n bofore tho 
war , whon a m o n g thc cotton mill 
w/orkcrs ho had oppor tun i ty of meet­
ing thc m a n y people of foreign bir th, 
pr incipal ly of POILah nationali ty. He 
also, had excellent chance for observa­
t ion while pas tor of t h e church in 
Xowburypor t . where he was appoint ­
ed to m a k e an Industr ia l survey, and 
speaks now- of m a k i n g many frienda 
a m o n g the people of foreign birth. 

At the beginning of his talk he gave 
the his tory of t h e Immigrat ion since 
the beginning of t h e century. 1900, 
point ing out tho changes In racial 
character is t ics , t ho s t a n d a r d s of liv­
ing, l i teracy, and poli t ical b.ackground. 
all of which he c la imed tended toward 
a ha t red of a n y author ized govern­
mont . 

Secondly, he spoke on the Indust r ia l 
s i tuat ion, t he recept ion to new-com­
ers, and tho fo rmer low wages, speak­
ing of the evil o t "company storos." 
bad housing and unsan i ta ry condi­
tions. Speaking of the social recep­
tion, he pointed ou t tha t by most 
people thc foreigner wous taken advan­
tage of, t h a t thcy felt thc Injustice 
of our Judicial sys tem, and the fail­
ure of .both p ro te s t an t i sm and Cath­
olicism to meet religious needs. 

Thus, tho speake r said, we drifted 
on, believing a p p a r e n t l y thc dictum 
of European crit ics, tha t the "Lord 
t akes care of fools and Americans ," 
until we w-ere rounded up with the 
opening of thc w-orld w-ar. Immig ra ­
tion stoppe'd, P.ed-blooded , \mer l -
cans enlisted or w-cre caught in thc 
draft . E n o r m o u s rush war orders 
were placed with Americ-an firms, 
foreigners were ncces.sarlly hired. 
This gave • tho Immig ran t the upper 
hand and larger wages were demanded 
and given, then they only dom.andcd 
more , until they though t they con­
trolled the s i tua t ion . Agiuators, ei ther 
from the rtinka of the P.u.ssian-Jew- or 
t rom radical ideallsus, suffering from 
const i tut ional d iscontent , began to get 
In their w o r k u r g i n g the w-orklngman 
on to tako full a d v a n t a g e of the s i tu­
ation, peaceably or by force, if nocca­
sary. These a g i t a t o r s were financed 
largely t h r o u g h t h e w-ork of J o h n

For the second p a r t of hla topic,

This involves, rtrat, ropre-
sontativoa elected from the various 
d e p a r t m e n t s of tho busines.s, a senate 
conipose.i of moml>ers ,tt tlio oxocj^i-o 
par t , and a cabinet composed of the 
executive oilioers.
