As it was not rhy lot to 
go overseas and do active service, 
when the opportunity camc I consld-
sldered It my duty as an American 
citizen to do what I might find possi­
ble In my limited -R-ay tor my many 
frionds who were called to thc colors, 
and I did this according to my time 
and ability. 

During my work for the Pepperell 
boys in the service I have received 
several hundred letters trom the men 
who went from here to do their bit 
across. There Is hardly a Pepperell 
boy who did nnythlng ot account In 
thc war who has not sont rae some 
message while away from the U. S. A. 
Conspicuous among these aro several 
letters trom your "buddle." tor whom 
your post Is named. Only a brief 
period before he made the suprome 
sacrifice he sent me a most friendly 
letter which ,1 shall always keep in 
fond remembrance ot him. I was 
glad to know the post bears his name. 
Although others g.ave their lives In tho 
service of their country, Firank waa 
the only one who mado thc flnal sacri­
fice on the battlefleld at thc Argonne, 
and he has indeed earned through this 
what honors there may be for him.

How to contrbl the female vote Is 
one question that,1s going to be a hard 
nut for the professional politician to 
crack. • 

Tho methods of the old-time ward 
heeler In dealing with male voters are 
familiar, but It is not entirely certain 
that thoso methods will appeal to . the 
female mind so etteotively. • So wheth­
er all the women have the right to 
vote in November or only a part of 
them. It is goitig to be a situation 
Important enough to require some 
thinking on tho part of our political 
patriots. 

Another pretty littlo problem that 
requires prayerful attention is tho dry 
amendment. Shall a plank be in­
serted advocating tho repeal of the 
amendment, or simply call for the re­
peal ot tho Volstand enforcenient act 
and the pas.sage of a more-liked meas­
ure permitting the four percent beer 
and light wines, or shall the whole 
subject be Ignored? These little prob­
lems may cause some loss ot sleep 
among our over-worked political boss­
es in the weeks to come. 

Still another nice political mess is 
the result of tho flnal action of the 
senate on the peace treaty and league 
of nations. If the senate set out to 
make such a muddle ot the matter 
that nobody could understand it they 
surely made a howling success of it. 

The Job of tho platform carpenters 
in straightening out matters and get­
ting things lnt« shape so the ordinary 
man can know what he is voting tor 
will be no slnlcure. 

However, as clearness is not always 
the aim ot the platform workers they 
doubtless will muddle through' some­
how and we will have two party plat­
forms that will read smoothly and 
mean something or nothing, depend­
ing on one's point of view and the 
time ot consideration—whether before 
or after the election. 

One ot the most battling puzzles of 
the bunch is furnished in the person 
ot Herbert C. Hoover. Editorial 
writers from Boston nnd San Fran-
cliico are all balled up about this gen­
tleman thus early In tho season. Thore 
seems to be an unmistakable yearning 
In some Quarters for a chance to voto 
tor Mr. Hoover, but alas the sad fact 
at once crops out that he Is neither a 
hide-bound democrat or a moss-back 
republican. In which case it would be 
very irregular for either party to 
nominate him. While ho says ho is 
not anxious for the Job and will not 
campaign tor the ftominatlon ho.doea 
not say ho will not run It there Is a 
Kpontandous demand that he should do 
so. Thero will be no suoh spontaneous 
rtcm.and from the politicians of either 
party, for they all arc afraid of h im— 
ho is so Irregular. 

.This in Itself Is a fairly good point 
in his favor. Though Mr, Hoover will 
not subscribe to any platform until 
he knows what It Is, seems to be rather 
frahk, not to say blunt. In glytng his 
opinion on tho live Issues of tho day. 
Wo have had lawyers, military men 
and professors in tho White House and 
it might not bo amiss for once to try 
an cnginoor.. If there w.\s any way 
by which tho p'eople could really name 
a candidate for tho presidency, we 
rather think- Mr. Hoover would -stand 
a good show. As things aro time only 
win toll. Tho campaign I Is sure to bo 
Interesting anyway.

was located at Baccarat I bad the 
pleasure of meeting the majority ot 
the Y. M. C. A. men who-were 'with 
our Division, and as a whole I foimd 
tbem to be patriotic and-sincere in 
their efforts to accommodate - and 
serve the American ofScers ::nd sol 
diers. One of my duties w a s to go 
to the forward areas for the purixMO 
of familiarizing myself with the 
roads and terrain, and in all these 
trips I made It a custom to look up 
the Y. M. C. A. hut in every little vil­
lage where our troops wore Quartered, 
meet the secretary and Investigate 
the character and size ot tbe stoc|: 
In his canteen, and his general capac­
ity to meet the needs of the soldiers. 
The last two weeks of our occui»ancy 
ot this sector I was stationed at 
MerviUon, a little til lage soma four 
kilometers toward the front Itoe 
from Baccarat, and roy company had 
charge ot the abnlance servics of 
tho whole sector. This gave me a 
splendid opportunity to observe the 
work ot the Y. M. C. A. lii tbls sector 
and I would say that ou the whole it 
was highly satisfactory. • 

"After a total stay of flve weeks In 
this sector tho Division waa taken 
by convoy Into the /Vrgtmno-Meuso 
sector. Realizing with •what diffi­
culty -wo as an'army made 'wis move, 
I can easily see that It was. t julto a 
dlfflcult task for our T. M. C. A. tU}lt 
to foUows us, for there was always 
such a shortage ot transportation in 
our Division that wo could scarcely 
movo ourselves and malntalb our 
supply department, so wo wero 
usuaUy unable to off''" asslataace to 
tbe Y. M. C. A. in tho transportation 
of their canteen supplies. 

"Yet, I r e c a U Qulte vividly my com­
plete s'urprlso to find on the next 
day after our arrival ih tho Bois de 
H e s s e that the Y. M. a A. had opened 
a largo stock room and canteen only 
two kUomcters to our rear, in tho 
vUlago of Rodcourt I immediately 
wont to tho canteen and purchased 
li goodly supply of cigars, cigarettes, 
cakes and chocolate tor tbe mem­
bors of m y command. _ 

. "During the several d a y s - o f out 
drive In t U s sector, I frequently beard 
complaints from both otficers and men 
of the Division that the Y. M. 0 . A. 
bod faUed to g e t supplies to them. 
Let ,me say that this was due to tbe 
terrible road conditions which made 
traffic forward a-bsolately 'Impossible 
for three days. T h e same trtwps wbo 
claimed that they did, not .receive 
cigars, cigarettes, chocolate, cakes, 
e t c , might well bave taken into con­
sideration that tbey did not receive 
rations and ammunition In the same 
period In spite of the fact that tbe 
Engineer troops worked desperately 
night and day to try to make tba 
roads stand up tmder the heavy trafflo 
tbat was making a vain effort to move 
forward. This impossible traffic con­
dition was one of the most difficult 
problemis that conf};onted oor Di'vlsion 
during. U;o, entire .vrar. 
. "From thia point our D i v i s i o n was 
sent by train Into Belginm. Here, the 
transportation, problem was even 
more difflctilt, for the Oermans bad 
destroyed aU the railroads In the 
sector in which we were operating. 
Tbe Division kept on the hike day by 
day, through desolated country beyond 
the Ypres salient, . and their first 
chance to expect help from the Y. M. 
C. A- was when they reached the city 
of Ucbtenfeldt . Here, and later at 
Tbield, the Y. M. C Al were soon 
established witb a generous poi;tlon ot 
su'ppUes. I secured troniiportation 
and 'went to Thielt where I purchased 
tobacco and cakes for my entire bat-
taUon. 'Srom this t ime on the dlfflcslt 
problem of following the. Division to. 
combat and' transporting their sup­
pUes ' witb tbem constituted an ,im-
EOlvable problem wltbont help trom 
the Dlrislpa. which the latter was tm-
able to give. . 

"The Division made long marches 
and tisuaUy did not stey in one 
Iilace tor a long enotigh time to give 
the Y. M. (j. A. a chance to establisb 
itaelf. For m y part' I thought the 
service rendered "was about all tbat 
w e could bonestly expect uader tbe 
clrciunstaaca, 

"liSt it.first be considered tbat wben 
tbe T r M ; C . A. 'attempted tba task 
of « tamlsb ing and oiperatlng tbe c a n -
'tecoa ^for an ariny tbat rapidly i n -
c K s s e d to over 1.500,000 men. It 
shouldered a mighty big propoisltlon. 
Let tis consider In connect ion .wt th 
this thought the folIowlojE facts : i^lrst. 
tbat .their representatives were not 
specialty chosen for ccmimercial 
work; that their onployeee were 
largely untrained for any such a task 
upon hutnan ability and endmancei 

"Personally, when 1 entered the wae 
I did not expect t o ' pluck all rosed 
and I was firmly resolved to be a 
booster on all occasions, realizing tho 
truth In the old adage *Tba man worth­
while Is the man who '^" smile, when 
everything goes dead 'wrong.' I al­
ways felt that It w a s my dnty and 
responsibility to see that m y men had 
aU the comforts of life that it waa 
'Within my power to procure for them; 
It is Impossible for me to view thid 
situation in any other •way than that 
If every commanding offlcer, or every 
officer, had displayed the same Inter­
est In his men and tbe same desire 
to look up the Y. M. C. A. and cor 
operate with them, the men wouljl 
bave little complaint to'make.

ENLISTING FOR THRIFT 

Death. 
Arthur Williams, aged sixteen years, 

died Tuesday a f t emoon . at the home 
ot his father, Walter E. Williams, of 
Bayberry hill, and owing to the ter­
rible condition of the roads to his 
home no phj-siclan was In attendance, 
so tho bodj--was taken to the under­
taking establishment of J. L. Farrar, 
at tho Center, where an autopsy was 
performed by Medical Examiner 
Bulkeley from Ayer, and the cause of 
his death was found to be a ruptured 
appendix. The lad had been suffer­
ing for a. week or more, but had kept 
about and was not supposed to be serl-
ouslj- 111. 

Funeral services were held at the 
undertaking rooms on Thursday after­
noon at 2.30; Rev. A. L. Struthers of 
the Congregational church offlciatlng, 
and the burial was in the Townsond 
Center cemeterj-. 

The deceased is s-jrvived t)y his 
f.ather and an aunt. Mr.s. Upham, of 
Townsend hill. 

Although little known in. the .village 
he attended the public school here un­
til about a j-ear ago, since which time 
he has assisted his father on the farm. 

Terrible Tragedy,' 
W. A. Boutwell, postmaster and pro­

prietor of the country store In this vil­
lage, was shocked to receive a tele­
gram on Monday, notifying him of the 
death of his sister. Mrs. Eflle Fenwlck. 
of Barre, Vt., who w.as murdered early 
that morning by Hoyt Gallup, of 
Plalnfleld. a widower, with whom she 
had beon friendly for a number of 
years, who returned to his home In 
Plalnfleld, a neighboring town, and 
suicided. 

It was thought that the man was 
angered because Mrs. Fenwlck would 
not consent to, an Immediate marri.age. 
Both Mrs. Fenwlck. who had boen a 
widow for ton >-ears or more and -w-as 
flf ty-ono j-oars of ago. and Mr. Gallup, 
whose ago was sixty-flve and whoso 
wifo had beon dead over flve years, 
boro excellent reputations and wore 
respected members of the community, 
and the tragedy was a great shock to 
all who knew them. 

Mr. Gallup leaves four children and 
Mr.s. Fenwlck three. 

Her son. who lives In the house with 
hcr. .stated that Mr. G.allup. who was 
an old friend of the family, had driven 
over on Sund.ay afternoon and hod 
dinner with tho famliy, and he heard 
them talking in their usual tones about 
midnight, when he and his wife, who 
had .a' room .above the kitchen arose to 
caro for their b<abj'. Soon after he 
ho.ard his mother scream and a pistol 
shot, and going down stairs fount! her 
dead upon thc floor and thc man driv­
ing out of tho yard. Tho police sum­
moned upon the caso followed .at once 
to the man's homo nnd found his son 
and wife working ovor his lifeless 
body, ho h.avlng shot himself through 
the heart .as hc entered his home. 

Mr. Boutwell h.as visitod his old 
home nearly everj- j-c.ar, and his sister 
has visited him In this village, and al­
though unable on account of Illnoss In 
his family to attend thc funeral, ho 
feels tho shock of tho tragedy keenly.

THEIFT STAMPS FOE JUNK 

How the Work of Redeeming Usable 
Matenlals Once Considered Waste 
is Conducted. 

Prom the making of garments for 
refugee children in a Brookllne home, 
to a Govemment department, is the 
brief story of the evolution o t thie 
Salvage bureau of the Savings Divi­
sion of New EJngland, of which Mrs. 
F. L. Hlgglnson Is director. 

Mrs; H. Parker 'Whlttington is In 
charge of this department at the War 
Savings headquarters, 95 Milk Street, 
Boston, tho salvage movement being 
largely the result of her realization of 
the tremendous waste ot usable ma­
terials whioh has been the rule, and 
her -Indomitable energy. 

Nearly 800 Junk men fn Greater 
Boston have been supplied with 
wagon signs reading "I g ive Thrift 
Stamps for Jtink," and a salvage card 
is furnished householders to be usod 
In similar manner to the familiar 
"Ice." Materials for which Thrift 
Stamps are paid are rags, tinfoil, lead-
foil, scrap rubber (including boots, 
tires and tubing), copper, brass, lead, 
zinc, pewter, aluminum, mixed bags, 
mixed papers, and folded newspai>er8. 
A l ist of prices Is furnished to be re­
newed as prices change. 

Householders are urged to save 
tinfoil for the Salvation Army, the 
proceeds to go for the purchase of 
War Savings Stamps to help in their 
work, and the JacUes In the harbor 
have taken up the idea with enthu­
siasm and are also real izing sub­
stantial returns from their savings 
of tinfoil and leadfoll. 

Coin and stamp collectors, o'wners 
of many books and booksellers gen­
erally haye responded to the plan of 
giving Thrift and War Sa^rtnga Stamps, 
and one of Boston's leading jewelers 
Is giving stamps tor old gold, s i lver 
and aluminum. 

Housewives are doing their spring 
cleaning with new zest this year. One 
Cambridge woman, after declaring 
she positively had disposed of every­
thing, rummaged her house and found 
sufflcient material to bring her moro 
than twenty-flve dollars In Thrift and 
Whr Savings Stamps. At last ac­
counts she was considering the Jew­
elers' offer In connection tvith a dozen 
of discarded silver napkin rings. 

The salvage Idea has been adopted 
In several states In other Federal Re­
serve DIatrtcts. 'Wherever It has been 
prosented In Now England it meets 
an enthusiastic response.

IN WAR WORK 

Latest Roster Shows Men From 
AU Walks of Life Served "Y" 

Boston.—Nearly 90 .professions 
•and vocations are represented in tho 
latest ro'ster of Y. M, C. A.^mea 
workers enlisted In J^ew ESigland, a 
total of- 122S' having' beeii'.'examined-
and passed by the Northeastern D e ­
partment of the National 'VVar Work 
Council s ince the lieglnning "of thp 
war; 766 being sent overseas and 
460 doing service in h o s e camps 
and naval stations. 

And 1225 does Uot represent N e w 
England's entire contribution of 
men to "T" service, inasmuch as a 
great mnny recruits p a s s i l through j 
the New York offlce, whose records j 
bave not been flnally completed. 

Thera were 394 secretarieo who 
described themselves merely as busi­
ness men. Rel igious workers, being 
for the mos t part ministers, ntim-
bered 230; the Congregatlonallsts 
leading with 93, the Baptists being 
second •with 50 and the Methodl^tr 
third 'With 32. 20 'Dnltarlan minis­
ters •were enlisted In N e w England. 
13 Episcopalians, 7 Unlveiaallsta, 
and 3 Presbyterians, as well as other 
scattered denomlntitlona. 

Aaio.iig the 188 educators wero col­
lege and university professors, caty 
Superintendents of Schools und 

many school teachers. Uai iy ot the 
other secretaries were college grad­
uates, a total of 491 stating their 
alma mater. From such stathrtlca 
w e flnd that Boston Utilverslty led 
the colleges •with 42 graduates in 
T work; Harvard came 'second •»« 
26; Yale and Brown, being tied ftir 
third with 22 each. 40 other Insti­
tutions were named. 

A factory •worker often d—w ex­
actly the same allowance aa a bank­
er and farmers, mechanics, shoe 
makers, plumbers, physicians and 
lawyers frequently worked :ldo by 
aide. 

Boman Catholics, as well as Pro­
testants and Jews are In the list, the 
records sho^wlng that the "Y" organ­
ization, l ike that of the Army ltsc:f, 
•was thoroughly democratic. 

It is Interesting to note tho dis­
tribution of "Y" secretaries among 
some of the largest New England 
cities. Boston naturally'led, 133 men 
claiming It as their home to^wn; 
Ne^r Haven comes second with 42 
hailing from there; Providence, a 
close third •with 41; Hartford fol­
lows •with 32; FaU River 30; Bridge­
port, Conn.

Sec­
retary Glass' 'warning reads as 
foUows: 

To Protect Buyers. 
"These securities' were not Intended 

to be negotiable and for the protec­
tion of the owners, in case their 
necess i t ies required, provision was 
made for •the redemption of War Sav­
ings certificates at post ofBoes upon 
ten days' notice, at a flxed price, 
representing the' original purchase 
price with an addition for Interest. 

"No obstacles have at any time 
been placed by the Treasury In the 
w a y of redemption of these War Sav­
ings Certlflcates,.. and It should be 
generally understood that the owner 
ot a certlflcate has ah absolute right 
to redeem it In accordance •with its 
terms. ' Any case of refusal to make 
such redemption. If brought to the s t - • 
tention of the Treasury, will result In 
prompt action. 

Prevent Payment to Rascals . 
"The Qovemment needs the money 

and hopes the holders ot War Sa^vings 
Certlflcates 'wUl retain them, btit 'will 
place no obstacle in the way ot those 
bo'naflde holders who request pay­
ment. On the other, hand, the Secre­
tary wHl exercise every means within 
the iKJwer of the Treasury, and has 
asked the co-operation ot the Post 
Offlce Department, to prevent pay­
ment being made to those rascals 
who are bnylng the certlflcates and 
Stamps for less than their redemption 
value and promptly turning then in to 
the Govemment for redemption at a 
profit, and serves notice upon those 
people who are engaged in this die-
reputable business that this ' is the 
setUe'd policy of the Treasury."

for poultrj- plants Is a m u c h discussed 
problem. B. C. Cummings of this vil­
lage feels that hc has solved the ques­
tion. Mr. Cummings has three hun­
dred white leghorn: pullets In pens or 
houses containing one hundred birds 
cach, carefully graded that the pens 
may be as nearly alike as possible. 
About the middle of last December 
Mr. Cummings Installed In tw-o of the 
pens a lighting system. In threo jdays 
he began to see a difference; at the 
end of tw-o weeks the hens In each 
Of tho lighted houses were laying one 
hundred percent moro than those In 
the unllghted ones. Each pen also 
consumed flfteen pounds per week 
moro feed. Tho lights wore put on at 
three In tho morning nnd burned till 
sevon. Mr. Cummings states that the 
hen.s were not forced. Artlflolal light­
ing makes the nights more of an aver-
ago length with the rest of thc year, 
- A l s o , tho coldest part o f t h e night Is 
usually trom three,, to, sunrise, and 
during his timo thp hens arc active. 
Owing to the longer days Mr. Cum­
mings shut oft h i s . l ight ing plant the 
first of this month! As spring opens 
tho birds that wero In the lighted pens 
aro In better condition than those In 
tho unllghted one.s.
