Dear Sir: I respectfully submit

herewith cost data of the work done
to date by the Town of Groton and
Middlesex County on the Ayer Road in
Groton which your ongineers have
been advising the county and the town
about, ’

Our advice developed into pretty
close supervision and close attentlon
with regard to the management. We
did not furnish an oxperienced rosi-
dent engineer because there was none
avaflable, although the town would
have beeon willing to pay for one. We
did, howover, secure an Inexperionced
engineer who was on the work most
of tho time under the immediato dirsc-
tion of Mr. Lawrence, who is one of
Mr. Sabin's engincors.

The county engineer has asked tor
the cost details, Anticipating this and
because it was a large ploch of work
for n town with practically no experi-
once to undertake, we had a fairly
¢lose record kept while the work was
going on. I am submitting this in the
tfollowing form: .

The costs were not kept sufficiontly
in detall to geparate betweon the vari-
ous items some expenditures which are
liated under superintendent, time-
keepor, etc., and tools and supplies.
It was necessary to tako. thls from a

statement in the annual report unless
all the payrolls and eovery bill was
audited, and wo had no time- to do
that, And it would have cost so much
that I do not think tho exponse would
be warranted. Tho costs do not in-
clude any portion of the paymont for
the new steam roller, Nothing was
paid for rental for steam roller obtain-
od. from the state, but every actual ox-
ponditure which tho town mado In
connection with tho usé of ‘tho steam
rollors has been included. Thoro still

remains considerablo work to bo done.

Thoe road {s to bo extendcd 2000 feet
to tho Ayer line, a little work is to be
done on the roadbeds whore tho sur-
tace has already.heen latd. Thero may
bo a little patehing on account of bi-}
tumen belng applied very late in the
searon. Some washouts on. fresh sur-
faces may occur which will havo to be
repaired. Cnteh basing and culverts
have not heen finally completed so that
the quantities of excavatign, borrow.

Excu.vptlon prico of $1.26 per cublc
yard is low for this kind of work such
work’ having cost in some instances
considerably more.
* The grave! (borrow) price of $2,12
per cublc yard s it lUttle higher than
usual, but.this is due mainly to aif-
ficulties which could not he prevented
such as up hill hauls over soft roads
and very unsatisfactory labor .comil-
fons, "and “the pits were not caslly
worked as there was a lot of top ma-
terlal ‘that had to bo removed and re-
handled. The length of the haul was

The cost of the guard rail is reason-
able.

On the whole after T have made a
careful study of the cost, and knowing
what I do of the way the work was

. managed, I would say that it has been

to the advantage of tho town that it

‘was done by town help instead of by

contract, and I make this remark be-
cause I understand thero is some ques-
tlon as to whether it would not have
been more wise to have had this work
done by contract. I am borne out In
this statement by the fact that the
cost has probably been less than if the
work had been done by contract, and
the superintendent of streets has gain-
ed o lot of valuable experience by
which the téwn has profited.
There has been actually ronstructcd
and very nearly completed 12,000 feet
of road or 2.27 miles of road. Besides
this there has been roughly graded
about 2000 feet on which there re-
mains to be done additional work of
grading, gravelling, and surfacing.
The portion which {s ‘practically
cpmpleted flgures at a rate of $34,085
per mile, Every foot of it requires a
foundation. In some. instanges such
work, no more difficult than this, cost
$40,000 per mile. R
As it would be of some interest
would state in regard to the comple-
tion, we cannot estimate the cost at
this time. The county should be able
to calculafe #this but thero remains
about 2000 feet, and it will probably
cost about $#15,000 as there is heavy
grading: «lso, ledge work to be done.
All too's and supplies remaining un-
used have heen listed and valued and
their value not included in the above
cost, nor Joeg the above cost include
the expense of crushing and teaming

Supérintendent’s Report.

" That' Superintendent Cliurke of the
public schools has been quietly but
thoroughly: famillarfzing himself with
conditions and nceds of our schools is

‘apparent by the recent report given at

o- meeting - of. the school committee.
Mr. Clarke gives a.brief summary of
the. manner in whlch he has passed
the nine and’ a half weeks of term
time since .the commencement of his
service the first of January., TUp to
March 31 he had spent twenty-six days
in the schools here in town of days
when -schools were in sesslon. His
reécords.show 104 visits to class rooms
during that time; 46 being at Mailn
street, 34 at the high school, and 25
at Groton.street. The present meot-
ing was the fourth committec meeting
attended here. He also attended a
conference at Boston university ,on
“Teacher shortage” on February 6; a
rural conference on the ‘‘Teacher
crisis” at Worcester Normal on March
19; a convention pt high school princi-
pals in Cambridge ¢on March 25, and
a meeting of county superintendents
in Worcester on March 28. He is also
taking a course at Clark university
which meets every Saturda.y morning.

In his report Mr, Clarke spoke ‘of
tamilirizing himself with the details
of the schools—collecting the names
of the puplls by buildings and grades,
pupils on barge routes, data concern-
ing training and experience of teach-
ers, toples of teachers' programs, in-
ventory of books suitable and {n con-
dition for use, and collecting such data
as to courses taken by pupils in the
high school as should be on file in an
eflicient high school office. His plan
is to follow such study and tabula-
tlon in the later months of the year
with such tests, standardized and oth-
erwise, of certaln subjects in certain
grades as time permits,

Mr. Clarke says ‘‘Miss Pnlmer has
accepted the position of supervisor of
music. Among other advantages this
should enable us to prepare that part
of the graduation program so as to
glve a creditable performance. Miss
Palmer accepted nt nine dollars a
day.”

“The evidence is noticeable of the
falling off in results through not hav-
Ing a special teacher of drawing and
-hand work, but do not expect to be
able to- secure one the remainder of
this school year.”

Mr. Clarke also advocated the re-
turn of the cooking class under the
domestic science department to the
Tarbell school, where the facilities for
individual work by pupils would be
better, and this has since been ac-
complished. The rooms were well fit-
ted up in Mr. Paull’'s term of office,
and the only Immediate need, it would
‘seem, were new locks and keys, .

Mention is made of the visit of Rob-
ettt P, Trask, county club agent of the
Middlesex County Bureau of Agricul-
ture. Mr. Trask’s plan was for an ex-
hibition at Grange hall in May of the
work of the Home Economics club,
which will then be completed. He
also plans to come again some time
this present month to start garden and
pig clubs among the boys and girls.

Mr. Clarke recommends a larger
enrollment and hopes for a more
prosperous season in these, especially
under the supervision of the director
recently appointed by vote of the
town, and appropriation made for
same. It is also hoped to carry
through a successful canning club dur-
ing the summer.

In his report My. Clarke says. ‘‘The
efficiency of a school system s very
largely contributed on threec factors:
Course of study, teachers and equip-
ment. Probably my predecessors have
done all that rould be expected along
these lines. The adoption of the Bal-
timore county course of study gecured
by Mr. Benner last summer {s proving
itself one of a number of great ac-
complishments of his during his short
term of service. It contalns a num-
ber of admirable features, and I find
the teachers have renerally familiar-
ized themselves with it

“The salary schedule in effect last
September would not secure the qualf.
ty of teaching destred, under present
conditions of teacher shortage, The
present salaries offer a more suitable
reward. Now that we have higher
salaries we should sen that we have
better teaching, by securing stronger
teachera and better personalities when
changes occur, and impressing on old-
er members of the force the. im-
portance of continued professional
growth. ’

“Consideration of the equipment of
the schools comprises books and cpn-
ditions in the bulldings. Study of the
hook inventory shows that a number
of excellent recent texts have been
adopted In part or all the grades, So
tar, 8o good: but scarcely n room has
all the reading material it needs for
good work, to say nothing of good
reading.. In more than half, the sub-
jects the text In use is far from the
best, and some subjects, as writing, are
not supplied at all;. nlso. arithmetic In
other gprades.

It 1a evident that an over-consorvn.-
tive policy I8 nothing new- in ‘the
butldings, Few towns fail to ‘equlp
buildings, with mew furniture when
erected. ‘This was done hero only in
part, when bulldlnm wcre erected
twenty to thlrty years' 4g0.° School
buildings should sérve their purpose
at least sixty years. This period is
belng shortened by the care the build-
ings are at present rdcolvlng and the
apparent gain i3 belng noutralized,
Testimohy points to the present run
down conditions, particularly dating
from the time, a few years agoe, when
the committce coased to employ a
‘separate Jamtor ‘In each building, a

'mnn with sufficient tlme. ‘ambition and

ability to attend to constantly necded
minor repairs.;  The .committee. ovi-
dently have also during this more re-
cent perfod refrained from any major
repairs, Walls are grimy, woodwork
innocent of paint, windows and doors
by thelr looseness cause loss of heat |
and breakage ot glass, leakage of fau-.
cets cause loss of water, tollats are
improperly attended to. This latter,
with accurtulations of dirt in ventila-
tion stacks, seriously affect the sani-
tary conditlons, - -Janitors lcuve to
teachers such dusting as is dones Few
rooms have a clock. The high school
needs. o’ bell system. Competent and
sufficlent Janitor supervision would
render possible the supplying of paper
towels and lquid soap, Which would
now be In danger of ‘gross wuste. fome
of the furniture which was secured
now with the huildings I8 now in con-
dition. such as to-ecall for renewals
Striking among these conditions is the
accumulation of dirt dna litter, which
by the way, includes quite an amount
of' good books and supplles in the
attlc at Groton street.”
