Body Headed by Senate Presi-

ilent Quezon Reiterates De­
mand for independence. 

That the Filipino people are In earn, 
est In their demand for Immediate In­
dependence Is Indicated by the coming 
to the United States of a second Philip­
pine mission to work for Independence. 
Coincident with,thl8 announcement the 
War Department received a cable from 
Manila stating thnt the all.FUIplno leg­
islature had adopted resfolutlons ro-
Iteratlnj Its plea for Immediate lude-
pcndeiice. 

The second mission, like Uio lirst, is 
composed of the leading men ot the Is­
lands and win' work In the United 
States not only for Immediate Inde­
pendence, but also to bring about "bet­
ter understanding, greater contldenco 
and closer economic relations between 
the United States and the Philippines." 

The ,mission Is again headed by Man­
uel I,. Quezon,'president ot the Philip­
pine Senate, who Is well known la 
America; having been for sir years res­
ident commissioner to the United 

(I^W^ 

Senate President Manuei U Quezon. 

States. Mr. Quezon and the Hon. Ser­
gio Osmena, Speaker ot the Philippine 
House of Representatives and Vice 
President of tbe Council of State, are 
the .leaders of the. Naclonallsta party, 
which has been In power since 1907. 

While Speaker Osmena Is not so well 
known In the United States as Quezon, 
he Is considered one of the ablest men 
In the Islands. Senate President Que-
.zon recently referred to Osmena as 
"the greatest Filipino since Rlzal." 

The- personal relations between Os­
mena and Quezon are probably without 
a parallel In modem politics. They 
have been the leading political flgures 
In thp Islands for 12 years, yet there 
has never been tbe slightest Indication 
of-rivalry between them. Throughout 
their college life as well as their long 
political service each has refused to be 
a .candidate for any position that the 
other aspired to. , 

During the years Quezon was the 
Philippine delegate in the American 
Congress he won the esteem and con­
fldence of both the Republican and 
Democratic sides of the chamber. 
Whenever he spoke he was assured of 
a good attendance. One of the oflicial 
short hand reporters once declared 
Quezon used the purest English of any 
member of the House. 

Osmena, as president of the Naclon­
allsta party. Is the leader of the na­
tional movement for independence. 

"Osmena is the premier 'de facto' of 
the il iUlpplnes," said a leading Fiiipl-

Speaker Sergio Osmena. 

no Journalist, now In America. "A 
very conscientious nnd tireless worker, 
thorough nnd )iprsistent, a genius for 
grasping tho big features ns well ns 
tho smallest dcinlls ot public affairs, 
cool headed, qnlet by temperament and 
education, a deep thinker, nn eloquent 
spcnkcr, a polished writer, a keen ob­
server of men—such Is Osmena." 

Both Osmena nnd Quezon hnve been 
consistent advocates of Philippine in­
dependence, yet when the occnslon de­
manded it they have never hesitated to 
champion thn cause'of America's good 
intentions toward thc Filipino ncoola. 

HOW EliitOPE CAN 
ESCAPEmiAPSE 

We Must Aid by Extending 
Credits,-Says Davison. 

GRAVE MENACE TO U. S. A. 

European Ruin' Would Involve 
America—Starvation and 
. Disease Rampant. 

. Des Moines, la.—Speaking before the 
General Conference of the Methodist 
Episcopal Church, Henry P. Davison, 
chairman of the Board of Governors 
of the League of B e d Cross Societtcs, 
s a i d : 

As chairman of the Convention ot 
Red Cross Societies, composed of rep: 
resentatlves of twenty-seven nations 
that met recently in Geneva, I am cus­
todian of authoritative reports record-' 
ing appalling conditions among mil­
lions of people Hying in eastern Eu­
rope. . 

One of the most terrible tragedies in 
tho history of the human race Is being 
enacted witbln Jiie broad belt of terri­
tory lying between tho Baltic and the 
Black and Adriatic^ Seas. • 

This area includes the new Baltic 
States—Poland, Czecho-Slovakia, the 
Ukraine, Austria, Hungary, Roumanla, 
Montenegro, Albania and Serbia. 

The reports which come to us make 
It clear that In these war-ravaged 
lands civilization has broken do%vn. 
Disease, bereavement and suffering 
ore present in practically every house-
bold, while food and-clothing are in­
sufficient to make life tolerable. 
. Men, women and children are dying 
by thousn'nds, nnd over vast once-civi­
lized areas tliere are , to be found nei­
ther medicinal appliances nor medical 
skill sulBcIent to cope with the devas­
tating plaigues. 

Wholesale^ starvation is threatened 
In, Poland tliis summer unless she can 
procure, fobd suppUes In large quanti­
ties. There are now approximately 
250,000 cases' of typhus in Poland dnd 
in the area occupied by Polish troops. 

Worst Typhus Epidemic In History. 
This Is already one'bf the worst ty-

pl'ius epidemics in the world's history. 
In .Gal ic ia whole towns are crippled 
and business suspended. ID some dis­
tricts there is but one doctor to each 
150,000 people, . : 

In-the- Ukraine, y e were told, typhus 
nnd influenza have affected most of the 
population, 

A report from Vienna, dated Febru­
ary 12, sa id : "There are rations for 
three weeks. Death stalks through the 
streets of Vienna and takes unhinder­
ed toll. 

Budapest, according to our Informa­
tion, is one vast city of misery and 
suffering. The number of deaths is 
double that of births. Of th5 160,000 
children In the schools, 100,000 are de­
pendent on public charity. There arc 
150,000 workers Idle, 

Typhus and smallpox have invaded 
the four countries composing.Czecho­
slovakia, and there is lack of medi­
cines, soap and physicians. 

In Serbia typhus has broken out 
agoln' and thoro ar« bat !2<>OphyaicIans 
to minliter to the needs of that entire 
country. 

In Montenegro, where food Is run­
ning short, there are but flve physi­
cians for a population of 450,000. 

AmeHca Overflowing With Riches. 
Returning to the United States a 

few weeks ago with all these horrors 
ringing In my ears, I found myself 
once more in a land whose granaries 
were overflowing, where health and 
plenty abounded and where life and 
activity and eager enterprise w e r e l n 
the full flood, 

I asked myself: "What if this plague 
and famine were here in the great ter­
ritory between the Atlantic seaboard 
and the Mississippi valley, which 
roughly parallels the extent of these 
ravaged countries and that 05,000,000 
of our own people condemned to idle­
ness by lack of raw material and 
whose flelds had been devastated by 
Invasion and rapine were racked by 
starvation and pestilence and It we 
had lifted up our voices and Invoked 
the attention of our brothers in hap­
pier Europe to our own deep miseries 
and our cries had fallen on deaf ears, 
wo^uld w-e not In our despair exclaim 
against their heartlessness!" 

Only Three Ways to Help Europe, 
There are only three ways by which 

these stricken lands can secure sup­
plies from the outside world. One Is 
by payment, onc by credit, and thc 
third Is by exchange of commodities. 
If these peoples tried to buy materials 
and supplies in America at the present 
market value ot their currencies Aus­
tria would hnve to pay forty times the 
original cost, Germany thirteen times 
Greece just double, Czecho-Slovakin 
fourteen times nnd Poland flfty times. 
These figures are oflicial and are a 
true index ot the economic plight of 
these countries. 

It is clear, therefore, thnt thcy can-
ntot give us gold for tlic things they 
must have, nor have tlu-y either prod­
ucts or securities to nlTer In return tor 
credit. If only they could obtain raW 
material which thepo Idle millions of 
theirs could convert inlo manufactured 
products they would have something to 
tl:nder the world in return for its raw 
material, food nnd moiliclne. But It 
they hnve neither ninncy nor credit 
how nre they to.tnkiv''''^ flrst grent 
step toward'^ redcmptinn 

One-half the world may not cat 
while the other half «larve.<i. How 
lon,g do you believe the plague of ty­
phus thnt Is taking a Iildeous death 
toll in Esthonia nnd I'olnnd nnd the 
Ukraine arid eating along the fringes 
of Gei-mnny nnd Czecho-Slovnkia will 
confine itself to these remote lands? 

Only last Saturday our health com-
An English visitor says : "Ton Amer­

icans have so mnch money, you 
don't know what to do with i t " Arid 
each nnd every onc of us cheerfully 
admits the t m t h of the assertion— 
with a ijicntnl reservation concerning 
ono particular case. 

Thcro aren't nny signs present ont 
our w a y that a depreciated foreign 
ejchnnge hns brought down the'price 
of foods, but, nt that, one can be 
tickled to death If he wants to, w e 
suppose, that It didn't go up. 

mlsd'oner of ^few York, Dr. Copeland. 
sailed for the other side jnst to meas­
ure the danger and take precautloo 
against such an InTasion. 

This la one menace at otu- threabold. 
Tbe otber, more threatening, more ter­
rible, Is the menace of the world's ill 
vrill. We can etfoFd to die, but to be 
despised forever as a greedy and Phar­
isaical nation is a fate that wo must 
not Incur." 

The French govemment has many 
serious problems to solve,, but the 
French peasant is working and the 
French artisan, while still sadly In 
need ot raw materials, has not lost his 
habit of Industry and thrift The most 
encouraging fact about France today 
Is that ber people arc alive to t h e s e -
rtoushess of France's problem, and 
they nro going forward bravely to 
solve that problem, 

Italy, despite her great shortage of 
raw material,. Is looking forward and 
not backward. Italy c a n ' be relied 
upon to do her part I 

England is meeting the problems of 
reconstruction. Just as those who knew 
her past should have expected her to 
meet them. ' • 

Plan to Aid Central Europe. 
It is -not for me perhaps to give in 

detail ar formula for solution of the 
world's Ills, but as I have been asked 
many times, "What would you do?" I 
am glad to give my ow:n answer. 

Accordingly,.I would nsk: 
1. That Congress immediately pass 

a bill appropriating a sum not to ex­
ceed $500,000,Ci60 for the use of Cen­
tral and-Eastern Europe. 

2. That Congress call upon the Pres­
ident to appoint a nonpoUtlcal com­
mission of three Americans, distin­
guished for their character and exec­
utive ability and commanding tbe re­
spect of the American people.-. Such 
a -commission should Include men of 
the type of- General Pershing, Mr. 
Hoover or ex-Secretary Lane. I would 
invest that commission with complete 
power. . 

• 3. I woqld have the commission in­
structed to proceed at once, accompa­
nied by proper personnel, to survey 
conditions In Central and Eastern Eu­
rope and then act for the restoration 
of those countries under such,condi­
tions and upon such terms as the com­
mission Itself may decide to be practi­
cable and effective. Among the con­
ditions should be provided that there 
should be no local Interference with 
the free and untrammeled exercise by 
tbe commission of its own prerogative 
of allocating materials. Governmental 
politics should be eliminated; unrea­
sonable and, prejudicial barriers be­
tween the various countries should be 
removed, and such substantial guaran­
tees as may be available should be ex­
acted in order that the conditions im­
posed should be fulfilled, 

4. Aa to financial terms, I ahould 
make them liberal. I would charge no 
interest for the first three years; for 
the next.three years, C "per-cent, with 
provision that such interest might be 
funded if the economic conditions of 
the country were not approaching nor-
ipal, or If Its exchange conditions were 
so adverse as to -make payment un­
duly burdensome, I should make the 
maturity of the obligation 15 years 
from Us date, and I should "have no 
doubt as to its final payment' 
. 5, Immediately the plan w a s adopt­
ed I would have our government in­
vite otiier governments'Tn'"a'i5bsftIon 
to assist, to participate In the under­
taking. 

C- To set forth completely my opin­
ion, I should add that in the flnal in­
structions the -American i/eople, 
through their government, should sny 
to the commission: 

- "We want you to go and do this job 
In such a manner as, after study, you 
think It should be done. This Is no 
ordinarj- undertaking. The American 
people trust you to see that it Is done 
right." 

I would also say to the commission: 
"Use so much of this money as Is 

needed." Personally, I am confident 
that with'the-assistance and co-opera­
tion which would come from other 
parts of the world the sum of 5500,-
000,000 from the United States would 
be more than enough to start these 
countries on their way to self support 
nnd the restoration of normal condi­
tions. 

The whole plan, of course. Involves 
many practical considerations, the 
most serious of which is' that of ob­
taining the money, whether by issuing 
additional- Liberty bonds, an Increase 
In the floating debt or by . taxation. 
But I think -we-could properly say to 
the treasury department: 

"We know how serious your finan­
cial problems are; we know the diffi­
culties which are Immediately con­
fronting you; we know the Importance 
of deflation, and we know tbat the gov­
emment must economize and that' in­
dividuals must economize, but we also 
know that the American govemment 
advanced $10,000,000,000 to its allies 
to attain victory ond peace. Certain­
ly It is worth making tho additional 
advance In order to realize the peace 
for which we have already -ctruggled, 
for nothing is more certain than that 
until normal conditions are restored In 
Europe there can be no peaco." 

Above all things, I would say that 
whatever action Is tnken should be 
taken Immediately, The crisis Is so 
acute that the situation does not ad­
mit of delay, except with the possibili­
ty of consequences one hardly dares 
contemplate. 

Thfc situation thnt I have spread out 
hero Is fnr beyond the scope o t Indi­
vidual charity. Only by the action ot 
governments, our o\yn and fho otliers 
whose resources enable them to co-op­
erate, can nld be given In sufficient 
volume, I am nlso confident that our 
action would be followed by thc gov­
ernments ot Great Britain, of Holland, 
of the Scnndinavinn countries, • of 
Spain and Japan, nnd thnt France and 
Belgium and Italy, notwithstanding all 
ot their loR.'scs, would help to the best 
of their nbllity.

' Disasters , of unusual proportions, 

affecting several hundreds of people, 
such as the Chelsea and Salem fires, 
are fortunately rare in New England. 
But when they do come, they come 
suddenly, without warning. The vic­
tims are in need of Immediate aid. 
There Is no Ume then to prepare re­
lief measures -with care. Everything 
must be done hurriedly and -without 
forethought. To meet disaster situ­
ations efSclently, preparations must 
be made in advance. And it is such 
preparations that the. N e w England 
Di'vlsion has completed In Its Motille 
Disaster U n i t 

Everything possible has been done 
to Insure the greatest possible speed 
in getting the Uni t to the scene of a 
disaster - after i ts services have been, 
called Ior; A l i s t of the" namos, "aH-
dresses and te iephohe numbers oi the 
principal Division offlcers has been 
placed -with'every one ot the 114 Red 
Cross Chapters In the New England 
Division teiTltory, with the 'Western 
Union and Postal Telegraph Com­
panies and tbe New England Tele­
phone & Telegraph Oompany in Bos­
ton and with the editors ot the Boston 
newspapers. Through one or more of 
these sources report ot a disaster -will 
quickly reach some one ot the offlcers 
listed. 

Ready to Act Day or Night 
The moment nbtlficatlon ot a disas­

ter comes to a Division officer, day or 
night, the machinery tor putt ing-the 
Disaster Unit into the fleld wlll be 
started. 

Arthur Q. Rotch, Acting Division 
Manager, will call the Chapter nearest 
Jthe disaster on the telephone to l e a m 
Its extent and transportation condi­
tions m the vicinity. 'With the Infor­
mation thus secured, he will decide 
whether the services 'of the Unit are 
needed. It they are, he -will mobilize 
the Di-vislon forces necessary to get 
the Unit o u t 

If the call comes in the day time, 
all the ofilcers connected -with the 
Unit will be at Division Headquarters. 
II tho summons i s at n i g h t they will 
be called by te lephone to Headquar­
ters. 

Arrangements havc toeen mado with 
F. H. Swift & Comany, a big trucking 
concern in Boston, to transport the 
equipment ot the Unit over the road 
to the disaster, i t it Is within 300 mHea 
ot Boston and the roads aro passable, 
or otherwise to load it onto freight 
cars. This company -will rush its big­
gest motor trucks to the Army Base 
tor tho equipment Army iKirsonnol 
on duty at the Baso and Red Cross 
workers can got the entire equipment 
out ot storage and loaded Insido .an 
hour.

Mattresses F}H 40 Big Cases. 
The equipment for the Unit in­

cludes 200 cots, 200 mattresses, G50 
blankets-, 100 folding bedside tables, 
50 folding chairs, 12 stretches and 30 
cases of medical, surgical aud hospital 
supplies and table and kitchen equip­
m e n t The inventory ot the equip­
ment covers • some 14 typed iiages, .̂ 

The 200 mattresses are packed in 
40 wooden cases six teet long, tour 
teet •wide and tour f ee t deep, flve mat­
tresses ih a box. There Is a cover for 
every-ti»«ttresB. •xiio-ij^w.w* »TO itt%^A-
with heavy paper and the mattresses 
are sprinkled -with camphor d u s t The 
covers are fastened -with heavy pad­
locks. A master key unlocks all these 
padlocks, and, in fac t all tho other 
containers in the unit, , 

In 26 s'maller cases are packed 650 
blankets, 25 to a' box. Twenty crates 
contain 200 folding cots, 100 folding 
bedside tables are packed in 10 crates, 
and 50 folding chairs in flve crates. 
The miscoJianeous supplies, so-called 
—and there are several hundred of 
them— are contained in 30 standard 
packing cases. A dozen stretchers 
are in three canvas bags. 

All these containers are palntcd-
dark -olive green and all numbered. 
Each Is marked -with the emblem ot 
the Red -Cross and labelled: "Ameri­
can Red Cross Mobile Disaster U n i t 
New England Division." Each case ot 
miscellaneous supplies has attached 
to the inside ot the cover a copper 
plate into which will be slipped a 
card, under a celluloid cover, ^\ith a 
list ot the contents ot the case. 

Ward Room Equipment 
Besides the cots, mattresses, blan­

kets, chairs and bedside tables, there 
is the ward room equipment which in­
cludes such items as 489 bathrobes, 
1014 pajamas, 600 pillow cases, 700 
linen sheets, 400 dra-w sheets, 447 
pairs ot slippers, assorted sizes, 1219 
pairs ot stockings and towels, napkins 
and faco cloths. There are also sup­
pUes tor babies and children—diapers, 
bath robes, pajamjis, slippers. 

In the operating room equipment 
aro folding operating tables, tourni­
quets, sttrgical gloves, choloroform 
imd ether aad inhalers, various kinds 
of bandages, catheters, slings and 
many other items. Several hundred 
dollars worth of drugs, with tho va­
rious kinds ot sterile dressings used 
by a hospital are provided. There 
Is also complete kitchen and table 
oqtilpmont for feeding 200 people. In­
cluding everything trom ealt rfiakcrs 
to an eight-gallon coffoo kett le and a 
10-gallon hot water tank-^-evcn ash 
kmd gartiage cans. The offlco supplies 
Includo typewriters, paper and car­
bon, .pens and penholders, clips, noto-
•books, flics and record blanks. In the 
imlacellanoous i tems are fonnd crutch-
. c s . . jnoaquito netting, a tool c h e s t 
^brooms aad brushes, safety pins and 
soajt, atoohol' s toves , and tbormome-
tont, syringes and hot -water bottloa.

On Sunday mXwnlng, Mrs. Nellie 

Prances (Wright) Card, wife of Char­
les W. Card, was released ^trom her 
many weeka and yeara ot pain, and 
lett her earthly home, to Join her loved 
ones in the heavenly home, up yonder. 

Her death came t o . her triends aa 
a shock -and great sorrow. Although 
they had recognized her frailty, and 
her falling health since the winter. It 
Was thought poaalble that she mlgl^t 
rally, txM often btfforo, from the ill turn 
she suffered on the preceding week. 
But on the Thursday preceding her 
death a change was apparent, and 
after a consultation of physloiaha on 
Saturday the family were told of the 
seriousness of her case. Tho end came 
suddenly about ten o'clock, the next 
morning. Mrs, Hills, the nurse, waa 
summoned to the case on Thursday, 
and remained with her night and day, 
untii the last. Mrs. Cook, trom Chel­
sea,, a sister of Mr. Card, wa^ also 
with her, and Miss Susie Thompson,, 
Miss May Herron and Miss Blethen. 

Mrs. Card was born in East Bos­
ton, October 12, 1856, but came to 
Pepperell -wheii quite young, and has 
always, resided here. Her marriage 
to Charles W. Card, ot this town, took 
place in January, 1887, the ceremony 
being performed by the late Rev. P. 
C. Sloper, of the Methodist ohurch. 
who was highly esteemed by both ot 
the younj: couple. Mrs. Card Joined 
the Methodist church, by letter from 
the Orthodox church at the Centre, 
at that time. Mrs. Card was the 
mother ot four children, two ot whom 
a son and daughter, died In Infancy, 
Those who survive her, are Chester 
R., and Charles Leroy, both ot thia 
town. .Her husband also survives hor. 
Although it is known that from the 
nature of her disease her suffering 
must at times have been Intense, she 
often disguised her' real feelings by 
her courage, and her will power sus­
tained hor up to the last. Although 
her affliction ot bllndncsa was a cross 
almost too mv,ch to be bcyne cheer­
fully, no one ever quite knew fully, 
thc suffering and moments ot terror 
It caused her, such was her bravery.

She 
Was aiso organist both at tho Uni­
tarian and Methodist churches, at 
ditrerent periods, and waa pianist of 
Acoma Rebekah lodge, of which she 
was a member, and chorister at Pres­
cott Gran.ge, to which ahe also be­
longed. Besides all this, and her in­
creasing homo duties, she yet tound 
time to keep in good practice ao th.at 
her services at numerous entertain­
ments were much in demand.
