An­
other symptom of grave concern to 
Amorican citizens is the wide spread 
unwillingness of young men to enlist In 
the army at tho present time. The 
fact that stares us in the face is that 
American young men have lost con­
fidence in our offlcers of government. 

The tjpeaker also called attention to 
the deep and wide spread discontent in 
industrial circles. Never, he said, were 
working men more liberally supplied 
with money. They actually come to 
work in motor cars. Hc mentioned a 
profit-sharing plan that was put forth 
by a certain industry. "It was." he 
said, "strictly on the level but thc 
men suspected it and went on strike." 
Thc same fiLCt looms up h^re. Amer­
ican laboring mon have been deceived 
so many tt-mes tha i they have almost 
universally lost confidence in loaders 
in industry, 

W'hat, asked tho speaker, is tho 
remedy for thi.^ deep antl universal 
suspicion, disctintent and tendency of 

ich man for h'.-usolf that now throat-
ens to wreck our republic? 

Mr. Sible;, "s answer was a mo.-̂ t 'fall­
ing witness for idoalistn and the most 
hopeful ii!an nf a const i'ucti%e sort put 
forth by ;in\ n\:\n of public i>roniinonce 
in le^ent months. 

"My hope," said Mr. Sibley, ' i s in 
the Amorican b*>y. Idealism is native 
f̂ ' his Ivart, • He paid a tribute to the 
Hoy Scouts, declaring it tho greatest 
organIz*ition in American lifo and the 
hope of our country. \IA motto. "Do a 
good turn daily" is the clue to tho way 
to our national ?iaIvatIon —unselfish 
service. Tho speaker s-ald that many 
of his college classmates sont thetr sons 
to bim to tAlk over plans for thoir fu-
utro careers. Ninety-nine out of a 
hundred had one idoa—how they 
could become rich in the quickest and 
n.'i.Miost w a y , 

T'he great thoupht of Mr. Sibley's 
address was that American citizenship 
la a thing so precious that It is not 
enough for a younp person or an nliort 
to gain it simply by replstratlon and 
naturalization. Every younp man or 
woman, said Mr. Sibley, oupht to bo 
required, as a condition of citizenship, 
to .^erve his country* betv(;ocn tho nges 
of sixteen and twonty-ono for a rea-* 
sonable period each year, in somo ca­
pacity of public URCfulncss, military 
or otherwi.ce. In conclusion Mr. SIb­
loy declared that It was his one politi­
cal ambition to pet thta clause nddod 
to the constitution In Ita definition of 
the qualificatlonft of a voter. 

Followinp the address the moeting 
was open to discuRf^ton. After adjourn­
ment member.s and f;uosts remained 
to moot tho speaker and ask further 
Questions. Theodoro W. Barry took 
Mr. SIbloy back to Boeton by'motor.
