Address by Fiske Warren,

The feature of the meeting of the
Ayer chapter of the Unitarian Lay-
men's League on Monday evening at
the church social rooms was an ad-
dress by Fiske Warren of Harvard on
“The single tax.” A representative
audience of local citizens, members of
the chapter and their friends, listened
with the closest attention to Mr, War-
ren’s masterly presentation of the sub-
ject to which he has given so much
study and in the working out of which
he has had so much experience.

Mr. Warren began by saying that the
“Single tax” had its religious side. Men
profess to believe in the fatherhood of
God. The futherhood of God in turn
implies the brotherhood of men, A
father, however, who gave the hest of
everything to his eldest children and
only what wus ¢t over to his young-
est children would he a strange father
indeed. To make conditions on earth
square with our belief is the great ob-
ject of the single tax movement. “Fq-
ual opportunities io all and special
privileges to none™ is the moral slogan
of single tax,

The speaker iHustrated the evolution
of society by telling the famous story,
“The sequel to Robinson Crusoe.” Soon
after Crusoe and Friday found them-
selves masters of their island, a boat-
load of men from a wrecked ship
pulled up to their shore. Crusoe and
Friday held them off with their guns
and allowed them to land only on their
terms. namely that they should be
their slaves. The sailors had no choice
but ty accept their terms and became
their slaves. l.ater on they found
Crusoe and Friday asleep one day. One
of the »sailors said to his fellows,
“There's no use of our being slaves to
these fellows any longer. I.et's kill
them and be free’”” They did so and
became the owners of the island.

After a few wecks another boatload
of shipwrecked men came up to their
shore. In their turn the occupants of
the island refused 1o let the newecom-

ers jand except op their terms. These
terms were tnot they shouild occupy
fan almost barren part of the island.
Later on one of the newcomers dis-
cavered that he only spring on the
Fisland  was  within  their  territory.
i"Thm‘o s, he said, “neo longer any

need of our Leing forced to nccupy this
T.ot us refuse to let them
Phave water fron our spiring unless they
become our slaves.” 8o the neweom-
ers hecame masters of the island.
