:houghts relative to this fast dy-
mng year, 1919. “The trouble
with America” said he, “is that»
the people won't get together on
anything, Talk about the rapid-
ity with which we organized our
national resources to lick t}}c
Hun. Why say,—our speed in
demobilization makes rhat‘look
like a funeral procession. Every
man for himself and the Dc\'xl
take the ultimate consumer is the
national ‘slogan. At forgetting
the lessons of the war our batting
average in the League of Nations
is 1000.” :

All Behind Theift Movement

On the face of the returns it seems
as if the depressed one was right. But
fortunately here and there are indi-
cations that after all the disintegra-
tion of national solidarity i more ap-
parent than real. It is rather signifi-
cant, for instance, that the American
Federation of Labor, the Amerlcan
Bankers’ Assoclation, the National
Educational Association, the Elks,
the Rotary Clubs, the Modern Wood-
men of America, the Ladies of the
Macabees, the National Catholic War
Council, the Council of Jewish Wo-
men, and hundreds of other organiza-
tions representing every shade of
thought and policy have all pledged
themselves during the year to stand
behind one great national movement.

Need of Thrift Today

The man whom the Chicago police
forcibly disuaded from feeding ten
dollar bills to & horse is president of
the lodge attended by the youth with
the fifteen dollar silk shirt; the stenog-
rapher with the four hundred dol-
lar fur coat, the munition maker’s
wife with the $350,000 pendant, and
all the joyous train who are making
the judicious grieve.

And in this period of reaction, of
wild and nervous extravagance. The
Treasury Department of the [United
States arose and sald: “At this mo-
ment when the captains and the kings
depart we will call the people dback
to the thrift of war days. We will
justity what the war cost in money
and materfal. We will bring out of
this chaos of reconstruction a strong-
er America.” And there was created
the Treasury Department’s Thrift and
Savings Movement, built upon the
splendid foundation of the Savings
Campaign conducted during the war.
Among the instruments of war finance
Thrift Stamps and War Savings
Stamps offered a means of saving by
which lessons, of-the accumulation of
capital through small steady invest-
ment could be taught. These Stamps
had been the means of raising almost
a billion dollars of revenue for the
Government during the war and had
become popular. It was therefore
decided that they should be contin-
ued and their name, W. S. S, which
was assuming the importance of a
trade-mark, should be permanently
. adopted.

America Faces Financlai Freedom

Occaslopally Government Depart-
ments are .charged with duplication
ot effort, but in the thrift movement
the Treasury Department has been
blessed with intelligent and cordial
cooperation by other official agencies.

“Y” SPENT $80,000
MONTH IN SIBERIA
Supplies Sent To American,

Allied and Loyal Russian
Troops.

New York—More than $80,000 has
been expended monthly by the Y. M.
C. A. for supplies belng rushed into
Siberia for use of the 7000 American
troops there, the Allied military de-
tachments patrolling the Trans-Si-
berian railroad, and tié loyal Russian
civilian population in the Koilchak
Government, E. T. Colton, secretary in
charge of Red Triangle work in Rus-
eia. and Siberia, announced today at
‘the headquarters of the overseas de-
partment, International Committee,
Y. M. C. A

“The American Y. M. C. A is adding
28 overseas secretaries to its staff of
more than 100 workers now in Siberia,
said Secretary Colton. “These rein-
forcements will sail within the next
few days. The ‘Y’ will continrue to
ald struggling Russia, as advocated by
Ambassador Morris in his current re-
port to the State Department {n which
he suggested that the United States
give immediate and greater co-opera-
tion to Admiral Kolchak.”

According - to figures compiled by
'G. S. Phelps, in charge of Y. M. C. A.
activities in Siberia, the “Y” expended
$33,534.11 for motion picture machines
and other hut equipment in Siberia
from -January 1, 1919 to June 30, 1919.
In the same perfod the "“Y” spent
$294,423.63 for canteen supplies . for
biscuits, safety razors, etc. The “Y”
troops in Siberia, including chocolates,
bought miscellaneous merchandise
amounting to $105,243.78 for Siberian
use in this period.

The Y. M. C. A, through its at.hleuc
program in Siberia is winning ' new
laurels, these figures showing bhow
much has been spent in the past six
months for sthletic equipment for Si-
beria. July, $13,343.01; June, $9,566.54;
May, $8,370.76; April, $8,052.03; March,
$6.872.24; February, $9,910.32.

The Siberians are motion picture
hungry and to meet this demand the
“Y” has sent 700,000 feet of American
filin in the past six months. Expendi-
tures for motion picture machines and
accessories for Siberia total: Febru-
ary, $4,375.34; March, $15,281.62;
April, $10,832.54; Many, $1,467.89; June,
$8,705.95; July, $7,939.30.

Textbooks and other literature is be-
ing supplied to Siberia by the Y. M.
C. A. the expenditure in July for that
phase of the work reaching, $4,173.81.

Irkutsk, Siberta. (By mail).—R. J.
Reitzel formerly of New York, whose
marriage to Miss Gail Berg took place
a few weeks ago in Shanghal, China,
has arrived here to act as Western
Field Secretary for the American Y.
M. C. A. He has also been mado
genior secretary of a new depart-
ment which will handle the work of
the Association among prisoners of
war.

“Y” CASUALTY

Total of 259 in Latest Report
Just Made Public.

Boston, Mass.—In compiling its rec
ords of overseas work for presenta-
tion at the fortieth International Con-
vention of the Young Men’'s Christian
Associations of North America at De-
troit, November 19 to 23, the Nationa]
War Work Council of the Y. M. C. A,
found that the total number of decor-
atlons and citations awarded to its
workers overseas ..d reached the
total of 364 not to mention 146 offi-
cial commendations, up to October
5th of this year.

The casualty list of the Y. M. C. A.
overseas to the same date showed
10 killed in the battle zone, two of
whom were women workers, one died
of wounds and 73 deaths from "over-
work, accidents and other causes; 142
gassed or wounded, 18 injured in ac
cidents, 12 shell shocked, and 3 taken
prisoners, bringing the total casual
ties overseas for the organization up
to 259. !

The decorations awarded mclude
52 French Croix de Guerre, 7 Distin-
guished Service Crosses, 6 medals of
the French Legion of Homnor, 10 of
the Order of the Italian Crown and
74 Italian war crosses, together with
numerous others ranging from Rus-
sian Order of St. Stanislaus to Portu-
gese Medalia de Agradecimento,

There were 18 citations for the Dis-
tinguishel Service Cross, 102 citations
by Divisional Commanders, 3 by Gen-
eral Pershing, and 16 by commanding
officers of lower rank than divisional
commanders., Sixteen Y. M. C. A.
women workers were ~ted and 114
‘mén and women commended by Divis-
jonal Commanders.

Y. M. C. A. TRANSMITS MANY
REMITTANCES.

Boston.—Transmission of $20,-
721,332 from Europe to relatives and
families of soldiers and sailors In
the American Expeditionary forces
through the agency of the Bureau of
Soldiers’ Remittances, National War
Work Comncil, Y. M. C. A, is reported
by the treasurer. Up to October 2,
out of 337,056 checks forwarded, only
252, or less than eight one-hundredths
of 1 per cent remained undelivered.
These checks. covered remittances
from practically all of the allled coun-
tries, from the army of occupation in
Germany, and during a period when
commaunication facilities were none of
the best

By far the larger part of these re-
mittances were made through Paris.
From that city alone 333,010, totaling
$20,431,658.03, were sent. The money
for these remittances fed into Paris
from every point in France, where
Americans were stationed in both the
army and navy. .From London the
Y. M. C. A. sent homeo 3565 soldier re-
mittances, amounting to $202,042.13,
which covered all camps in England,
where Americans were billeted for

rest or training.

GGVERNMENT TAKES OVER

WELFARE WORK IN ARMY | cccr

Y. M. C. A: and. All Organiza-|.
tions Cease Camp Activities
November 1st. i

New York.—In compliance with of-
ficial orders from the Government,
the War Work Council of the Y. M,
C. A. on Nov. 1, transferred its wel-
fare work -activities as conductd in
the temporary buildings erected dur-
ing war times within the camps in
the continental limits of the United
States, according to statements just
issued here by John 8. Tichenor, na-
tional executive secretary for Y. M,
C. A. war work in America.

The War work Council has request-
ed its 1,300 secretaries conducting ac-
tdvities in 593 temporary Y. M. C. A.
huts in camps throughout the United
States to consider favorably the de-
gire of the Government that they con-
tinue. as welfare workers under the
direction of the War Department,
which tomorrow officially establishes
ita own orgapization within the War
Plans Division of the General Staff,
under the direction of Major General
W. G. Haan.

The Y. M. C."A. also at the request
of the Government will transfer also
without reimbursement its 593 tem-
porary huts within the Army camps
together with their complete equip-
ment valued at approximately 34,500,
000, for continued use by officers and
men., This represents a small part
of the volume of war work that was
being carried on by the Y. M. C. A.
at the time of the signing of the
Armistice when it was operating in
the United States 1171 huts with
5,717 secretarles and other employ-
ees. In all, the Y. M. C. A. construct.
ed 953 buildings in the home camps,
during the perfod of the World War
at a cost of $7,768,984.

In a letter addressed to Dr. John
R. Mott, General Secretary of the
Y. M. C. A., Secretary of War, New-
ton D. Baker, has thanked the As-
‘sociation for ‘“‘the efficlent and tire-
less effort of the Y. M. C. A. in pro-
viding for the comfort and well-being
of the men in the Army.”” The Sec-
retary of War also requests the Y. M.
C. A. to continue and enlarge its pro-
gram in permanent Y. M. C. A, build-
ings outside of the camps and to pro-
vide new buildings as far as needed
in communities and cities adjacent
to camps for the service of the men.

Mr. Tichenor stated today: “The
Y. M. C. A. definitely plans to con-
tiowe and extend. its service to the
country’'s fighting forces. As a re-
sult of its twenty years experience
and service to Army and Navy men,
the Association has an effective or-
ganization and constituency, thus in-
suring - an expanding and permanent
program.”

Ag requested by the Secretary of
War, the Y. M. C. A. will continue
its service to the troops in France,
Germany, Siberia, the Panama Canal
Zone, the Hawallan Islands, the Phil-
ippine Islands until the Army is in
a position to undertake this responsi-
bility.

Action  somewhat similar to the
War Department has been taken by
the Nary Department, according to
Mr. Tichenor, Secretary of the Navy,
Josephus Dandels, has requested the
Y. M. C. A. to continue it work with-
in the naval reservations at home un-
til the Navy is ready to take over
the welfare work.

From the Navy Department also,
has come warm commendation for
the extensive service rendered by the
Y. M, C. A. Secretary Danlels
writes: ‘“The Navy believes that a
large share of the credit- of victory
should be given your organization for
{ts work in ministering to.the men of
the Navy and feels that the greatest
compliment, the most sincere expres-
ston of its regard, ltes in the decis-
fon to perpetuate your good work by
means of a permanent organization
within the Navy itself.” He not only
expressed the bope that the Y. M.
C. A. program outside of the Naval
reservations should be continued and

enlarged, but he also desires to per-
petuate in the welfare work within
the Navy the pecullar genius of the
Y. M. C. A. in its service to men and
boys, and will order Navy welfare
and morale officers to keep in touch
with the Y. M. C. A. methods.

Permanent buildings of the Army
and Navy Y. M. C. A. which will
continue to operate, include the fol-
towing: Brooklyn Navy Yard, N, Y..
Newport, R. 1.; Norfolk, Va.; Char-
jestown Navy Yard, Boston, Mass;
Vallejo, Cal.; at the Presidio, San
rrancisco, California; at Bremertoa,
washingvon, D. C.; at Forts Monroe,
Slocum, Jay, THden, Hamilton, Han-
cock and Leavenworth; and at Hon.
oluluy, Hawadli and Fort willlam Me-
Kinley, Philippine Islands.- The Y. M.
C. A. will continue Its -rented: build-
ings in Philadeiphia, San Frapcisco
and Shanghbai, China. Other buildings
will be prowvided at numerous points
in cities adjacent to Army camps and
Naval stations according to the new
plans of the Y. M. C. A,

spendmg his money and undoubtedly
he spea}\s for many other taxpayersi
who 'also want to know.

& right to know, but the disclosure of
their identity, where they ask such a
question as this, would perhaps give
it greater weight.

Groton's political pot is beginning

to boil and the air js full of rumors,
whispers of this or that, statements
and complaints and it would take a
Sherlock Holmes to discover the name
of one responsible citizen behind any
one of them,

From the beginning the mosat com-
mon criticism of a democracy has been
that there is no definite centralized
head to. whom the servants of the
people are directly responsible. The
term ‘“‘the peepul” =eems to be too
vague a definition of the center of re-
gponsibility so that the often-heard
term “‘the pecople be damned” is not
without -{ts logical foundation. Thig I8
eapecially so in Groton. "The answer
to X. Y, Z.'s question will probably ap-
pear something like this: payroli num-
ber, etc., ete., total $15,000. And that
fs all the answer that X. Y. Z. de-
serves, and all the other letters of the
alphabet or any combination thereof.

The spending of $3, 94% 000 at Camp
Devens was to have been only a mod-
est beginning, as the war department
has worked out plans for housing a
complete division at Devens, which,
when finished, wi3uld mean an ultimate
expenditure of $16,000,000 or more.

The war depqrtmnnt planned, with
the money refused it, to erect at Camp
Devens a rectang uhr shaped building
of three stories in height, of perma-
nent masonry consiruction, In this
building an entire regiment could be
housed, including it< regimental head-
quarters, post exchange, guardhouse,
and a small -dispensary or first-aid
station.

Secretary of War Baker puts the
case for the housing program as fol-
lows:

"It is clear that in each of the nine
corps areas there should he a place
in which a theoretical division could
be housed, and about which there can
be gathered for manceuver purposes
and for cobtirdinate training and for
divisions which are appropriated- to
those districts into a corps, the theory
of this sub-division being that the
country is divided into nine corps
areag and that in each of these areas
there is existing a theoretlcal army
corps; that these nine army corps
would be sub-divided or would be seg-
regated into three field armies, so that
in all Hkelikood when we got to {t we
would take the carps in the first, sec-
ond and third and aggregate them into
the first army.

The first part of the trip is through
typical small towns and then across
the central plaln of Luzon and through
several rich and fertile provinces,
whereé. tropical vegetation is seen at its

great agricultural wealth of the Philip-
pines, which represents one of the
East’s greatest producing areas, with
the advantage of immense natural re-
sources for the development of further
praoduction.

Asglde from the scenery, which Is
noteworthy, the great blessing of Ba-
guio Is its temperate climate, which is
indeed a godsend to those Impoverish-
ed by the troplcal temperatures of the
lowlands. Not only is the mountain
alr rich tn ozone, but It has been dem-
onstrated to be extraordinarily free
from germs of all kinds.

Each year during the hot season the
school teachers of the entire archipela-
go are enabled by the government to
spend a month at the teachers' camp
in Baguio for recreation and confer-
ence on school work.
