On the
other hand if the réports of the officers
were received and discussed, their fu-
ture wants stated and the reasons
therefor, a week or two in advance of
the election of officers as we suggest
in our fifth recommendation, the
voters not only would have more time
tor this discussion, but also would have
time, taking into consideration what
had occurreg at the meeting upon the
appropriations, to consider as to the
fitness of those seeking oflice, who if
elected, would spend the money ap-

Not only would the appropriations

have better consideration, but “the
voters would tend to put into office
the best avallable citizens.

‘We have offered the foregoing five
recommendations, not in a spirit of
criticisni of any department or of-
ficial, but solely with the idea in view
that if they were carried into effect
grent advancement would be made in
the conduct of town affairs.

Most all grown-up folks have more
or less backache at times, Certainly
miost of thoss who have to work for
a Uying do.

Instead we should
always remember that any pain or
ache i3 nothing more or less than a
danger signal sounded by Madam Na-
ture for the purpose of calling one's
attention to the fact that something
is -wrong.« That-is-as far as nature
can go, and it ought to be far enough.
The rest of it is up to the patient or

never treat symptoms, but hunt for
the cause first. If you can find it re-
move it if poesible, if not relleve it the
best you can, under the clrcum-
stances.

Many backaches are merely reflex
pains from intternal organs,  If they
do not yield to ordinary domestic
treatment or to rest or exercise, the
patient should at once obtain a com-’
petent osteopathic examination to as-
certaln { ftheer is any disturbance in
any abdominal or pelvic organ, caus-
ing the pain.
