In the evening mail
1 recvived a paper signed by fifty-
four members of the Ayer Athletic
association, in which they “ask that
a regular meeting of the association
be called in the Ayer town hall or
some other suitable place sometime
during the week of June 13th for the
purpose of revising the constitution
and election of a manager.”

The signers of this request appar-
ently are not familiar with the copn-
stitution of the association, which s
not at all strange as it has never
been printed. For that reason, 1 now
ask you to do the association the
favor of printing its constitution as
an appendix to this letter. so that
everybody may understand that it
would be futile to call a meeting for
the purposes above mentioned be-
cause the constitution can be amend-
ed only at a regular meeting (Article
9) and the manager must be elected
by the executive committee and not
by the association (Article 5). The
regular meeting for 1927 was held on
the first Wednesday in April (Arti-
cle 8) and there can be no other
regular meeting this year.

In view of the provisions of the
constitution above referred to, it
does not seem to me that any useful
purpose would be served by calling
the desired meeting of the associa-
tion, and 1 take thiz miethod of tell-
ing the signers of the above men-
tioned request my opinion as it is
the most feasible way of telling them.
