He was 
educated in the public schools of the 
tpwn and the old historic Westford 
academy. With his parents and his 
brother, the late John Q, Cummings, 
he was active in the affairs of the 
Unitarian church and In the public 
and social life of the town. He was 
a genial companion to meet and al­
ways Imbued with the optomlstic 
outlook of life, and lo .all outward 
appearances In conduct and buslne.ss 
activities he had never been Influ­
enced by the ills of discouragement— 
he had lived stronger than these ad­
verse influences.

Few Have Seen Radium.

I t Is 
ordinari ly obtained from its ores In 
tbe form o£ sulphate, chloride or bro­
mide, according to the United Sta tes 
geological survey, Depar tmen t of the 
Interior, and It Is In the form of these 
sa l ts tliat It Is usually sold and used. 
These are all white or nearly whi te 
substances, whose appearance Is no 
more remarkable than tha t ot common 
salt or baking powder. Tubes con­
tninlng radium salts glow mostly be­
cause they Include Impuri t ies which 
the radiat ions from the radium cause 
to give light. Radium minerals a re 
very rarely, If ever, luminescent .

pally o t the native s ta te o t Mysore, 
India, and the district of Coorg. Due 
to the development of the sandalwood 
oil extract ing Industry, the exporta­
tion ot the wood from Madras has 
steadily declined, while t ha t o t fhe 
oil has increased.
